The subject of this sketch,
into so much prominence by the re-
cent White House inecident, is not
without honor to himself, his race and

brought

He was born a slave; after he was
set free, was a bootblack and a waif
upon the streets,. He was educated in
the Virginia schoole established for
the education of the negro youth and
maintained by taxation, nine-tenths
of which or more, is cheerfully paid
Ly white property owners.

From a bootblack Booker Washing
ton has become the head of a great
edueational institution.

Fifteen hundred pupils attend the
Tuskeegee institute and a large num-
ber of skilled and trained men, all
colored, are employed as ipstructors.

The iunstitution is located in the
south and is protected, and Washing-
ton's hands upheld, by the state gov-
ernment in which the college is lo-
eated,

Ouly kind treatment by the people
in the locality in which the college is
situated, 1s reported.

No elash, no friction, no distur-
bance of any sort, has been heard
since the college was established, and
residents and visitors say that the
president and under-professors of the
institution teach good morals and
good manuvers and conduct themselves
and the ipstitution in & way that have
won them golden opinions from all
classes of people.

If the white people of the south
were half as bad as they are painted,
no such history of this institution
could be written.

Persons yet liviug ean remember
when Prudence Crandall, a young
Quakeress, established a school for
negro ehildren in the good old town
of Canterbury in the good old state of
Connecticut. She was visited by the
leading citizens of the village before
the school was yet established and
told that if she carried her design into
execution she would bring disgrace
and infamy upon the community.

From the start Booker Washington’'s
hands were uplifted and supported,
his worth and ability at once recog-
nized and the educators and press of
the south of the Caucassian race gave
him his distinetion and his promi-
nence.

He was a guest at the Atlanta fair
and it was there that he made the
speech that made him famous.

The teachers and mechanics he
turns out from his institution are not
wined and dined nor admitted to the
drawing rooms of the white people of
the south, but they are given employ-
ment, which 18 very much better.
