EDITOR GRAPHIC—It may be of inter­
est to the readers of your h'oboreel pa­
per to give a minutive description of 
this agehby. it i3 useless to go. back to 
the startiqg point of this agency by the 
government, as the particulars in detail 
of such are familiar to the readers of 
the reports of the Indian comiilission-
ers. The. Burface .of the reservation is 
not particularly adapted fpr farming, as 
it is more or less hillv. The ^oil is of 
the usual sandy loam, characteristic of 
this poriion of the arid belt, and usually 
featile whep there is the necessary 
anJont of njqisture in the soil. The gov­
ernment is preparing for the proper 
amotint of such moisture, by extending 
tin irrigation ditch from Poplar river— 
pome fifteen mites—into the. valley be-

ish an ample supply of wateg fbr,about 
sik hundred acres ojf beautiful farming 
Jand. The tvork is qndef the Supervis­
ion of CharleS Mclntyre & B'rd. 

In 1888 the government d'eqide^l to 
move the Indians from their villages, 
and locate them by families on the .re­

ft strip of 
adequate for this purpose. Tltift 

task was undertaken by Agent D. O. 
Cowen in behalf of the government, he 
being the agent for the Indians at that 
time. The effect of the disbanding of 
the Indians on this reservation was one 
of the greatest strides towards civilizing 
them known. It was the ili-st lesson in 
self support—first effort to enlighten­
ment from the dark throne of super-
stitibusnes|. It gave the government a 
better idea as to their wants. Like all 
Indian tribes, the government issues at 
stated periods cnttiej horses ahd farm­
ing implements, and teaches them the 
best methods of utilizing the same for 
their benefit, through the agency's em­
ployes. The advantage of issuing stock 
to These people is very noticeable, con­
sidering the amount seen on the reser­
vation -grazing oh its luiliriant grass, for 
which this portion of the northwest is 
noted. Tli6,range stock, notwithstand­
ing the heavy fall of snow on the re­
serve, are in excellent condition. The 
agency herds are said tt> b3 PAr above 
the average. The same are in charge of 

Geo. Hoveirmale, one of the finest su­
perintendents of beef cattle', it is stated, 
in. Montana. 

In 1882 the first boarding school for 
the Indians was started at this place. It 
was exceedingly difficult for those who 
had the task of pupiling this sbhool to 
dvercome the superstitiousness of this 
part of the ]3io.ux tribe. It \Vas a diffi­
cult thing to show these Indians the use­
fulness of an' education. But as time 
went by, tlie disappearing of the buffalo 
and other game, tiiev were forced to 
Submit to the precepts of enlightenment. 
They began to send their children t<> 
fecbool mo'rte willingly", not thotigh, with­
out that mythiral feeling for which tlie 
Sioux are noted, as to the oiitcome of 
such a step. The managers of the school 
toiled faithfully in their efforts to rear 
their charge in the simplest methods 
known for the advancement of their 
welfare towards civilisation; This good 
work continued until the autumn of 
1891, when the school buildings were 
destroyed bv fire. After due considera­
tion the Indian department at Washing-
ion decided to abandon the school, and 
send the pupils and instructors to other 
government educational institutions. 

After the abandonment of the military 
canfohement in 1894 at this place, and 
through Ihe Unceasing efforts of Capt. 
H. Wi Sfcjr'ole, the Indian agent at this 
place", and iT. A. Hunter, !his efficient 
clerk, the department decided to re-es­
tablish the Indian Boarding school at tb& 
cantonement, with a full corps of teach­
ers'. Today tfye parents of this school 
concur with all', that its pupils are ad­
vancing rapidly toward bnlightenmeiit, 
gaining precepts of morality, and fitting 
themselves for tlie offices of citizenship. 

We wish not to cast any reflections on 
the .noble teachers of this sdhopl when 
it was first organised', or on any since', 
but it is a duty that we owe to sUch an 
educator as Prof; F. C. Campbell, as­
sisted by a corps of diligent workers, 
that he has brought this school to the 
hign standard which It today enjoys. 
Supt., Campbell has been ever watchful 
for the advancement of the school— 
such intfctest, taken for progress only 
known to an alert educator and disciple 
of justice. We have been informed 
through an authenticated source that it 
ranks first in all respects on the list of 
agency schools. His work in this line 

Lis highly appreciated by the pnpils, as 

well as those with whom he is asso­
ciated by the ties of fellowship. While 
Prof: Campbell has taken an active part 
in thie noble work, he has been gallant­
ly sUbported by such educators as Capt. 
H. W. Sprole and F. A - Hunter. 

Especial mention sliould be made of 
the eiiorts made by Mr. Hunter in the 
ceaseless work he gave the superintend­
ent ofr the school in the endeavor to 
lace it on the list, as a model one. Mr. 

Hunt'er came to the agency October, 
1S87, to act as chief clerk, in which ca­
pacity iie has worked lever since. His 
continued work as such has brought to 
his knowledge the wabts bf these In-
diaus: With- this information and his 
amiable disposition he has be6h of ma­
terial a£&istanca in raising the Indian 
school at this place to its present eleva­
tion and capacity, there being 225 schol­
ars enrolled on the daily register of the 
school: We mention these gentlemen 
not simply for courtesy, but for the no­
ble work ainone the Indians they have 
achieved. 

The force of the agency and school 
employes, numbering 59, are also inter­
ested in the school welfare, and aid 
greatly in its Advancement. The spirit­
ual welfare of the school is undei the 
supervision of the Rev. J. E. Linsey, of 
the Presbyterian mission. His work is 
gaining ground, and his efforts in his 
particular line is bringing forth flruit. 
Many of the young ladies and gentle­
men of the school have become commu­
nicants of the mission church. May all 
this noble work continue indefinitely, is 
the wish of iall true lovers of education.

' Something New in Windmills. 
The old-time windmill—that tower1 

ing skeleton of ribs and fans with 
which we are familiar—has recently 
been improved in a fashion that 
promises much better results—an in­
creased fate of power and much greater 
ease of management. Instead of fans 
or arms turning over and over, wheel-
fashion, the conditions are reversed, 
the axle being perpendicular, and the 
fans turning from side to side. This 
arrangement has advantages, in that 
the machinery can be made stronger, 
and by an ingeniously contrived set of 
levers the fans open and close auto­
matically. This is of great importance, 
as a sudden g*ale is liable to Wreck an 
ordinary Windmill on short notice. 
With this new device, it is claimed that 
no matter how rapidly the fans may re­
volve, they will catch the wind only at 
the proper time, the other side opening 
to give free passage to the air; thus the 
higher the gale, the higher the rate of 
Speed and the more .effective the 
machinery. It is said that in windy 

.countries enough power can be gener­
ated to run a small dynamo. The 
greatest value of a windmill is in coun­
tries where continual pumping of 
water is necessary for purposes of irri­
gation. A windmill constructed on 
this new principle costs no Jftnore than 
the old style, is infinitely more effect­
ive, less liable to get out of order, and 
has a greater variety of uses than any 
heretofore made.
