made them a proposition to raise
Dollar for Dollar with them for build-
ing a trunk line into Fortuna.
His proposition being accepted, he
immediately ‘got busy.”’ Result: he
raised $2800.00 and the county had to
come through with a like amount, and
right here let me say in parenthesis,
that a very large percentage of this
amount was raised in Williams county
for a road in Divide county. While
the road is by no means completed,
they are arranging to finsh it next
summer, and they are getting a
large share of Williams county pro-
ducts into Fortuna. A resident of
Fortuna stated that in coming over
that road a few days since, he met
141 loads of grain headed for Fortuna.
* So much for one trunk line road,
and while we regret that they are get-
ting our produce, and incidentally our
trade, we can not fail to appreciate
their progressiveness. Ask any man
living 20 to 40 miles from market if
he would be willing to travel three to
five miles over prairie trails if by so
doing he could go the remainder on a
well graded, and turnpiked highway,
and I will stake my interests in Wil-
liams county, he will say yes. In men-
tioning the above road to Fortuna, I
forgot to add that this same banker,
after getting this work done showed
that he was no piker by having four
‘good drags made at his own expense,
and delivering them to points alon
the road, and personally hiring loca
citizens to see that the road was well
dressed after each rain, and as a re-
sult, the contractor, stated to me that
the road today was in a much better
condition than when he left it.

Where the Waste Comes

And right here permit me to say
there is more money actually wasted
bir neglecting a well finished road and
allowing it to become rutty and wash-
ed out, than there is in allowing every
Tom, Dick and Harry to try to build
roads, and that system is surely crim-
inal. I have only to call attention to
a few of the so-called road grades
which have been constructed under
the present system of road supervis-
ion to convince anyone that when I
used the word ‘criminal’ I did so ad-
visedly. To those of you who had
occasion to travel from Williston to
Ray by what is known as the north
road it will be unnecessary for me to
say more. There are many men who
if allowed to sit in judgment on the
man who constructed those grades,
would give him at least twelve months
each year for the term of his natural
life, and then regret that that ended
the sentence.

We can see but one way to better re-
sults which will be commensurate with
money invested and that will be to
have a competent supervisor or suver-
intendent of county roads. Give him a
salary upon which he can live reason-
ably. Let him appoint good compve-
tent deputies in each township. Get
together once each year, and invite
the public to be present. Take a map
of the county, lay out the year’s work
in advance, and then all pull together
for good roads to each local market,
and when a route is selected, MAKE
IT A ROAD.

Here’s hoping the Hon. Board of
Commissioners will be able to put the
matter up to the public at the June
primaries, and believe me, the farmer
will be the LAST MAN to put his
cross after NO.

When your son John graduates from
the grammar school and shows you his
certificate which entitles him to enter
high school with an average of 85 don’t
imagine that this condition is an abso-
lute mark of education.

Some boys and girls have wonderful
memories, and, as examinations are
largely memory tests, a high passing
mark may be no more than an indica-
tion of good memory.

If John has never accomplished any-
thing worth while in the manufacture
of anything useful, if he has cared for
no animals nor raised enough vegeta-
bles to supply a family, cannot care
for, clean and repair the furnace or
mother's sewing machine, cannot bulld
a chicken coop and care for chickens
properly, never built a boat in which
he could skim the waters—in fact, has
never used fhe information which he
memorized in the school—then he is not
educated.

It seems that you, the parents of
John and Susie, had better test the ed-

‘ucational system and its efficlency on

your children by ascertaining whether
or not the information gleaned in the
schoolroom can be utilized now by
your children.

If your boy John cannot or will not
accomplish anything do not at once
blame the school, but discover that
yvou have a rather useless son. Please
do not excuse him because he is only a
boy.

If John is really active and likes to
do and really does things in play and
where others join with him he can do
something worth while, and you should
put him in the modern game of achieve-
ment.

Every parent who reads this, if you
have children, turn and ask them what
they have done worth while. Then
see if there cannot be something de-
vised which will put them in the aris
tocracy of labor.

No girl or boy knows what real fun
is until he enjoys something which
he himself has made or is responsible
for.

This is the only way you can discov-
er what your boy or girl is really
worth.

QUESTIONS ANSWERED BY MEM
BERS OF THE NORTH DAKOTA
AGRICULTURAL COLLEGE.

Q.—-How long will wild oats retain
their vitality in the soil?

Ans.—H. L. Boley, botanist.

In our experiments with deep and
shallow planting of wild oats seeded
here in the wet lands of the valley on
the college farm, if the oats were
planted deeper than five inches they
&re usually found to be thoroughly rot.

ten after the second year. If the heavy
lands of the Red River
seeded to timothy and put into hay
end pasture from three to four years,
the wild oats will probably be found to
be thoroughly rotten. In the drier sec-

tions of the state the wild oats will

likely live longer in the soil.

Q---Give a good rotation for
western part of the state.

Ans.—J. H. Shepperd, dean agrlcul-‘
tural department.

The rotations used on the demonstra-
tion farms at New Salem and Ross are
good. The rotation at New Salem is
corn followed by fife wheat, then oats
followed by oats and peas, then maca”
roni wheat. The rotation at Ross is &
permanen: fleld of alfalfa, the five
other flelds having a rotation as fol-
lows: Corn, followed by wheat, fol-
lowed by timothy and clover or_sum-

the
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mer fallow, followed by wheat, followed
by oats.

Q.-——What effect does harrowing have
apon weeds?

Ans.—R. C. Doneghue, professor of
agronomy.

Harrowing or the use of the weed-
er on small grains after they become
well rooted tears out the young weeds
that may be less firmly rooved. In
view of this fact harrowing shuuld be
done as early as possible without tear-
Ing out too many of the grain plants.
In some seasons the weeds in the
grain may be reduced very materially
by the use of the harrow and weeder
st the proper time.

Q.—Which pays best, to sell wilk at
16 cents per gallon or butter at 34
tents per pound, or 18 per cent. cream
pt 60 cents a gallon?

Ans.—G. L. Martin, professor dairy
log.

Other conditions being equal, it will
pay best to sell milk at 16 cents per
allon, than cream at 60 cents per gal-
on, and finally butter fat at o4 cents
per pound. When the value of skim
milk is considered there will be very
little in favor of selling the milk.
