A LONG HIKE 

Crippled Father, Wife and Daughter 
Arrive After a Long Tramp to 

Minot From Illinois 

Living on apples and water while 
passing through the rich farm regions 
of Illinois and Iowa, afoot, Paul Krum-
bach, wife and fourteen-year-old 
daughter did not find that there was 
still some of the milk of human kind­
ness in the world until they arrived in 
the Dakotas. They claim the people 
further east would not assist them. 
They arrived in Carrington Tuesday 
morning, after a trip of three weeks 
and five days, all of which was walked 
on a meagre diet until Aberdeen, S. 
D., was reached. There they were giv­
en aid into North Dakota and got to 
Jamestown. Kind-hearted people of 
that city sent them to Valley City 
and Valley City people gave them the 
fare to Carrington. From here they 
were sent on one leg of the journey 
to Minot, where they go to live with 
an uncle by the name of Garrott, who 
will provide for them they say. 

Krumbach has a badly crippled 
hand, a withered leg and badly crip­
pled foot. 

They suffered many hardships on 
the journey, sleeping as best they 
could where night overtook them and 
foraging on orchards for days at a 
time for their only food. The family 
was thinly dressed on their arrival but 
were jubilant over the charity found 
in the Dakotas and especially on ac­
count of the fact that their long jour­
ney was nearly at an end. 

Their home was at Peoria, III. 

LOSES HIS NOSE DURING 
BANQUET 'ROUGH HOUSE 

His nose sliced clean off as though 
with a knife, and terrible gashes in 
his upper lip, Archie Reynolds, night 
police, aged 28, son of Chief of Police 
Chas. Reynolds of Mandan is under 
the care of physicians as the result of 
a fight Saturday night at the fire hall. 

The state fire marshall was present 
to deliver an address to the volunteer 
fire department, and following the 
business meeting there was a social 
session. 

Reynolds became quarrelsome, it is 
alleged. A fight was started and Rey­
nolds struck Mike Hoffman, which 
precipitated a free-for-all. 

Adelbert Heinz mixed into the scrap 
and had a tumbler in his hand. He 
struck Reynolds with such force thai 
the glass broke and cut Reynolds' nose 
off as clean as though it had been sev­
ered with a knife. The upper lip was 
also nearly severed and the nose and 
lip hung by the skin down over the 
mouth. 

A physician was called to staunch 
the flow of blood. 

Physicians state that there is seri­
ous doubts as to the nose being re­
placed. 

So far no arrests have been made. 

BARN CRUSHES 21 HORSES 

Sometime during Tuesday night or 
Wednesday morning of last week, on 
the Richard Boden farm near Garri­
son, which is being rented this year by 
the Fitzgeralds and Tom Walsh, 21 
head of very good horses were crushed 
to death when the straw barn, into 
which they had gathered, collapsed. 

The horses were being pastured at 
that place and they were gathered in 
the large straw barn to avoid the 
flies. The barn was well built of strong 
logs, but it is evident that the roof, 
having four years' straw which was 
watersoaked, became too heavy and 
caused it to topple over. 

The weight was so great that the 
horses could not liberate themselves. 
Three were dragged out as soon as it 
was discovered that the barn had fall­
en, but one of these died from the in­
juries received. 

Of the horses killed nine were own­
ed by Tom Walsh, five by Joe and 
John Fitzgerald, five by Mike Walsh 
and one each by J. J. Duchene and 
Alfred Thompson. The horses owned 
by the latter two named had entered 
the pasture that evening. 

The loss is estimated at about $2500.

rest of the train remained safely on 
the track. 

No one was killed in the wreck, al­
though the engineer of the second en­
gine was so badly scalded that there 
is little hope of his recovery. The fire­
man was also slightly scalded and the 
fireman of the first engine was some­

what bruised. It has been reported 
that a "bo" sustained some injuries. 

The Olympian is an all steel train 
and the advantage of such a train was 
never demonstrated more thoroughly 
than in this wreck. Had the train been 
composed of the old-time wooden cars 
practically the whole train would have 

been in the smashup, but as it was, 
the passengers were not hurt. 

As a result of the crash the heavy 
rails were twisted and bent, and the 
forward coach thrown almost at right 
angles to the track, while great holes 
were dug below and at the sides of the 
track. 

On Sept. 12, 1915, the deposits in

A terrible railroad wreck occurred 
on the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul 
road, three miles west of Bowman, 
last week, when train No. 15 piled up 
in one heap of wreckage. The train 
was a doubleheader and it appears the 
tender of the first engine left the track 
and with it the second engine and tore 
up the roadbed for a distance of 300 
feet. The long heavy train behind 
crashed into this engine, doubling the 
tender around onto the engine and the 
baggage car was thrown out toward 
the edge of the right-of-way. The 
next two cars, the mail car and a day 
coach, were also in bad shape, and the
