From outside the state Dr. Lotus
D. Coffn.an of the University of
Minnesota was secured, giving three|
strong adresses on educational top-|
ics. His “National Program in Ed-!
ucation” gave a sweeping compari-
son of the school systems or educa-/
tional policies of the United States
with those of other countries, show-'
ing up the weaknesses in our unsys-.
tematized policies—especially evident
in this critical period of unrest. His,
address was constructive in pointing
out the remedies for the weaknesses
of an incompetent teaching force,]
poorly paid, and short lived. He re-|
minded his hearers of the need for|
rising to the emergency which the|
present situation has produced—and |
pointed the way, with force and con-|
viction, how that situation should bc
handled by the teaching force.

Miss Helen Harrison of Minneapo- |
lis gave some helpful work on “The
Junior Red Cross.” This is a topic
that all teachers were keenly anxious
to ret help on—the Red Cross exhibit
in the domestic science rooms was of
especial interest to the visiting teach-

ers.

North Dakota has many strong
workers within its own boundaries
who contributed generously to the
success of the convention. Among
others is President R. M. Black of the
Ellendale Normal school, who ad-
dressed the convention Saturday
morning on the Teacher and the
Community. He stressed the person-
al side of the teacher—and the influ-
ence she may wield for good—if that
side is properly developed.

President Black is the present pres-|
ident of the State Teachers’ Associa-
tion which meets in Minot in October
of this year. President Black ex
pressed himself as being well pleased
with the prospect of visiting Minot
at that time with the State Teachers
convention. '

It seemed most opportune that this
section of the state had the privilege
of getting acquainted with Dr. Thom-
as F. Kane, president of our State U.,
at the convention. He spoke Satur-
day morning on “The Teacher,” andl
emphasized, in the course of a thoro
discussion of the topic the need of
education as a safeguard for democ-
racy. It was evident that there were
many persons in attendance Saturday
morning because of Dr. Kane’s ap-|
pearance on the program.

Barta hailed
Chauncey Jones, who was passing the
farm in his automobile, and Jones pro-
ceeded to the Minot police station,
where he notified the officers.

Ticknor and Shirley Arrested. ;
Chief of Police Dan Dougherty and
Officer Reed arrested Ticknor and|
Shirley in their room in the Rex Ho-|
tel, on Second street southwest, about

112:30 o’clock Saturday morning, ex-

actly two hours after the murders
had been committed and the officers
deserve great credit for their splen-
did detective work and the bravery.
they exhibited in making the arrest of
the two desperate men.

Chief Dougherty had but a small
clue to work upon, but it appears that
he had the right “hunch.” Bob Rob-|
erts, it is said, came to the assistance
of the police and aided them in locat-|
ing the men at the Rex Hotel. While
he knew nothing of the shooting, he
knew that a request had been made by,
Arthur Buck to use his car that night,|
and when he learned of the shooting,'
he suspected that it was his own car
that had been driven to the scene of
the shooting. Roberts, it seems, knew
that Shirley and Ticknor were mem-
bers of a gang of tire thieves, for it
is said that he had been approached
by them in an effort to sell him some
tires. Roberts, who was just gccem}ly
placed under arrest charged with pig-:
ging, will undoubtedly get off in the
lightest possible manner for the good
work he did in assisting to bring the
guilty men to justice.

When Officers Dougherty and Reed
went to the Rex Hotel, they found
their men in a room. As they opepedl
the door to the room, they looked into
the muzzles of a couple of wicked
looking revolvers. The officers had
their guns leveled at the men, who
closed the door. Dougherty left Reed
to guard the door, then ran outside of
the building just in time to see one of |
the men crawl part way thru the win-|
dow. A shot from the oﬂ'ice_r‘s gun|
caused the bandit to get back into his|
room quickly. Dougherty then ran|
back to assist Reed, who had shot thru|
the door. The door was forced open|
and the bandits, realizing that they !
had another fight on their hands,|

