What Is UT 
A very severe, rapidly spreading 

infection, which usually attacks per­
fectly healthy individuals around the 
ages of 17 to 30. 

How Does it Affect One? 
In most cases the person is taken 

sick very suddenly; weakness, pain in 
the eyes, ears, head or back, or a gen­
eral soreness all over, sometimes 
there is dizziness, and vomiting. Fever 
very high, sore throat, cough, and 
jatient looks and is, very sick-
What is the Course of the Disease? 
Fever lasts one to three days, when 

the patient usually quickly recovers, 
but feels very weak. This is th$ crit­
ical period; patients should stay in­
side for at least two days more to 
avoid the pneumonia, which so fre­
quently complicates influenza. 

How Is It Spread? 
This disease is spread by direct con­

tact with an infected person, through 
handling towels, pieces of cloth, soil­
ed with excretions from the nose or 
mouth. Remember droplets are ex­
pelled from the mouth in talking aa 
far as three feet, and in coughing up 
to ten feet, so cover the mouth with 

handkerchief when coughing. 
What to Do When Taken Sick? 
Go home ! Go to bed! Call a doc­

tor! 
How to Take Care of the Sick? 

Go to bed, stay, in bed for several 
days. Have plenty of covers, fresh 
air, good food. Isolate ti e patient, 
have but one person wait on him. 
Have patient and nurse weir a mask 
of three layers of butter-cloth, made 
into a pad 8 in. by 6 in. with tape at 
the corners, sufficiently long to be tied 
behind the head; a piece of black 
thread placed in center will mark 
which side to keep out. 

How to Avoid the Disease? 
Keep away from public gatherings, 

wear warm clothing, avoid cougners 
and sneezers-

Owing to the nature of the disease, the 
funeral was attended by onljr the im­
mediate members of the family and a 
few of the closest friends. Rev: P. 
W. Erickson preached a comforting 
sermon. The remains were laid to j 
rest in Rose Hill cemetery-

Ralph entered the war service only 
two weeks before his death. He had 
been anxious to get into the service 
for some time and altho he was not 
feeling the best when he left Minot, 
he desired to enlist his services for 
democracy. 

The young man was born in Minot 
21 years ago last June and had 
spent his entire life in this vicinity. 
He was regarded as one of the coun­
ty's very best young men and his fu­
ture was bright. 

He is survived ty his parents, one 
brother, Stephen, and five sisters, Ra­
chel, Ida, Elizabeth, Dorcas and Ar­
abella. He was a nephew of J. D. Van 
Fleet of this city. A host of friends 
extend sympathy to the members of 
the family.
