“ONCE OVER” IS GIVEN
FOUR NORTH DAKOTA CITIES
BY STATE MILL SYSTEM MAN

Leuchr, of the Mill and Elevator As-
sociation, Makes Tour of Inspec-
tion and Appraises Property.

The North Dakota Mill and Eleva-
tor association, the agency by which
the Nonpartisan league expects to
place into operation its scheme of
state-owned terminal fain elevators
and flour ntills, has made appraisals of
milling properties at Minot, Drake,
Oakes and Fairmount, and will short-
ly ‘make report of such appraisals to
the state industrial commission.

A. W. Leuchr of Fargo, secretary
of the association, made the inspec-
tion trip to the four cities, and stated

today that the work so far conducted!

by himself and J. A. McGovern, man-
ager of the association, has been pure-

lv of a preliminary nature, with a view

to the purchase by the state of prop-
erties with which to begin the state
system.

For the purpose of establishing the
svstem, the state legislature has auth-
orized a bond issue of $5,000,000, in
addition to which there will be avail-
able such other credits as will be giv-
en by the Bank of North Dakota, the
financial agency that has been created
for the purpose of financing the in-
dustrial scheme.

No definite policy with respect to
the establishment of the terminal ele-
vator and milling system has been
adopted, so far as the public is aware,
by the state industrial commission,
but it is understood that in some quar-
ters a scheme is favored under which
a terminal elevator and flour mill
would be established convenient to

each of the four corners of the stae,'

such mill to supply that immediate
territory. In addition it is proposed
to build a central terminal market,
which will be the biggest elevator and
miling center, and through which will
be cleared the excess products of the
sectional mills.

Of course, this is all purely prelim-
inary, and may not be governing when
the industrial commission finally elects
to make public its policy.

Ruth Erickson Arrested, Admits Cauwing |
Several Hundred Thousand Dollars |
Damage — Was Just “Full of |
the Dickens” She Says. |

Grand Forks, N. D. July 30.--Miss
Ruth Erickson, in jail since last Satur- |
day, confessed today that she was the|
author of a long series of fires that have
baffled officials of Grand Forks and Bast |
Grand Forks, and which caused losses |
aggregati several hundred thousand
dollars, in®uding the destruction of the |
high school and the city hall in East|

Grand Forks.

Persistent sending in of false fire
alarms, the most recent of which was
turned in over the telephone from a|
north side residence. led to the girl's|
arrest, The firing of furniture in the |
Dr. F.  F. Fletcher office in the First|
National Bank building was another in-|
cident that led to her undoing. |

Three years ago Miss Erickson was|
committed to the asylum for the insane |
as the author of a series of startling|
episodes in the district north of :hc?
city, adjacent to her home, where tele-!
phone poles were cut down, barns burn-|
ed and other depredations committeed. |

Today the girl, who stoutly maintain-
ed at'the time of her previous arrest|
and during her period of detention at
the asylum at Jamestown that she was
innocent of wrong doing, confessed not
only being responsible .for the long ser-
ies of fires that has occurred in the last
few months, but she admitted also that
she had been responsible for the depre-
dations previously charged to her.

“Just full of the dickens'" is the only
explanation the girl has given for her
remarkable career of crime as laid bare
by her remarkable confession before the
county insanity commission, which has
been probing her case since last Sat-
urday.

Up to this noon the girl had admitted
responsibility for the following:

Destruction of the East Grand Forks
high school, causing loss of about $120,-
000,
Destruction of the city hall in East
(‘.orsmd Forks, causing loss of about $40,-

Destruction of the Smith & Sinclair
livery barn in Grand Forks, causing loss
of $20,000.
