Anxious Crows Await the Figures 
on President. 

. By special arrangement with the tel­
egraph company, Lynch & Gorman, 
proprietors of the Enterprise, and Ben­
ham A Stewart, mine hosts ofthe Hotel 
Benham, were enabled to give an 
anxiouB community the election returns 
bom the east quite as Boon as the 
figures were known in Chicago, New 
York and other large cities, and the 
people of Denis Lake were favored 
with earlier reports than were the deni­
zens of Iowa or Nebraska. Uessrs. 
Kelly and Hills staid by the 'key ap to 
a late hour last night, and the local 
politician went to bed at a later hour 
refreshed or depressed, according to 
political conviction, with the essence of 
the news from New York as quick as 
the wires would carry it from that city 
to this. 

Since the polls closed Tuesday up to 
the present time the hours of sleep have 
been greatly reduced, and men have 
survived the loss of rest by feeding upon 
ice water and the excitement resulting 
from a contest that promises no parallel 
in political annals.
