
WANT SYSTEM PUT IN 
CONGRESSMEN FROM NORTH DA­

KOTA AMD MINNESOTA HAVE 

IDEAS FOB RESERVOIBS. 

Washington, D. C., Jan. 30.—Repre­
sentatives Hanna and Steenerson of 
North Dakota and Minnesota respec­
tively, today appeared before the 
board of engineers for rivers and har­
bors in support of a reservoir system 
for the headwaters of the Red River 
of the North in Minnesota and North 
Dakota ,a survey for which was au­
thorized in the lqst rivers and harbors 
act. 

The preliminary report of the chief 
engineers was unfavorable to the es­
tablishment of the reservoirs, although 
it recognized the high' merits of the 
reservoir at Red Lake. It is also consid-
red the proposition of a reservoir at 
Lake Traverse and Otter Tail lake, 
but finally ignored any proposition for 
reservoirs in North Dakota. Steener­
son and Hanna called the attention of 
the board to the fact that the Cheyenne 
river in North Dakota drains a very 
large area and has an important in­
fluence upon the Red river at certain 
seasons of the year and that there are 
splendid opportunities for reservoirs in 
the valley of this river, also that the 
head waters of the Wild Rice river, in­
cluding Wild Rice lake, offer a splen­
did opportunity for reservoirs. 

It is also argued that with modern 
gasoline power boats the draft of river 
craft has been reduced so that boats 
of considerable capacity for freight can 
be used that only draw two feet of 
water, and that with the reservoir sys­
tem this stage of water could be eas­
ily maintained at all seasons of the 
year from Fargo to the International 
boundary line and probably also from 
Breckenridge. A re-examination of the 
whole subject is expected. , 

HANSBBOTJGH ON RECIPROCITY 

Former Senator Hansbrough Says An 
Agreement With Canada Will Not 

Be Batifled. 

Minneapolis, Jan. 20.—The proposed 
reciprocity pact with Canada will 
never be ratified by congress, but it 
will have the good effect of driving the 
warring factions of the republican 
party together, according to Henry C. 
Hansbrough, former senator from 
North Dakota, at the West hotel last 
night. 

Regarding the proposed agreement, 
Mr. Hansbrough said: 
"I have the same opinion of it that 

I had concerning the decision of thede-
partment of justice and the supporting 
order of the treasury department six 
years ago when the drawback clause of 
the tariff law was construed so as to 
permit the free importation of wheat 
from Canada in the interest of flour 
manufacturers in this country. It is 
hardly necessary to add that this pol­
icy would be at the expense of thedo-
mestic wheat grower. 

"This so-called reciprocity arrange­
ment, which covers, many articles now 
protected or partially so against for­
eign competition is open to the same 
objections that I took occasion to make 
against Secretary Shaw's free wheat 
order. It surprises me that President 
Taft shou d have permitted himself to 
have been drawn into making the same 
mistake made then.

The "Boy Scout" movement origi­
nated at Malfeking in Africa about 
11)00, during the Boer war. The men 
were all needed on the firing line so 
fcoys werayorganized, put into uniform 
land drlQij). They carried messages 
'land in mffDy Ways ^igted .the. Britislt 
Scouts. General Robert Baden-Powell 
introduced the movement into England, 
the object being to seize the boy's 
character in its red hot stage of enthus­
iasm and to weld it into the right 

'shape and epcourage and develop its 
individuality so that tho boy may be 
come a good man and a valuable citi-
scn to our country. 

Scouting is' intended to help the boys 
to be upright, honorable, chivalrous, 
patriotic, kindly, resourceful and use 
t'ul. 

In England there are 400,000 Boy 
Scouts. The movement spread rapidly 
to Australia, Nek Zeland, Sounth Af­
rica, Germany, Russia, France, Den­
m a r k ,  N o r w a y ,  S e r v i a n  A u s t r i a ,  At

gather together and write upon slips 
of paper the names of an equal number 
of young men and women of taeir ac­
quaintance. All would then be thrown 
nto one receptacle, and they would 

then be drawn lottery-wise, care being 
taken that each should draw the nama 
of a member of the opposite sex. The 
person thus drawn became one's valen 
tine. These imaginary- engagements, 
as one might suppose, often led to real 
ones; mainly for the reason that tho 
one necessary consequence of t&e suc-
tom was that for a year, the bachelor 
was bound to the service of hi* valen­
tine, something after the fashion in 
which a knight of medieval romance 
was bonud to his lady-love. The con­
nection of the custom with St. Valen­
tine's day was purely accidental. 

Such thon "was the original custom 
of the day. Since that time the 
changes have been rapid and a few 
years ago the custom had degenerated 
into a practice of sending what were 
named "comic" valentines, that were 
in reality (merely coarse caricatures 
of supposed faults. This practice has 
been losing ground and now the valen­
tine sent is ordinarily chosen for its 
beauty and sentiment.

"It was certainly a hard week on 
me aud my assistants," said Sales 
Manager Benson of tho Cadillac Com­
pany at the close af the New York 
auto show last week.

of selling cars, but just so we would 
not be conspicuous by our absence. 
During the week we were put to the 
painful necessity of refusng orders for 
at least 2,000 cars, which orders were 
tendered us by new dealers and old 
ones who were begging to increase 
their allotments.
