TEN RULES FOB THE SHOW WIN­
DOW DECORATOR. 

1. In window dressing, as in ad­
vertising, concentration is one of the 
cardinal principles. Do not divide at­
tention . 

2. In dressing a window, as in writ­
ing'an advertisement symmetry is. an 
absoulute requisite. A good show win­
dow must "balance." 

3 . An effective window, like an ef­
fective advertisement, must not be 
overcrowded. 
4. It does not .pay as a rule to fea-

ure but merchandise of quality. In­
terior merchandise can not be effect­
ively presented and drives away the 
ver-growing class that demands mer­

chandise that satisfies. 
5. One window can have but one 

decorative idea, and it must be carried 
out thoroughly . 

6. The background is all-important. 
Like the color scheme, it must have 
character and must contrast. 

7. The color scheme should be har­
monious throughout, but contrasts are 
ffective. 

Price tickets are absolutely nec­
essary, and they must be neat and of 
cod proportion. 
9. The news of the day should be 

reflected in the show windows as well 
as in the advertisement. 

10. It pays better to put in the 
show window what peope want, rather 
than what you want to sell. 

11. Show windows should be chang­
ed weekly. The life of a window dis­
play is practically one observation, 
therefore if it remains intact after 
most of the qublic has seen it, its use 
fulness is destroyed.—National Hard­
ware Bulletin.

DIET OF HARDWARE. 
New York, Feb. 5.—The ancient rule 

that "what's one man's meat is an­
other man's hardware," has just been 
re-established more firmly than ever, 
and by no less an authority than the 
Journal of the American Medical asso­
ciation . 

In the current number ofthepublica' 
tions Doctors Vandivert and Mills of 
the Missouri state insane hospital at 
ht. Joseph report the case of Sallie L., 
a mulatto, whose appetite for nails, 
bolts ,tacks, mowing and reaping ma­
chines, and all manner of hardware, 
resulting in her death at that institu­
tion recently. One of the peculiar fea­
tures about the case is that lier depre­
dations extended over seven years. 

The case of the -woman puzzled the 
physicians and her actions became 
more unaccountable as the end drew 
near. She seemed to thrive, although 
partaking only slightly of the hospi­
tal fare, and on her death the physi­
cians decided upon. an autopsy tg m, 
lieve their professional curiosity. " • 

In her stomach they found 1,440 
seperate articles of hardware and 
things intended for household use, 
which would have been of much great­
er value somewhere else. These includ­
ed 453 nails of air sizes, 42 Bcrews, 0 
bolts, 105 safety pins,' 115 hairpins, 136 
common pins and a quantity of tablt 
utensils, grape seeds and the like. 

In spite of this the woman was able 
to eat and digest a, considerable quan 
titv of ordinary food up to within two 
weeks of her death. 

Redmire's Suction Tore the Leather 
Gaiters Off a Man's Legs. 

Readers of "Lorna Doone" can never 
forget the terrible drowning of Carver 
in the bog. That death trap Is still to 
be seen in the Exrnoor country, and 
not long ago a valuable hunting horse 
was engulfed in the mire, and his rider 
barely escaped with his life. S. Bar­
ing-Gould. who had a narrow escape 
from a similar bog, tells of it in his 1 
"Book of the West." The author was 
with an official from tbe ordnance sur­
vey, who was correcting the map of 
the country: 

"In the dusk we lost our way and got 
Into Redmlre. It was winter, the bog 
was unusually wet, and we could 
scarcely trip from one stone to an­
other. Six bullocks had been lost In 
that very spot during the year. 

"All at once I sank above my waist 
and was rapidly being sucked in far­
ther. I called to my companion, but in 
the dark he could not see me. The 
water reached to my armpits. Hap­
pily I had with me a stout bamboo six 
feet long. I placed it athwart the sur­
face and held my arms as far extend­
ed as possible. By quickly jerking my 
body I gradually lifted it, and then I 
threw myself forward as far as I 
could. Finally I managed to cast my­
self full length on the surface. Tbe 
suction was so great that it tore the 
leather gaiters off my legs. 

"For a quarter of an hour I lay 
stretched out, gasping, before I got 
breath enough to worm myself along 
to dry aoll."
