Curtis," was the decision given 
by A. B. Jackson, Jr., vice president 
of the Bovey Shute lumber company, 
when asked regarding the article which 
appeared in a recent issue of the Min­
neapolis Journal. "I know that every 
foot of the available timber land in 
this country has been investigated by 
the concerns who are interested in the 
wood pulp propositions and had there 
been any land that was at all available 
it would have been snapped up. That 
there is land in Canada that is cover­
ed with timber is undisputable but that 
it is so far from commercial centers to 
be impracticable for use at present is 
equally beyond dispute. The land in 
question is too far from the mills to 
be of any commercial value for the 
present, or they would have been utiliz­
ed long ago. If there was any merit to 
the claims advanced by Mr. Curtis 
these lands would have been exploited 
and developed long ago, but the fact 
that they have not is ample evidence 
that the lands in question are in the 
same class as those in Alaska and oth­
er countries too remote to be of use 
to the manufacturers."
