lished at Springfield, Ohio, appears a

very intcresting article about immi-

| grants, in which the definite predlc-'
(tion is made that after the present |
war immigration to this country will |
gl eatly increase. The article includes
i stories of remarkable immigrant
farmers, now in this country, and it
also includes many highly interesting
| facts about immigrants. For example
| in the three states—Wisconsin, Minne_
{sota, and North Dakota—188,000
| farms out of 407,000 farms are owned
| operated, or managed by foreign-born
{ whites. Of these foreigners none are
I more prosperous than the Norwegians.

{In North Dakota alone, Norwegians
own 8,000,000 acres of land, valued
for taxation at $275,000,000. Follow-
ing is an extract taken from the arti-
cle.

“Here in the United States a great-
er proportion of foreign-born farmers
own their farms homes than do native
born farmers. At the time of the last
census 81 out of every 100 immigrans
farmers owned their places, while only
66 out of every 100 native-born farm-
ers owned theirs.

“When the men who are now fight-
ing in Europe lay down their arms,
it will be natural for them, gathering
the remnant of their families about
them, to take the pittance left from
their service pay and turn their faces
westward to the land of promise,
where wars are few, where compul-
sory military service is unknown, and
every man ig as good as his meighbor,
and has a chance to get ahead in the
world.”
