PARIS ANd BERLIN.

Both Know What It Is to Seo Forelgn
Armies Within Their Gates.

Paris has had severe experiences in
the way of surrenders to invading
armies. On March 81, 1814, the allled
armies that had hemmed in Napoleon
entered the French capital and oc-
cupled it with a force of 230,000 troops.
After Napoleon's escape from Elba and
his defeat at Waterloo the armies of
the allies again entered Paris July 7,
1815. Thus the great city had to sur-
render to Its enemies twice wijthin
sixteen months, Fifty-five years later
—Jan. 28, 1871—the city surrendered
agaln, this time to the victors in the
Franco-German war, after a brisk bom-
bardment.

Berlin has seen foreign troops enter
its gates no fewer than three times in
the last 200 years. The first time,
curlously enough, the conquerors were
Austrian troops under General Had-
dick, who entered Berlin in 1757, when
Frederick the Great was engaged in
fighting the French on the Rhine. Dur-
Ing their stay the Austrians imposed a
fine of £30,000 on the city, as well as
commandeering a huge quantity of pro-
visions and equipment for their troops.

It was only just over three years
later when both the Russian and Aus-
trian troops, then allies of one another,
entered Berlin. This time the city was
fined £300,000.

_ The time that will be best remem-

bered, however, was the entry of Na-

poleon into Berlin after the victory of

Jena. Napoleon inflicted a very heavy

fine on the Germans and forced them

to feed his troops.—London Tit-Bits.

There Is No Connection Between Gun
fire and Rainstorms.

Bo far as the records are available, '

the rain accompanying or immediately
following great battles is not unlike
that which mizght have been expected
in the course of natural events, says a
writer in the Popular Science Monthly.,
Bearing in mind tbe fact, already stat-
ed, that throughout large areas rain
occurs on an averaze once in three or
four days and also the subjective fact
that raln associated with July 4 cele-
brations or with battles would doubt-
less not have been remembered had it
not been for such assoclations, the hy-
pothesis nppears to have no foundation,

In 1892 the United States government
disproved the idea by experiments in
which violent explosions of dynamite
were produced within clouds by means
of kites and balloons, with no rain fol-
lowing as a direct or even as an indi-
rect result. The practice, still followed
in varlous European countries, of at-
tempting to prevent hail by bombard-
ing approaching clouds or of projecting
vortex rings of smoke upward also is
without scientific basls. The relatively
feeble convectional currents resulting
from these artificlal attempts to in-
fluence the weather are too meager
to have any appreciable effect upon
the massive convection accompanying
storms and are wholly inadequate to
nfluence precipitation.
