“The other' type is a soclety of free
nations, or an' assoclation of free na-
tions, or a league of free nations, an)-
mated by copnsiderations of right and
Justice, instead of might and _self-
Interest, and not merely proclaimed sn
agency in pursult of peace, but so or-
-.ganized and so participated .in as to
make the actual attainment of peace a
reasonable possibllity. Such an assocl-
ation I favor with all my heart, and §
would make no fine distinction as
to whom credit Ia due.

“This Is proposing no new thing,
This country is already a member of
such ‘a soclety—The Hague tribunal,

is still functidning, and within a few
weeks will resume its committee ses-
slons under the chairmanship of an
American representative.

“In that body we have the frame-
work of a really effective instrumen-
tality of enduring peace, The fact
that the tribunal did not prevent the
-great war is, of course, manifest, but
the cause of the fallure is no less ap-
parent. Germany, already secretly de-
termined upon a ruthless invasion, was
able to prevent the adoption of meas-
nres which might have proved effec-
tual. The condition now {s wholly dif-
ferent.. Not only Germany; but the
entire world has profited to the extent
of an awful object lession, the impres-
slon of which cannot be erased from
the human mind fof generations to
eome, The ‘horrors of war and the
eagerness for peace haye become uni-
versal. What once seemed at The
Hague to be & mgre academic discus-
sion has become a_positive, outstand-
ing need of taclng terrltylng actuall-
tles. This makes vastly easier the task
of so strengthening The Hague tribu-
nal as to render Its Iust decrees elther
acceptable of enforceable.
