New York dispatches have copious detailg
of the ceremonies and display attending the
gormal opening of the great bridgespaaning
the ea:t river between New York and
Brooklyn. From the towers o the great
bridge national flags waved: and the span
across the river was dotted with flags from
one end to the other. From carly morntag
crowds began to gather at the end wherethe

speechmaking was to take place. In
the hibor flags few from aJl ship-
ping. The war vessels Tennessoee,

Vandalia, Kearsarge and Yantic lay in a
row off Governor's island, flying the nation-
el colors. 'The navy yards and all ships
al ng the New York and Brooklyn water
front were decked wi h bunting. In New
York business was suspended. Most ofthe
exchanges closed at noon and many busi-
ness places suspencled work for th: atter-
noon. Flags flew from the municipal and
other buildings in the City Hall park, from
business blaces along Broadway and other:
streets, and from many private residences.
Houses along the route of the proces:ion
ware decked with colors.

The Seventh regiment, N. G. 8. N, Y.,
Col. Emmons Clark commanding. detailed
as a military escort for the occasien, as-
sembled at the arwory in fuall uniform, A
guard of twenty was detailed to march on
either side of the president's carriage. The
covmand marched down Park and Fifth
Avenues to the Fifth Avenue ‘:otel, the
Presidenv.'s quarters; where it was drawn up.
The sidewalks along the ro.ie were lined
with peoole. On Madison square it was es-
timated 10,000 people were gathered.

The president and guests occupied car-
riages which were drawn up in line on the
south side of the hotel. In the first carriage
sat President Arthur and Mayor Edsan, and
in the other carriages, Secretaries Ireliug-
huysen and Folger, Yostmaster General
Gresham, Secretary Chandler, Attorney
General Brewster, etc. The procession
marched down Fifth Avenue to the City
Hall park, where members of the common
council received the president and eabinet,
The entire line of tue procession to the city
hall was a continuous ovution to President
Athur and the distinguish men in histrain.
Contining in their route 10 the bridge two
by two, preceded by the military, the dis-
tinguished party moved slowly over the
bridge, Maj. Jewell seeing that they did not
keep step.

On account of the great crowd, much
ditliculty was experienced by 'the mayors
and oflicials in obtaining });\ssage way to
the platform. At the conclusion of a pray-
er by Bishop Littlejohn, J. S, F. Stranalinu,
who presided, successively introduced the
acting presidents of the board of wusters,

who formally presented the bridgs to the |

people of New York and Brooklyn, throuzh
their respective mayors, and each wade a
speech of'acceptance. Congressinan Hewitt
also made an address and Rev. Dr. Storrs
delivered an oration. Levy gave, on his
cornet, The Star Spangled Banner, inil
Columbia and Yankee Doodle. After the
closing exercises on the bridge the presi-
dent and party drove to the house of Chief
Engineer Roebling in Brooklyn and paid
their respects to the great, but enteebled en-
gineer. g

After dinner the president, governors and
mayors were driven to the river, and step-
ping aboard a boat in waiting, steamed out
into midstream, whence they obtained a de-
lightful view of the bridge and the towers
illuminated by the tall lamps of the United
States Blectric Light company. The spec-
tacle attracted seemingly even more atten-
tion than the day dlsplay. The exhibition
ot fireworks from 8 to 9 o’clock was fiue.

During the period of the illumination of
the bridge Kust river was crowded with
every species of cratt, making neessary the
stoppage of ferry houts and making a terri-
ble crush of people when traffic and travel
wes resuwei. The people of both cities,
with tens of thousands from abroad made a
hollidayt the attiir aad  seemed to enjoy
it very much.

Lorne's Farewell to the Domnion

The Kremlin Resounding With Cere-
monial Din nnd Filled With
Dazzling Splendor.

