Comment on the star route verdict is still
rife in Washington.

It
appears from a poll of the jury but four of
them are republican and eight are dem-
ocrats, They areall considered honest men
by their neighbors, and incorraptible. The
real difficulty was in the indictment for
conspiracy. As was pointed out a
;m ago, before the first trial, a conviction

or conspiracy had never been oblained in
this district.

RAILROAD RUMBLINGS.
The officials of the Chicago, Milwaukee
& Bt. Paul road, having finished their an-
nual inspection of the road, have decided
to fill the gap between Mitchell and Aber-
deen, Dak. Work wiil be begun at once
and the seventy-five miles completed this
season. The road is already built north
from Mitchell to Letcher, a ce of fif-
miles, and south from Aberdeéen to
Ashton. . The route laid out lies six to ten

..xailes west of thie Jim " river; following -its

course closely. The ed-of plans ‘' of
building to Bismarck and west of Aberdeen
to the Missouri river, and west from How-
ard to the Missouri, and also rumored ex-
tensions in Wisconsin and Illinois, have not
been decided on.

JUSTICE INSUL TED.

The Star Route Jurors Come in
‘With the Surprising Verdict of Not
Guilty,

‘“You can ask the jury whether they have
any communication to maike to the court,”
said Judge Wylieto the crier when the crim-
inal court at Washingtan heanng the star
route case reassembled the 15th. Crier Don.
aldson soen returned with a message that
the jury desired to communicate with the
court. They filed into the court room, ap-
parently none the worse for their contine-
ment. When they wereseated Judge Wylie
said: ‘‘Gentlemen of the jury, the court has
sent for you for the purpose of inquiring
whether you have any communication to
make.” The foreman in reply stated that
the jw had agreed upon a verdict, and a
painfal silence jfell upon the court room,
only to be broken by wild shouts of ap-
plause, when in a clear-toned voice the fore-
man stated the verdict was ‘‘not guilty.”
Immediately the decorum of the ceurt of
justice was forgotton, and the cheers re-
sounded from all quarters of the crowded

room.

Judge Wylie sat dignified, but appuently
dazed by the announcement of the foreman,
since he made no effort to chec« the tumult
about him. For a few minutesthe noise was
80 great as to tender it impossible for any-
thing like orderly proceedings. Many of tae
adherents of the defense were greaent, and
the discharge of the jury was the signal of a
rush of congratulating spectators. . Dor-
sey, Mrs. Peck and the Misses Ricker, after
standing on chairs and screaming, laughing
and sobbing alternately, somehow got out
of the crowd and organized an impromtu
camp meeting in the nearest corridor. They
sang, cried, laughed like demented beings,

In the ante-rooms and halls the jury was
beset by a throng of interested ons,
prominent amongvl.hem being the defend-
ants and Mrs, 8. W. Dorsey and Mrs. Peck,
who thanked them for the verdict with tears
in their eyes. Asthe foreman reached the
sidewalk a large crowd assembled there burst
into tumultuous cheers, which were renewed
;s each juror made his way out of the court

ouse.

The crowd then poured pell-mell into
the street, still shouting, and ran across the
streer to ‘‘the hole in the wall.” Up stairs
sat Dorsey. Calling to the proprietor he
ordered free entertainment, solid and liquid,
and in a very short time a #cen: of enthusi-
asm and excitement followed.- Meanwhile
Mrs. Dorsey and two or three other ladies

ot up stairs, and having exhausted their

nng: fell to kissing. Ingersoll cried, Miner
sobbed, Vaile fairly blubﬁered, and taking
all in all a right round quantity of tears
was shed in and about the court house, In
the afternoon the defendants enjoyed an
ovation wherever they went.

