in Rev. Dr. Talmage was asked ... 
Crookston to reply to Henry »Vard 
Beechers lecture on Evolution. He 
declined, but in a private interview 
with a gentleman in Crookston, ex­
pressed the following sentiments which 
we take from the Chronicle: "I have 
already given the Lecture Bureau my 
subject for next year; it is 'The Ab­
surdities of Evolution.'

* - A postal telegtaph system is wh. t 
the country needs and will have in 
course of time. Let the press through­
out the country unite in an effort to 
direct and intensify the popular feel-

thte subject. The feasibility 
oi sucha scheme has long been ac­
knowledged.: Harper's Weekly says: 
'•Xlie government conducts the post 
office, which is simply 'business,' and 
a telegraph '"supplement to the post-
office is only a'question of expediency. 
Such interruptions as those arising 
from the strike produce not only incal­
culable inconvenience, but loss, and it 
is for. the people to decide whether 
they shall be tolerated. They will be 
always possible and imminent under 
the conditions of vast counter organi­
zations of labor and capital. They 
will become more probable as intelli­
gent labor becomes more conscious of 
its power and capital more selfishly 
grasping. But the primary source of 
the situat ion is monopoly. To destroy 
monopoly is of course to relieve the 
situation. The sneer that it is not the 
bnsiness of a government to go into 
business is only silly because the gov­
ernment has gone into business. In 
tlio post office it has deliberately gone 
into a losing business because the con­
venience and prosperity of the people 
are. more important than the cost of 
the service to the treasury. A general 
strike of the telegraphs and railways 
would in a very short time cost the 
government and country, very much 
more than the construction of a tele­
graph. . The operation of such a work 
should of course be placed beyond'the 
interference of trading politicians. 
But it is clear that the expediency of 
postal telegraphy has become a press­
ing and important question."
