the paying office for redemption, or the
nelder will be subjeci to an amount
of routine and inconvenience in making
collection that few will care to bur-
den themselves with.

The popularity of all. demonstrations
occurring among the laboring classes is
becoming more marked year by year.
At the late parade in New York city
thousands Jof people turned out to wit-
ness the monster labor procession. No
less than twenty thousand people were
in line. The crowds on the sidewalks,
on the roofsand in the windows of build-
ings on the line of march gave vent to
their feelings and sympathies witi the
movement by frequent bursts of ap-
plause. And thus it will ever be. The

toiling masses are the bone and sineu,
as it were, of this good and free govern-
ment. Their prosperity is the prosperity
of the republie, their oppression would
be the downfall ¢ f our free and glorious
institutions.

The tide of immigration into this coun-
try is so vast that a difference of a few
thousands makes very little impression

. on the rate ofincrease of the population.

Between 1870 and 1880 the growth of
the population was30 per cent.,or 3
per cent.a year. Of this 30 per cent.
221-2 wasdue to the natural growth,
and the remaining 7 1-2 to immigration.
This gave three-quarters per cent. per
year as the rate of increase due solely
to immigration. On that basis, the pres-
ent population of the country would be
about 54,600,000. During the last four

ears, however, 2,514,794 foreigners

ave landed on our shores, as against
2,354,934 for the unine years J)receding
that. This ircrease has raised the rate
to about 38 per cent. and on that basis
the total population now is not far from

Notwithstanding the great exertion
the postoffice department makes to find
owners of letters and deliver letters to
them, the number of letters which
reach the dead letter office now runs
above 10,000 a day. The number re:
ceived at the department during the
vast year has been over 4,000,000. Of
these, 3,000,000 were uncalled for at the
offices to which they were addressed.
Nearly 100,000 came from hotels, ad-
dressed to persons who had failed to
leave irstructions to have their mail for-
warded, a quarter of a million were sent
because they were insufficiently pre-
paid. A thousand because they con-
tained articles forbidden to be trans-

rted through the mails. Over 10,000
Bgar a0 subscripticn  whatever. The
number of dead letters mailed abroad
was 350,000, all of which were returned
to the country of their origin gnogened.
Of those received and opened in the past
year, 40,000 contained money, drafts,
money orders, etc., amounting to 2,000,-
000 dollars, and 44,000 contained paid
notes, receipts and other canceled ob-
ligations.

NEWS IN BRIEF.

WASHINGTON dosszr.

The American Protectionist has pub-
lished a statement of John Roach relative
to the recent history uf the American navy
and mernhant marine, in response to ques-
tions’ put to him by the semate committee
on education and labor. ‘It shows in detail
the naval expenditures since 186v, and gives
& summary of all naval ocontracts with
American ship builders, Roach claims
that his are all newly collated from
official Emopean and American vecords
never bejore published, and that they es-
tablish the responsibility of Kngland for the
falsification of Secretary Seward'’s prophecy
of the {speedy suppreesion of the rebellion.
He gives a lisi of twenty-three Euglish
blockade runners captured in the early part
of the war, which were loaded with muni-
tions of war to the value ot $6,000,000. The
navy improved during the war ata cost of
$84.000.000, and material and vessels were
sold ‘for $36,000,000, leavirg a net cost of
vhe war navy about $47,000,000. In eighteen
years since the war the United Statea has
spent for naval vessels only 3,000,000,
while England has spert $156,000,000,
France, $88,000,000, Russia, #35,000.000,
Italy, ~ $32 000,000, Germany, $37,000,000,
Turkey, $17.000,000, Brazil, $10,000,000,
and Chili $7.000,000—all for iron clads. In
all over, $400,000,000 has been expended by
naval and commercial rivals. Roach gives
a list of all American naval contracts, and
says the new cruisers will be finished
promptly andfcheaply.

The flag of Corea, for the first time wua-
furled in a foreign country, floats over tae
Arlington hotel, Washington, D. C., in
honor ef the ambassadors who have arrived
there. It is a piece of white bunting, with
an indescribable medley of figures distrib-
uted over it, in ved, black and blue. The
embassy were met at the station by the first
assistant secretary of state, snd Lieut. Ma-
son and Ensign Foulk of the navy. The
ambassadors were at once driven to the Ax-
lington hotel, where quarters had been pro-
vided for them. The whole summer house
containing fourteen rooms, has been as-
signed them. The Coreans were all attired
in their native costume.

West Steever of Washington, D. C., coun-
sel for Judge Robertson, or Lomsisna, has
filed with Judge Jay Xnox, controller
of the currency, a formal complaint
setting forth the alleged violation of law by
the New Orleans national bank substituting
1ts name for that of the manager of a lot-
tery company, in advertisements which have
appeared in various journals throughout the
country. Bteever says it 1s the intention of
his client to test the question whether or
not national banks can lawfully go into the
lottery business,

Ex-Postmaster Conley of Atlanta, Ga.,
had an interview with the Postmaster gen-
eral a few days ago in regard to his removal,
He defended himself. from the charges con-
tained in the inspector's report, and on
which he was removed, and made a request

thet he be reinstated. Postmaster General
Gresham after hearing his statement, in-
formed Mr. Conley that his case was
closed, and could not be reconsidered by
his department.

NEWS OF 1THE RAILROADS.

In the case ot the Northern Pacific Rail-
rosd company vs. Baptiste Herne, an ap-
peal from the commissioner of the general
land office, SBecretary Taller has ruled that
a settler, under the Oregon donation act of
October, 1850, does not forfeit his right to
land upon which he has settled, by a failure
to file the notice required by the act of
1853, for the reason that no ‘adverse right
has attached, and that the penalty was re-
mitted by the act of 1884. Therefore his
alaim was ehsolutely reversed to him until
three months after the survey under the
original act. In this case the right of the
company attached its land prior 10 the date
of survey, and conse nemlg the land in
queston was cxcepted from their grant.

The Pennsylvania Railroad company in
reckoning time intends to adopt a system
by which the hours will be numbered from
1 to 24. In other words, instead of dividing
the day of twenty- our hours into two div:-
sions of twelve hours each p.r day and night
according to ancient universal usage, only
one set of numerals will be used for the en-
tire period. This system is merely for the
guidance of the employes of the road, and
the general public is not lizely to hear any-
thingabout 13 and 14 o’cloek, etc., notwith-
standing this company’s innovation. The

railroad day will begin and end at mid-
night.
