To-day begins the new provision year
just as the cotton year begirs or Bep-
tember 1, and the agricultural year on
July 1. Inlooking back over the pro-
vizion year just ended two facts stand
out with remarkable prominence. In
tie first place the past year has been
extremely irregular in prices and in
the second place, during the year just
ended provisions have saved our bal-
ance of trade rather more than anv-
thing else. A year ago it was petrolenm
which always casie to the rescue when
we were on the point of shipping gold.
The idea that onr .prozision exports
have been remarkably brisk, on atcount
of the prices, is not absolutely correct;
for wheat is Yéry cheap, prubably toe
chear, and yet Edrope "is not dispos
to take now ata low price what Anslly
will go, as therd is reasor to believe, at
an advanced price. Butthe fact remains
that provisions are very chedp; and that
we have exported very large quantities.

The fluctuation of prices during the

t year has been extreme, and toa
m;e part of the trade it has baen disas-
trous. Thus a barre!l of pork cost in the
principal market of the countryas much
a8 $51,60 a year a%o, while the price to-
day is down to $10,0. Riba cost'a year.}
ago in Chicago $11,75, and are now down
to $6.75 or less. Lard rose to $2,10in
May, and has late been sold for $6 20,
The cheapest month for provision bny-
ers was Septomber; bat it is not certair
that the trade has mnade. the mos: of iw
chance, for it is a trait of nearly all
trades that men wish to buy when
prices rise sharply, and that a marked
decline Irightens buyers away. The
think that low prices will be lower, an:

The fluctaations in the provis.on prices
durfng the year now past are due aimost
entirsly to manipulations rather than to
irregulir deutands, The great Chicago
packers and their rich backers delight
in makinga corner or a‘desl, andin
smashing prices by vast mountains of
}l)rovlmons and by huge piles of money.

'he laity condemns these manipnlations
but forgets that, strange as it may sound,
the reckless speculation of the western
packers has given us provisiohs so cheap
that the poor man in particular might
thank the greasy hosses of Chicago and
the other places where pigs do mostly

Nor are supplies likely to run short.
Awerica" contains ahout 825 swine to
every thousand inhabitants, while Eu-
rope contains 157 and is more. partial
than we are. America has about 730
head of cdttle to every thousand people
while Europe contains 310 and i ‘osing
both absolutuly and relatively. Even in
sheep we exceed the European standard,
as we have about 90C to every thousand
inhabitants, against 682 in. Europe. Oar
pos tion, therefore is highly favorable,
toth in quality and quantity, slthough
the quality of ovur mpﬁlieﬂ has been
questioned by several Euaropean gov-
ernments, which it is the: duty of our
representatives to teach better.
