Although the colunuttotyotitva^ato 

open for the dimwion of alt matters 
bearing ou the welfare of tlie oounty, 
yet hitlieito the agritcultuial, political and 
commercial interests have been brought 
forward prominently while the educa­
tional interests have been to a ureal extent 
lelt in the background. We are naturally 
led to enquire why this is the case. The 
reason must cither Iw that the subject is 
of less importance than the others or the 
public have concluded that our educa 
tioiial system has reached such a stale of 
.perfection that it may besafely left totake 
care of itself; or else the community are 
«o interested in the mee for the almighty 
dollar that the sutyeet is neglected, 
gardless ol its importance. The first ean-
not be true as it lias been admitted by all 
that education is second only in import 
alien to religion while not a few hold the 
opinion that it takes a foremost place. 
Neither can the second be the proper 
solution as it is well known that tho sys­
tem is only in its inCsncy and although 
our county superintendent, Mr. Jackson, 
in doing all that can be expected of him 
yet a great deal remains to be done. In 
order that education may become a suc­
cess, it is not only necessary that superin 
tendant teachers, parents and children 
work in unison, but there must be a 
proper system well carried out There is 
no doubt that Pembina for a young 
county spends a great deal of money in 
schools. This &ct alone is sufficient to 
prove that some method should be 
adopted that will give the public an idea 
of what mum they are getting lor thdir 
•nouey. Public examinations, which ore 
all well enough in themselves, are not by 
auyineans alt that is necessarv. It is 
very easy for a teacher to drill his class 
up on a few subjects for the purpose of 
making a display at public examinations, 
but it is a different matter to prepare them 
in such a way as to stand the test of a 
written examination. I would suggest 
tliut wc have some kiu<i af a county 
examination once a year. The spring 
would be itmbably the best time. This 
oould cither be for promotion or <touipeti­
tion. Th« former would probably be the 
best as it would furnish a uniform basis 
for the whole county, and thus be an 
excellent guide, especially for young 
teachers. Some central place in the 
conuty could be chosen where all the 
pupils could meet aud be examined on 
the questions. The work could be all 
done in one day, and unless prises were 
given the only expense attached to it 
would be the cost of printing the questions 
and the the paper used in writing the 
answers. We think that a great deal of 
good would.result from somethiug of this 
kind and it could be accomplished with* 
out much trouble. If it were found diffi­
cult to have all the pupils brought to 
one place, .the county oould be divided 
into districts which would overcome the 
difficulty. I merely throw out this idea 
as a suggestion and would like to hear 

werete holdout the views of others on the subject. It it 
llow pupils to > be thought impracticable or worthless, 1 

have nothing mure to say .but if something 
of this kind can be accomplished, I will 
be only too willing to help the mat­
ter forward.

In late issues of the press of this region 

one may notice floating paragraphs con­
cerning the necessity of concerted action 
among the Sinners of the wheat produc­
ing regions, in order to protect them­
selves against the rapacious monopolists 
which are now sapping the life-blood 
from the hard-working yeomanry who 
are toiling to develop the great North­
west and establish homes and gain a 
livelihood for themselves aud their 
families. 

It seems to the writer that such action 
must lie had, if we would avoid being 
swallowed by the anaconda which now 
has its stifling coils around the infant 
communities of this naturally fertile 
region. The combination of railroad and 
elevator monopolies, having a tacit or 
actual agreement among themselves, 
backed by ample capital, renders the 
larmer, unless indeed he be acapitalistas 
well, powerless to control the handling^ 
marketing, or grading of his prodnctlont.-
All he can do in most cases, is simply to 
bring his .wheat to the elevator and 
accept the price and grade offered. The 
existence of the independent buyer and 
shipper, which is the only safeguard the 
producer has, is practically prohibited 
by the regulations of the existing com-
binatiouH. It is notorious that the cry 
of "frosted wheat" has been made the 
pretext for the perpetration, of a most 
gigantic steal on the part of the Miller's 
Association, which has without doubt 
purchased large amounts of excellent 
milling wheat at prices Jar below its in­
trinsic value. From the profits of this 
speculation, doubtless some few mills 
will bj erected next-year, while the 
poor farmers will fiud themselves har-
rOssed by debt, or closed out by the sher­
iff. 

All other industries, trades and profes­
sions have organisations to further their 
interests and objects. The fanners as a 
class, have no cohesion, nnion or organi­
zation. The manufacturers eombiue to 
secure rates from the railroads and get 
more than their share) and the deficit is 
made up by bleeding the helpless £srm-
en.

Thev will succeed, 
unless we aronsAurselvca and light the 
devil wltli fire by bringing to bear an or-
ganitation of autfident consequence to 
checkmate their piratical scheme. 

In the judgement «f the writer, the 
following plan,if carried out, would lead 
to most important results: Let the press 
of this region agitate this irwtter and 
invite communications upon the subject. 
At a suitable time, let a convention be 
called to take into consideration the for­
mation of an organisation to In knowmi* 
the Northwestern Wheat Grower* Asso­
ciation, or similar title, membership in 
tlie same to be limited to thuse who 
make this business tlieir main one. Let 
tlie business of the association bo in the 
hands of an executive committee, the 
actual work being done by a aecn>tar<-, 
whose business it shall be to keep 
throughly posted in all matters relating 
to the interests of tlie association aid its 
members. Tho sutyecta of grades, 
freight rates, warehouse chances, ite,, 
should be tlMTougiily looked into. Let 
documents be distributed, and public 
sentiment thus educated, in order that 
induetiino candidates for the l^gisln-
t iro may be selected, independent of all 
party considerations, and thus proper 
legislation can lie secured. The associa­
tion could form a medium of comnrini-
cation oetween the-miliem of different 
parts of the country and tho producers; 
could secure consesslons ftoin (he rail­
roads; and in geucral, make the interests 
of its members its own. If properly 
managed, it seeins to the writer that sucii 
an organisation could lianlly fail to 
accomplish great good in a litisineas way. 
Incidentally too, it might be made very 
useful in procuring the best qualities of 
seed grain; aud at its meetings many 
questions relative to the best methods of 
cultivating wheat, and other matters 
might be discussed with great profit. 

Such, Mr. E iitor, is the plan which 
seems to the writer the most feasible; 
and it would seem to be a perfectly prac­
ticable one. Should the suggestion meet 
the views of the public, I may discusa 
the suhject farther. - <• >
