Italino8t instantly relieves the 
burning sensation and helps to heal. 

On rising in the morning always put 
on the shoes and stockings the first 
thing. Never walk about in the bare 
feet, or stand on oil-cloth. Even in the 
summer time this is a dangerous and un­
healthy practice. 

In case of poisoning, one of the best 
emetics (is salt and water, the quantity 
being two tablespoonsfiils of salttoabout 
a pint of tepid water. It acts promptly 
and has the advantage of always beine 
near at hand. 

People subjected to cold feet and 
hands should get up a brisk circulation, 
just before retiring by rubbing the body 
witn a coarse flannel or a Turkish tow­
el. Uub regularly and briskly until in a 
good glow. This is also good for sleep-
lepsness. 

One of the best cures for croup, and 
one which is always at hand, is to dip 
strips of flannel in very hot water and 
then bind tightly aliout the throat.
