1 
told them that il I h id a good master 1 
guessed that 1 could get along well 
enough, but thut I was subiect to attacks 
)f tits. 1 was appraised .tt a high figure, 
but lite 'tits' story cut it down consider-
iljly. Tiie day when I was led out to 
the auction block there were ov it 530 
D'hers'avessold. A Frenchman namod 
Brant bought me at a private sule for 
KKKi, and I waa his valet it', the old Ex­
change hotel ill Richmond, now the bill­
iard house, for seven years, and at Ihe 
ond of that time I had some with 
which I bought freedom for myself and 
wife. 1 used lo make a great deal of 
tnonoy at the K {change, and 1 remem­
ber that some weeks I laid by as much 
as $1(K) in a single week, but this of 
course did n it happeu often. 

Mr. Brant, when he found that I was 
a married man, told me that he had u 
lot of "yailor" girls on his plantation, 
and that I could easily find anotbei 
wife, but bo liked me so well that he 
bought my wife. In 1859 I bought my 
wife's sister, and paid £250 for her, as 
tihe Waa sickly. She hadn't been witli 
ta long before she died, at an expense 

if |00. I had three sisters somewhere 
in Louisiana or Mississippi, and after 
tlu; war was over I sent letters to the va­
rious churches in that section to be read 
from the pulpits,' with tho hope that 1 
could get Some information as to wheth­
er they were dead or alive. One of my 
letters wa-t read in a little town in Miss­
issippi, when a colored woman jumped 
up and said that she was.one of the sta­
ters.

"Are there fixed rules?" 
"Yes, nml they are not intriruto ones. 

1 don'; know but I am divulging my 
trade secrets, but I have enough inter­
est in palmistry'to overturn your doubts. 
M inds are divided into three kinds— 
those with tapering fitiger.4, blunt, 
«()uare-tipped oues, and fingers that are 
spade-shaped, with cushions of tl*sh on 
each side of the nail, l'he taper-tin-
srered hand is the highest and best type, 
and is pos^es-icd bv poets, art'sts, 
persons of contemplative mood* and 
ivith quick, Hiiisitivo minds that turn to 
the ideal rather than the real. Tiie 
b'iint-fingered hand belongs to the sen­
sible, malter-of-iftct, well-balanced class 
of humanity, such as the successful bus­
iness and professional man or scientists." 

"You havs taper lingers and are 
something of an idenlut," said the palm 
is!, glancing at the reporter's busy lin­
gers. The reporter bud to own up." 

"Thespado:shaped fingers to my third 
class are possessed by men and women 
of strong passions, who love creature 
i-na foits, aud have what I call material 
iuitiucts.

ed Bourbaki's 140,0c0 n'ter a three days' 
battle, performing what the Emperor 
William styled ''one of the greatest feats 
of arms in history." The French make 
more noise in the world than other 
people, and tbey have used their far-
reaching voices to diminish tbe victo­
ries of their enemies by rnsking tbem 
anpear to have been won too casiiy, and 
not over France, but ovnr a faction 
whose misrule betrayed France. B'nl, 
for all this, men who have studied the 
iistory of theFranoGerman war know 
that the triumphs of Von Molticeand 
his generals are not dimmed by any 
tales of French weakness. The advance 
of the German armies over France Wiis 
like the impetus of a man skating—one 
false step would have brought a he tvy 
fall—and Von Moltke qras not admirable 
only in having drafted and executed 
point for- point the most elaborate plan 
of campaign ever conceived, but in hav­
ing accurately foreseen all tbe demoral­
ising effects which do Teat would produce 
upon his foes. Had afcrftadeatjxmis-
calculation; had the French shown spirit' 
when he expected them to be cowed; 
had they resisted stubborn­
ly when ho had reckoned 
that thov wOuld yield—the end of tlur 
war might have been very different 
from the beginning. Mora than once 
the silent commander must have been 
anxious in spirit; hut he let nothing of 
this be seen. A foreigner who called 
upon him at Versaillea in the midst of 
the 6eige of ParU, and on a day when a 
great sortie was expected, found him 
quietj| reading an English novel.