They were closely questioned during |
the early morning hours. Ticknor, the |
murderer, refused to give up any evi-
dence whatsoever, but Shirley, who
did not happen to be in on the murder,
told the police and States Attorney
Herigstad all that he knew concern-
ing the half dozen robberies in which
he had been implicated in towns in
northwestern North Dakota.
How Gowin and Devaney Met Their

Death.
_About a week before the murder of

road about ten feet from the Ford car
which had been driven there by Buck
and Ticknor. Those men had left their
car and had gone down along the
fence in the Roach pasture, adjoining
the Maloney wheat field. Owing to
the darkness the officers could not see

{them, and besides the bandits were

hiding behind the huge pile of thistles.
Gowin was walking just a few feet
ahead of Devaney and when about 150
feet from the road, they saw the ban-
dits suddenly stand up. Jones, who
remained in the car at first, says he
distinetly heard two shots whiz past
him and the third shot struck Officer|
Devaney in the right breast, plowing
its way thru the liver and lodging in|
the back. Without a cry of any kind,
the officer fell back dead. Officer De-
vaney had his revolver with him but|
it was not loaded, and even had it!
been loaded, he would have had no|
chance to use it. The officers were in|
the Maloney wheat field, close to the
fence, and the bandits were just]
across the fence in the Roach pasture
when the shooting occurred. The ban-
dits got a fairly good view of the of-
ficers for they were about ten feet
away from the fence when the shoot-
ing began. |

The first shot, which proved to be|
the fatal one, struck Mr. Gowin thru|
the chest and the second one passed |
thru his abdomen. Despite his terr:.- |
ble pain, he lay upon the ground and|
fired thirteen shots at the bandits,
with his automatic revolver. Fortun-
ately for the bandits, none of them
took effect, but they came uncomfort-
ably close. Gowin was game to the
very last. He dragged himself up to
a fence post that he might steady his
aim, and continued to fire until all the
shells had been used. He then whip-
ped out a small automatic revolver
and fired several shots. It is estimat-
ed that he fired from thirteen to fif-
teen shots at the bandits, who ran|
back thru the pasture to the road. The|
next morning, State’s Attorney Her-
igstad found Gowin’s big revolver be-|
side the post and there were numerous |
bullet marks in Roach’s pasture, as|
evidence of a red hot battle. Empty
shells were lying everywhere, show-
ing that the bandits had fired numenr-|
ous shots also. Gowin, who could not |
walk, crawled back towards his car.|
The bandits came west along the road |

All day Sunday Ticknor kept pazing'
his cell at the city jail and could not)
eat. He made a confession to State’s|
Attorney Herigstad in the afternoon. |
but again he lied. He disclaimed any
knowledge of whose car the bandits
had used.

That night at 9:30, however, he sent;
for Stute’'s Attorney Herigstad :md’
said that he was ready to confess all
and plead guilty, that he could stani|
it no longer. He was taken to '.h\-l
State’s Attorney’s office by Officers|
Dougherty and Reed and his testimony
was taken by Court Reporter Gran-
tham. At first he implicated Boh
Poberts, but confessed that he (Buck)
had done the shooting. Later, he
changed his confession, exonerating
Roberts and saying that Ticknor was
guilty instead. His reason for accus-
ine Roberts, he says, was because |
Roberts had “squealed” on the bunch,
Roberts had proved by three witnesses
that he had been at home :ll that
evening, and when Buck learned this
he decided to tell the truth
that while Ticknor fired several shots,
he does not believe that any of them|
took effect and the fact tha: the bul-
lots that killed the officers were all|
of the size fired by Buck’s gun, goes!
to prove that this is the case. !

Dying Statement Fcom Gowin.

Mr. Gowin remained conscious up to|
the very end and he made a dying!
statement before State's Attorney
Herigstad, giving him much valu:ble
information concerning the affair, de-
spite the great pain he was soffcring
That Mr. Gowin remained perfecily|
cool thruout the fight, was demon-|
strated by the detailed aczount of the
affair which he gave to the State's
Attorney. He recalled every lictle in-|
cident and the conversation which had