Moscow, May 27.—At 7 o'clock this mora-
ing the inapguration of tho magoificont cere-
monies attondant upon the coronation of the
omperor and empross of Russia was announced
by the ringing of a hundred bells, and by the
thunder of artillery. Even at that early hour
the streets were thronged with pe:plo, visitors
from abroad and from other parts of tho em-
pire crowding the residents, and all striving to
securo eligible places from which to view the
procession and such portions of the ceremony
itsolf as those not particularly favored might
be ablo to witness, During tho entire night, in
fact, there was unusual activity in the streots,
for not only were peoplo there whose anxiety
concerning and interest in the coronation kept
them awake, but strong guards of soldiera
putrolled all partsof tho city, giving the streots
a very martial appearance. Great bodies of
soldiers shortly before 6 o'clock were stationed
along tho route of the procossion, four miles in
length, and ocoupiod the streets on either side,
keeping people on tho walk. All unreserved
spaces in the streets were speedily filled by
eagor sight-seers, while tho windows, door-
ways and housotops wero let out at fabulous
prices te visitors.

AT THE CATHEDRAL.

Thoso dignitaries of ths roalm who wero to
tako part in the actual coremony of the corona-
tion assembled according to programme at the
Cathedral of the Holy Assumption, within the
walls of the Kremlie. These function-
aries entered the magnificent building
at just 7:30 a m. At 8 o'clock thore
followed, in order, the princes of foreign gov-
ernments, nobility of Russia and other states of
Europe, aund special and regular ambaseadors
of foreign countries rosiding in Russia. The
utmost care was exercised to prevent admis-
sion of any unauthorized or improper persous,
each one a8 he appeared at the entrance beivg
required to exhibit a carefully prepared ticket
which was subjected to the closest scrutny.
T'his form was observed both at the gate of the
Kremlin and at thedoors of the cathedral. At
the request of Gen. Yon Bochweinitz, ambas-
sador from Germany, eighty membors, com-
prising the diplomatic corps, assembled at his
mansion and were conveyed thence to the
Kremlin. The remainder of the diplomatio
body, consisting of atlaches of the
various legations, were assigned to
positions in the fribuno just outside
the ‘cathedral proper. When the white
walls of that wondrous place closed on all of
tho crowd that could be aumitted, a choir of
boys chanted aTe¢ Deum, and amidst pro-
found silenca outside the church, as well as in
it, the clergy, accompanied by acolytes bearing
0108803 and ewers of holy water, procecdod
to recoive the czarwitz. This scion of roy-
alty, who was in the midst of a brilliaut cor-

tege, took a place at the right hand of the
throne. When

it was made known to those inside the cathe-
dral by renewed ringing of bells, by sonorous
music from scores of bunds and the shouts of
those outside. As tho royal pair appearcd at
the doors of the palace the immense muititnde
immediately uncovered their heads and
burst into Joud acclamations. Even wom-
en wore bonnot-bare, and the enthusiasm
wa3 unaffected. At the head of the roya! pro-
cession was tho mastor of ceremonies, flanked
by heralds riebly clad and mouuted upon pure
white horses. It was of immouse length, and
comprised depulties from the Asiatic states of
the empire, students of the university, clergy,
judges, nobility and prefects from cvery sec-
tion of the empire. When its front rank
renched the doors of the palace, it was m.t by
the emperor, wearing the white uniform of a
colonel of the imperial guards, aud by the
empress, dressed in a Russian natioial cos-
tume of black velvet, richly émbroidered with
diamonds, and girdled with a mugnificent belt of
gems, The empross leanod on the arm of her
royal consort. ‘I'he pair placed themselves be-
neath a canopy, richly wronghtin vilk and gold,
and borne by thirty-two generals of high mili-
tary rank. They tbhen took their places near
the head of the procession, being directly after
the regalia. At this moment the entire body
of clergy emorged from the cathedral in order
to meet the regalia, which they publicly
sprinkled with holy water and perfumed with
incense. Upon entering tho portals of the
cathedral the emporor and empress wero re-
ceived by the metropolitan of Moscow. The
metropolitans of Novgorod and Kieff presented
them the cross to be kissed, and sprinkled
with holy water, first the emperor, theu the
empress, beforo the sacred images which
flauked the doors of tho cathedral. They
kncelt and bowed their heads, after which they
were conducted to ancient thrones of ivory and
silver. Alexander occupied the