There is'talk of pushing the other indict-
ments and bringing civil saits, but it will
probably amount to nothing. Dorsey talks
of suing allfthe newspapers that have called
him a thief. The press and the people gen-
erally accept the result asinevitable without
much indiguation or curiosity. A few re-
gard it as a vindication of the purity of the
star ronte martyrs. The general drift of
opinion, however, is that the administration
of justice in Washington is as roiten fas the
administration of the post office department
under Brady.

FRUITFUL INDIAN CAMPAIGN.

Gen. Crook Relates in a Modest Way
His Fight with and Oapture of 400
Hostile Apaches—The Apaches Now
Most Submissive in Disposition.

8ilver Creek. Ariz, twelve miles north o the
boundary, via Tombatone.—Loft here May 1 with
193 Apache scouts under Crawford. Got word to
Mackey with Chaffee's company of forty-two men,
Bixth cavalry, and rations for two months on
mules. Followed the hostile Chiracahuas. The
country is of indescribable roughness. A number
of mules lost their footing, stepping
from the trall, fell down the preci-
pices and were killed. The stronghold of the
Chiracahuas is the very heart of tho Sierra
Madres. The position is widely watered, with a
dense growth of timber, and plenty of grass
They had been camped near the head of the
Bavispe, occupying prominent elevated peaks,
affording a fine lookout for miles, rendering & shr-

Cap% Crawford, with the Indi scouts,

early on the morning of May 15 surprised
the village of the chief who led the recent raid
into Arizona and New Mexico. The fight lasted al
day and the village was wiped out. 'he damages
cannot bo estimated. Numbers of dead bodies
were found, but the indescribable roughness of the
country prevented a count being made. The entire
camp, with stock and everything belonging to it, was
raptured. Itis learded from prisoners taken that
the Chiracahuas were

UNANIMOUS FOR PEACE,
and dispatched two m s to try to reach San
Carlos. On the 17th they began to surrender. They
said their people were much frightened by our sud-
den appearance in their fastnesses and had scat-
tered like quail. They asked me to remain until
they could gather all-the bands together, when they
would go back to the reservation. By the terms of
tho treaty my operations were limited to the time
of the fight, Itold tke Chiliuahuas to gather up
their women and children without delay. They an-
swered they could not get them to respond to the
signals, the fogitives fearing they might bhe beset
by our Apache scouts and entrapped. They told us
thev had a white boy who was in a village
umped by our scouts. He had run off with sauaws
who escaped and who had not yet been heard from.
They assured me that every one of the band should
come in it I would remain ashorttjme. Ths terms
of tho treaty embarrassed me greatiy, and belog in
that rough region with rations rapidly disappearing,
there being between 300 atd 400 Chihushuas to
feed, I was compelled to return with the Chihua-
huas. We found six Mexican captives—five women
and one child—taken by the Chihuahuas early in
May. They are now with the command. These
women say they were captured unear the Mexican
Central railroad at & place called Carmen. They
‘turther state that when the Chihuahuas discovered
Apache scouts were in the county they

and abandoned on the trail 300 head of cattle
which were driven away from points in Western
Chihuahua, but afterward picked up and driven off
bya body of Mexicanse. We marched back as rap-
Idly as the condition of our stock and the st ronftb
of the women and children would permit. We
found the country depopulated for a distance of
100 miles from the Apache stronghold. The Chi-
hualiuas insist that they have always lived in the
Bierra Madres; that even when-the main body
weut on the reservation some remained on the
mountains. Of those who went out, there are a
number who state that they have never been on
a reservation. I have strong hopes of being able to
clean the mountains of the last. Of those now
with us are the chiefs Loco aud Nana, so often re-
ported killed by other prominent chiefs. We saw
no Mexican troops, and after leaving the settements
in Nosorira did not sce a Mexican other than cap-
tives rescued. I have such assuraunces from the In-
dians that the white boy will be brought back alive
that I am looking for him every moment, and will
inform you by courier.

CROOK'S NONCHALANCE.