while the empress was seated in an arm chair
gilded and encrnsted with jewels, 71he throuee
were placed upon a dais ereccted bstweon the
middle columus of the cathedral. Over tho
ais was a canopy of scarlet velvet, suspunded
(rom the arched roof,embroidered with gold and
lined with silver brocade, which was worked
with the arms of Ruasin and all her depen-
doncies 1n most iugenious mauner. In front of
the thrones were two tables covered with go!d
cloth, upon which were placed the crowns
and scepter, None but foreign princes wern
accommodated with seats. The Russian princes
and dignitaries stood during the entire cere-
mony, according to the cusiom of tne ureeh
church. The dignilaries ol the realm, who
woro carrying tho standards and seals of the
empire, took their stand upon the steps of tho
dais. After their majesties had beon stated
the metropolitan of Novgored asked the em-
peror in o loud and distinet voice: **Are viou

& true believer?” The emneror, falling on his
kuees, read in reply, in a cloar voice, the 1o i's
Prayer and the Apaostles’ Creed of the i vk
church. The metropolitan, responding, **iLiy
tho grace of the Holy Ghost remwin with thee™

descended from the dais.  ‘T'ho rollowing cas-
tomary summons was then thrae times repeat-
ed by the bizhop:

ALEXANDER'S TITLES.

If there be any of you here present knowing any

After reading selections from the Gospo!, the
metropolitans of Novogorod and Kieff again us-
condeR the dais and invested the omperor with
the imperinl mantle of ermine, the metropoli-
tan of Moscow saying at tho same time: *‘Cover
and protect thy people as this robe protects
thes.” Tho emperor responded: “I will, 1
will, I will, God belping.” Thomstropolitan of
Novogorod, crossing his bands upon the head
of the emperor, thon invoked the benediction
of the Almighty God upon bim and his reign,
and delivered to Alexander 1IL

THE CROWN OF RUSBIA,

who placed it upon his own lead, and
as«uming the specter and the orb
took his seat upon the thrupe. Ho then
roturncgl the msigns of his titlo to the digni
aries appointed to rocoivo them, and called the
empross, who knolt beforo him. Ho tonched
her head ligghtly with ths erown of the emperor,
aud thonformally crowned her with hor own
crown. Thoe expression and attitnde of tho
emuoress, as sho knelt, was ono of symputhy
with her royal husband, and touched deeply
tho audionce.

‘Tho czar preserved throughout the grave
and decorous digoity aud nobleness of do-
moanor which haa provoked the admirvation of
all.  After tho empress had beon duly invested
with the imperisl mantle, and their majesties
were both seated again on their thrones, the
archdeacon intoned tho imporial titicsa and

ror, 'I'ho bishop of Moscow said aloud, in

vhialf of the nation, a fervent prayer fo‘r the
happiness of their majesties. Shouts of “Lo
live the emporor” then rent the cathedral, an
wore taken by the thousanda outside and car-
ried from mouth to moath until that part ot
the multitude who wore unable to got iuside
evon tho ample acreags of tho Kremlin
cangbt up. tho sound aud waved thoir huge
volume of human congratulation to tho re.
motent parts of tho city, when it was spuoodily
made known to all the world that another ozar
of the Russias had boen crowned.