As an “illustration of Crook’s modesty and
total absence of fues and feathers in his make
up, it may be stated that, althongh the tight
aud capture occurred the 17th of last month,
he leisurelly retreated his steps to Camp Sup-
vly, at Bilver Creek, not sending a courier
ahead to signal his movements, The firet in-
timation had of Crook’s return was the arrival
of a lieutenant at Col. Biddle's headquarters at
8 a. m. Sunday, with dispatches for Camp
Bowie, the nenrest army telegraph station.
Upon making inquiry for Gen. Crook, who
was suppssed to be a hundred miles distant
in the BSierra Madres, one can imagine the
surprise that awaited the camp when informed
that Crook was only two hours behind with the
captured Apaches. About 10 o'clock Gen
Crook rode in with his escori, and greetod
Col. Biddle with “A nice morning, Colonel,”
and straightway struck out for a washbasin,
which he had spied, and was eoon engaged in
gerformmg his ablutions, after which he threw

imself into a camp stool and engaged in con-
versation about his campaign in an off-hand
way a3 if hunting the cruelest and fiercest foe
on the continent in the wildest and most inac-
cesgible country to be found was a matter of
every-day ocourrence. A lieutenant, name un-
known, was the only person injured in Crook’s
command, and he but slightly.

John Bright on American Affairs,

Right Hon. John Bright delivered an ad-
dress at Bingley hall Birmingham, before
an audience of over 20,000 persons. More
than 150 addresses of congratulation from
various liberal associations were presented
him. Great enthusiasm prevailed. Mr.
Bright reviewed the events of the last fifty
years, and laid stress upon the enormous
acvantages conferred upon the country by
the repeal of the corn laws. Referring to
America, Rright said:

Permit me to address a word to the
artisian classes of the Umited States. I am
no enemy of the United States. I foueht
her battles in this country. [Cheers]. I sym-
pathise with her as much now as then, al-
most as much as if born upon her soil. 1
believe that the question inthe United
States between a protective and simply rev-
enue tariff is nearing its solution.” The
opinion is growing that irresistable econ-
omic facts are offeriug themselves for con-
sideration of statesmen. and every intelli-
gent man in the great republic. An extra-
ordinary condition of things exist there,
No country of any age ever experienced or
dreamed au actual surplus revenue of £30-
600 sterling. This fact is fatal to the high
protection party. The government does
not well know what to do with it.

After an eloquent allusion to the war
wbich abolished slavery, Mr. Bright said:
I believe that the nextelection for presi-
dent will be' fought, on trade lines. The
great people of the United BStates will de-
clare it to be the inalienable right of every
Americar citizen fo spend his money in
the world’s cheapest inarkets,

The gir! said in her complaint that soon
after shie entered Father McCarthy's service
he comiitted an assault upon her,"Nothing
improper occurred between them after that
till last Friday, when she went to Father Mc-
Carthy'’s  house and the priest made an in-
sulting proposition to her. She resented it,
but Father McCartby, she alleges, after a
long etruggle, assaulted herand afterward
locked her iuaroom. Thegirl swore that
she threatened to expose the priest, ani
that he replied, ‘“You had better not: you
will bring more trouble upon vourself than
you canbringiupon me.” Thegirl also alleges
that Fyther McCarthy attempted to assault
her last Monday. Bhe told her story to
Bishop Laughlin, and the latter remarking
that there had been too many complaints
of the kind against Father McCartby and
said that he would suspend him. The
priest was gent to jail and subsequently ad-
mitted to bail.
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General John B. Banborn, president of the
8t.

THE OITY'S GROWTH.