Tho Cathodral cholr thon sang the Te Deum
after which the emperor ungiried his eword,
and, accompanied by the empress and numer-
ous diguitaries, proceeded to tho gato of the
Sunitary. Thero tho motropolitan of Novgorod
anointed the cmperor’s forchead, oyelids, nos-
trils, lips, cars, broast and hangs, at tho same
exclaiming: “Behold the seal of thp Holy
Ghost; may it keop thee over holy.” The om-
press was anointod oaly on the-forehead
Both partook of sacrament, and then
eft the Cathedral, wearing their
crowns and mantels, tho cmperor also
boaring tho scoptor and orb. After praving in
the Cathedral of Michaol the Archaugel, their
majestios returned to tho palace, escorted by &
proceasion which presented an even more
splendid sight than that which escorted thom
to tho Cathedral, being now augmented by

orgeous state-carriuges of tho imverial fam-
fl . Banners waved from all Pomts in the
remlin and the wholo route of the procession
fairly glowed with bright draperies and hang-
ings. Tho emperor ro-entered the

alace by
the colebrated red etaircase, whenco laws were
anciently Eromulgalod. Thero he turned and

saluted the people, who immediately uncov-
ered thoir hends, cheering enthusiastically and
blessing the czar.

The iE:nperinl banquet bogan at 3:30 p. m.,
in tho hall called Granovitatia Palata. Thie
hall was specially restored for the occasion
and was sp. endld{y decorated with oloth o
gold. The empecror and envpress, wearing
thoir crowns, sat at aeparate tables, or thrones,
of unequal heighth, Their majesties were
served by distinguished nobies, g.cting as
cup bearers, carvers, etc. Tho ﬁrs:
toast was, ‘“His majesty, tha emperor,
which was followed by a salute of
sixty-one guns; next was ‘“‘Her majesty, the
empress,” followed by fifty-one guns; tho
third was “The imperial houscho!d,” followod
by thirty-one guns; aud the fourth was ‘The
clergy and all faithful subjects,” followed by
twonty-one guns. The foreign princes and
diplomatists present stood during the first
courso, and afterward, in accordance with the
ancient custom, withdrew fo a separale repast.
The weather was fine throughout the day and
everything paesed off sucoeaalullg: Silver
tokens fn memory of tho day wore distributed
in twenty Moscow churches to-night.

Before their majesties left tho place, the
routs to tho cathedral was sprinkled with holy
water. Heavy rain fell beforo their majost:es
started, but just as thoy took their places
under & canopy the sud® shone brilliantly. In
the cathedral it was noticed when the czar
knelt alone to utter the prayerof iutercession;
his eyes filled with tears and he sobbed
Mounted Coseacks patrolled every street. Troops
lined the route, and tho procession remained
bareheaded, the wholo morning. Those unable
to obtain admission to the kremlin remained
outside on their knees close to the walls dur-
ing the bost part of the day praying for the
czar. A correspondent who has witnessed the
greatest pageants of the last thi_rly- five years,
savs the epectacle culminating in the advount
of their majesties, crownod and robed, was tho
most 1mposing and eplendid he ever beheld.

THE COST OF CORONATION
is estimated at £2,000,000, which will be cov-
cred by the issuo of treasnry bitls. Only thir-
teen newspaper correspondents wero allowed
inside the cathedral during the ceremony—six
Russian and seven forcign, the latter inclading
one English and one American correspoudent.
An academy professor and twelve Russian art-
ists were appoiuted to make a complote
album of the scenes of the cornation. Kremhin
square was 8o den¢oly packo:l it would have
been impossiblo for any miscreant o have ex-
tracted his arms should he have ivtended to
use thom against the czar. Tho czar's crown
dates from the period of Emperor Puul L, and
is valued at 5,000,000 roubies.
THE CZAR'S MANIFESTO

was issued this oveniog, sud is a document of
very considerablo lengin. Crowds besieged
the printing offico to obtain copies. A perusal
of it caus~d great rcjoicing. The eczar has ad-
dressed the following reseript to Degiors, min-
ister of foreign affairs:

The great power and glory acquired by Russia,
thanks to Divine providence, the extent of her em-
pire and her numerous population, leave no room
for any idea of further conquests, My solicitude
is exclusively devoted to the peaceablo develop-
ment of the country and its prosperity, to the
presorvation of friendly relations with foreign
powers, on the basis of existiug treaties, aud to the
maintenance of the diznity of the emvire. Having
found in your constant, zealous aud useful cola-
borator for the promotion of these views in the
direction of our international relations, I confer
you my order of 8t. Alexander's newski, in dia-
mouds, 18 a testimonial of my eratitu le.