The past year has been one of unusual growth,
prosperity and development in all parts of the
country, Iun this city the hopes of the moat san-
guine have been more than realized. Our popula-
tion has reached a number between 90,000 and
100,000, estimated from all data at our command.
The enroliment of the children for our school
which, in 1880, when by the federal census we ha

3,000 people, was 4,338, now reaches 8,750,
The number of employes »‘u our manufacturing
establishmonts was in 1880, 6,020; the number
now employed is 12,267, "l‘ho number of em-
ployes in the wholesale trude in 1880 did nol
exceed 2,000, whilo in 1882 tho number was 4,684,
and now exceeds 5,000. The assossed valuation of
property in the city, which in 1880 was, for per-
sonal property, $8,827,753, and real estato $21,-
040,634, and in 1882 was, for personal property,
$10,040,538, and real estate $30,454,499, hat
now reacled, at a fair valuation, tu\ly éeo. -
000. The amount of business done through the
postoffice has moro than ddubled since 1880. Bo
the rule may be applied to any or every branch of
business, and the same result is obtained,' viz.: that
the vclume of business and the number of persons
employad in it has more than doubled sinco the
census of 1880.

TRADE AND BANKING.

The fncrease in the wholesale trade of 1882 over
1881 is 20,372,495, for the full details of which
you are referred to the annual report now ready for
distrjbution. While all branches of business show
a wonderful increase, that of the wholesale grocery
trade Is most striking. From 1848 to 1881, this
trade bad grown to $6,350,000 for the latter year,
but in the single year of 1882, it leaped forward to
$13,533,000, thus gaining more in a single year
than in the preceding thirty vears. The lumber
trade in 1881 had reached $1,348,000, but in 1882
this trade also sprang forward to $3,439,622,
gaining more in one year than in all our previous
existence. This vast increase ia the volume of busi-
ness required more: banking capital and greater
facilities for its transaction: and the capital of our
national banks, which was $2,200,000 in 1882, has
been increased to $4,700,000, with a surplusof
#870,431, making an aggregate of £3,570,481.
This exceeds by $1,402,979 the capital stock and
surplus of all the other national banks of the Stats
of Minnesota, as appears by the report of the con-
troller of the carrency for 1882,

Alter giving a statement showing the aggregate
of the capital stock and surplus of each of the
national bauks in the State outside of St. Paul, the
total amount being $4,167,452.71, Gen . Banborn
continued:

The capital of the state banks in the city which
in 1881 wa: $300,000, has now been increased to
$700,000, making the aggregate banking capital of
the city at this time $6,270,431. There are in
Mionesota twenty-four banks, organized under the
State laws, with a capital stock of $2,333,750, of
which amount the banks in St. Paul have $700,-
000, which leaves for other banks $1.633,750,
which added to the entire amountof stock and sur-
plus of national banks outside the city, which is
$4,167,452.71, makes $5,801,202.71, or 8469,-
223 less than the stock of the 8t. Paul banks. This
amount would seem sufficient to transact all
legitimate business upon safe and pradent business
principles.

HISFATHER'S MURDERER,

Capt. Nutt's Murder and his Daugh-
ter's Shame Avenged in the Blood
of the Wretched Dukes,

Uniontown, Pa. June 13.—James Nutt,
son of State Treasurer Capt. A. C. Nutt, de-
ceased, shot and killed N. L. Dukes, his
father’s murderer, this evening at 7:30
o'clock. He shot four times, all' the shots
taking effect. Dukes died instantly. Dukes
bad been frequently informed of his danger
in remaining in Uniontown, and he lately
said he would either stay there or the cem-
etery, It is said that he had expressed fear
of the son of Capt. Nutt, and was never on
the street afier night. To-day James Nuit
was seen practicing with a revolver at his
home, and this evening about 7:30 o’clock
he was standing near the postoffice, when
Dukes came along. As Dukes was passing
he turned his head and noticed young Nu:t,
just as he stepped from the doorway, and
fired a shot, taking effect in Dukes’ side.
Dukes started to run, when Nutt followed
and shot again, By this time Dukes wason
the postoffice steps, when he received an-
other shot and fell inside the door. Nutt
followed and fired two more shots into
Dukes’ prostrate body, one taking effect in
the neck. Dukes was dead before any one
could get to him. The revolver thatdid the
work is tne same that Capt. Nutt carried on
the morning of his death. Young Nutt
gave himself up and isnow in jail. He was
calm, but pale as a sheet. Five shots were
fired, four taking effect. The coroners jury
are now sitting. Excitement is running
high.