The
emperor, mounted on horseback, then took
his position in the train. The procession
included representatives of the nobility,
marshals, troops, deputies of Asiatic tribes
masters of ceremonies, pham_herlnms, higﬂ
deputies of the court, bis majesty, the em-
press, generals, duchesses, ladies of honor,
maids, etc., forming one of the grandest
pageants to be seen on earth,

'he czar left Petmfskir palace at noon
and reached the Kremlin at 1:25 o'clock.
There was a slight fall of rain during the
march of the procession, but otherwise the
affair was a complete success, The enthus-
iasm of the people all along the route;was
unbounded.

The emperor wore the uniform of a gen-
era! and was mouuted on asplendid char-
ger. Herode alittle in advauce of the four
gencrals who were directly attending him,
He maintained a calm demeanor, although
he often smiled graciously in response to
the wild enthusiasm which greeted him at
every point. 2

The signal for starting the processions
was the firing of artiliery and ringing of the
bells of the cathedral of the Assuwmption.
On the emperer mounting other salutes
were fired,

After all the male members of the imper-
ial family, who were on horseback, came
the empress accompanied by the Grand
Duchess Xenia Alexandronia in the state
carriage drawn by eight horses, a4 groom
leading each horse, equerrios on either side
ofthe carriage, mountod pages and ;:rooms
following. T'hen came the state carriages,
the first containing the grand Duachesses
Marie Paulovana and Alexandra Joseph-
ana, the second the Grand Duchesses
Olga Feanornorna and Marie
Alexandrona and the Duchess of
Idinburgh; the third Grand Duchesy Vera-
constantinorns, the Duchess of Wurtem:
burg and Gravd Duchess Wurtemburg, and
Grand Duchess Catberine Michaelorna, the
fourth the Princess Marie of Baden, tne
Princess Eugenie of Oidensvurg and Grand
Duchess Helen of Wecklenburg, The Stre-
litz squadron of cuirasiers, regiwents of
guards, ladies of honor in carriages, a
squadron ot lancers of the guard mayor and
deputation of tradesmen joined the proces-
sion at the old triumphal arch.

The civil governor of Moscow, judges
and other city otlicers received the-emper-
or at the gate of the ressur.ection, where
his imperial majesty =nd the grand dukes
and empress alighted and knelt in prayer
before the picture of the virgin. The arch-
bishop ot Warsaw received iLheir majesties
at the steps of the cathedral of the Assump-
tion with the cross and holy water. At
this point the cheerinz of tue people was
perfectly deafening. The procession then
entered the Kremlin,

The emperor wore the broad blue ribbon
of the order of Bt. Andrews over bis uni-
form. The empress aud grand duchessess
wore the national Russian dress. After en-
tering the Kremlin court officials presented
their msjesties with bread and salt on plates
of silver and gold; when their majesties re-

Col. Mor-
row i8 not by any ieans the trst
victim. Members of the club are be-
lieved to have used their knowledge of
their superior’s shortcomings to attempt
the control of theiractions in important
matters of public duty, mainly in cases
where punishment for ‘offenses should have
been inflic'ed by those superiors in the ais-
charge ot their duty. Itis expected that
Col. Morrow’s case, which officials of high
rank supposed had been buried beyond dis-
covery, will bring out the more prominent
“features of the situation. This seems inev-
itable, because the officinl efforts to cover
the matter u!a have apparently very serious-
ly compromised a number of prominent
rsons.