TIE PENALTY OF WARNING UNHEEDED,

Dukes had been frequently warned to
leave Uniontown, bué he persistently re-
fused. His friends kad often advis:d him
to seek another home, and his answer was
always that he would either live in Union-
town or be a corpse in the cemetery. As
far back as last December, young Nutt had
threatened to have Dukes life, and the lat-
ter had always avuided him, The last of
the two shots fired after Dukes fell, pene-
trated his back. Toe shooting created in-
tense excitement, but at 11 p. m. everything
was quiet. Young'Nutt is not quite twenty
years of age and hasalways been considered

uiet and inoffensive. It is said, however,
tbat he has been practicing with a revolver
for some time past.

On Dec. 23, 1882, N. L. Dukes, a lawyer,
and member-elect of the Pennsylvania leg-
islature from Fayette county, shot and
killed Capt. A. C. Nutt, state cashier, in the
Jennings house, Uniontown. The cause
was the alleged seduction of Capt. Nutt’s
daughter Lizzie by Dukes, to whom the
young lady was engaged. The jury much
to the astonishment of the public, and in
the face of the most conclusive evidence of
the guilt of Dukes, and the judge's charge,
which wassirongly in favor of the prosecu-
tion, rendered a verdict of not guilty.

Lessons of the Iowa Lynching,

Gov. Sherman of Jowa was asked what
action'he state authorities would take in
the Barber lynching matter. He replied,
that the only possible action that could be
taken would be to follow that of Gov. Crit-
tenden of Missouri, who had regently sent a
circular to the variousjudges, advising them
to enfo:ce the laws more rigidly and thus
avoid giving the people cause for taking
thelaw in their own hands, but the governor
thought some of the district judges might
regard such an utterance from the execu-
tive office as an impertinence, and as a
seeming encroachment on their authority
and digoity. The judges have the statute
to govern them, and they should enforce it.
Regarding the Barber brothers,  the gov-
ernor said that there was no doubt that
their lives could have been saved, and
gnybody of ordinary intelligence could see

ow.

An Appalling Panic.

A terrible calamity, invelving the death
of 178 children; occurred in Sunderland,
county of Durkam, Saturday. From
details reccived it appears that an‘entertain-
ment was given at Victoria hall by a con-
jurer, attended almost altogether by chil-
drer, several thousand being in attendance.
The accident occurred at the close of the
performance. The body of the hLall had
been entirely cleared or occupants, when
sowe 1,290 of the little ones came rushing
down stairs from the gallery. At the
top of the first fAight of stairs was a door
which opened only twenty inches, and thus
but one child was peruitted to pass through
ata time. At this point, wlile the mass
of children were pushing fo:ward, one of
themn fell and was unable to rise, owing to
the others crowding. No eflort could stop
the mad fury of the frighiened childien.
They came on pell mell, though strangely
withon!, much shouting, snd soon 178 chii-
dren were knecked dowa and suffucated to
death by others trampling upon them. The
‘grester number of bodies, whicb were badly
wmangled from trampling. laid seven or
eight deep. Many victiws and others who
were not kilied had their
clothing torn  from their bodies,
and this together with the bleeding bodies
of the untortunares, shows the terrible na.
ture of the struggle. The ages of the 178
children ranged 1rom four to fourteen years.
The excitement in town, when the news
spread, was terrific. Great crowds rushed
to the scene until 20,000 perscns surround-
ed the hall. The feeling was so intense that
the authorities ordered out the Sixty-eight
infantry to preserve order. The work of
getting out bodiis bepan immniediately.
They were laid out in the halls, The
parents of those killed were admitted to
identifiy the bodies of their children. Most
heartrending scenes transpired while iden-
t:fication was in progress.
