One of tbe most frightful railroad acci­
dents that ever occurred in Canada to ok place

These rumors were investigated, and 
after being satisfied that they were without 
foundation, Shaw's commission was for­
warded to. him.

The Present Condition and Pros­
pects of Iho iintcrpnse—The 
Work of Digging Vieurauily Be-
RUli. , 

Boston Advertiser.' 
Capt. Nathan Applolon, who lias been 

indcnlilied with.thc International Com? 
pany s'neo the time of the Paris congress 
which t-otfcd for Ihe Panama route, a 
warm friend of St. tie lic'sers, rwi 
one of the earliest to put faitli lii tlte 
canal enterprise, having spent it fort­
night or more upon tho isthmus, lias 
just returned homo to Boston. He 
says that to got an icloa of what 
is doing on the canal ono noed only 
cross tlio isthmus upon the railroad 
train, fl-oili Which Abundant sians of 
the extensive progress airertdy made 
can be obtained. About 0,-000 inon ore 
employed. ThgsSs aie parity native In­
dians, and partly negroes from Jamaica, 
of whom large numbers- have been 
brought over. tJntil within tho ia.it 
six • months tho work has been 
principally preparatory. Houses 
tor the workmeij have been erected at 
intervals along the line, the I rues and 
Uonu-iil growths have bo en removed, 
and ono can now ride on a horse along 
tho ax oi the canal—that is, the line 
which marks its exact centre from the 
Atlant.H! to tho Pacific. U'he canal com­
pany has purchased tho railroad, and 
tbe facto! there being a railroad there 
has proved an economy in time for (ii-
nal building of several years. Miiea of 
extra track have been laid for the exca­
vations, largo hospitals have been put 
up at both ends of the canal, and a vast 
nniiiiint of niachinarv has licennentto 
different points and put in readiness foi 
operation. The digjing of the canai hna 
now iairly begun. At Oak-bra is the 
bights point on tho line, some oOO!) feet 
above the level of tiio sea. An Ameri­
can, Jlr. Albert Millet, ban tlie contract 
for lixciu-ating and removing ^ouie o,-
0(10,0D0 cubic metres. His place is called 
the American camp, or Fcctioii, troiri 
the fact that almost ail his nuehinary 
was made in tho United .States; and its 
operations are watched with great inter­
est, and even jealously, by tlie French­
men and others, who are very 
fast coming to recognize the supeuuri-
ty of American machines and Ameri­
can inventive talent. He has an 
excavator built at Albany,. N V , digging 
sharply into tho moum'ain-sido, dump­
ing into cars made in .Springfield, and 
whicharo hauled by a locomotive made 
in lio.ston. l'rom Calebra several miies 
toward iiio Pacilicand ten milesormore 
toward tiio Atlantic the laborers arc at 
at work digfjl'ig through this, the back­
bone of that part of the Andes. A con­
tract lias recently been made with an 
American for dredging ten miles on the 
Pacific end of tlie canal, and at tiio At­
lantic terminus work has already begun. 
Two die ding machines, each with a ca­
pacity of about 1,(100 cubic metres a day, 
aro employed there. The American 
Dreduing (Joinpany lias tho contract for 
diedging ten miles of the Atlantic end, 
and it will put at work there three col­
ossal machines, one of which is now on 
Its way there, and the other two which 
aro now building at Philadelphia, each 
costing $l_-),000. The material that is 
brought up from tbe bottom of tlie canal 
at Colon,'where these smaller dredges 
are at work, is pure while coral, which, 
when wet in its place, is cut through as 
easily as cheese. 

The canal company is now paying out 
not far from JOOO.OtX) monthlv on the 
isthmus, and another half million dol­
lars is being spent at the Paris and New 
York olMc.es fur supplies and machinery 
of ail kinds. That is, tho work is being 
pushed ahead at tho rate of a million dol­
lars a month, and the company has sulli-
t-ient money to go on on this basis for three 
years to come, at which time the work 

.will be so far advanced that it .will con­
tinue liy lis own momentum. In every­
thing that is done, Capt. Appleton says, 
tiie inspiring mind and the controlling 
liamt ol M. Do Lcssop is seen. He has 
not only tlie happy faculty of choosing 
the. right men to put in the various po­
sitions connected with the work, but of 
inspiring them with 1111 enthusiasm for 
the work, ami a personal loyalty and de­
votion to himself. 

(Ine matter which is of course of great 
interest is ti e sanitrry condition of tho 
isthmus. There, are 011 the average 
about 150 pat ientsin tlie company's hos­
pital at Panama, of whom only compar­
atively few were stricken with fever. 
Tlie others wero su lie ring from various 
disc ises and injuries received in work. 
There were, only thirty-f'.ve patients at 
the Colon Hospital. Whim it is consid­
ered that any oi the fi.nOO workmen v.-lio 
are taken ilfnrc sent to one or the other 
ol these hospitals it is apparent, Mr. 
Appleton says, that the isthmus is not 
Ibe pestilential place it is commonly be­
lieved to be. The water from the soil 
is not lit to drink, and the canal com­
pany lias imported hundreds of thou-
sands of bottles of spring water which 
is sold cheaply. 

The time ha3 now come, says Capt. 
Appleton, when Americans should re­
alize that the canal is not 1111 imaginary 
atl'air or tho company a speculative organ­
ization. It- is a great, reality, becoming 
stronger and stronger every day, and 
our people should take pari in the work 
in a manner worthy of the position they 
occupy, geographically and politically. 
Tiie idle talk which has been not uncom­
mon in congress and in the American 
press lias bad 110 elfcct in frightening 
tiie people <*f Central.and .South America, 
and it has not tended to increase their 
respect for the 1'nited States. They 
know that tiie International Company— 
which is only French in the sense of be­
ing organized by the great canal-digger, 
who happens to bo a Frenchman, 
and having its administrative ullicer 
in Paris, _ while reaily the ling 
of the United States of Columbia lioats 
over it and protects it—it is doing the 
work which lias b. en the dream of trav­
elers, Of navigators, of merchants, and 
of statesman for many years. The stat­
ue of Columbu?, sent over by the Em­
press Kugeuie, now stands 011 the shore 
at Colon. Doubtless, some day, one will 
tie erected to Balboa where tiio waves 
of tho Pacific come up to 'lie western 
extcmity of the canal. Nothing could 
be more appropriate, when the canal 
shall t>3 a finished and accomplished 
fact, Captain Appleton suggests, than to 
erect a monument to Ferdinand De Les-
seps on the hill-top of Calebra, from 
which, in imagination, if not in fact, he 
could see tho waters of tiie two oceans 
which it is bis happy destiny to bring 
together as ho has tho lied .Sea and 
tlie Mediterranean. .

Si|uatling side by side upon the 
shop board, tho merchant and 
tho fair shoppers discuss their coffee, 
smoke their cigarets, taik snandal, and 
every now and then, as if by accident, 
return to the object of the purchase. 
Fifty francs is sometimes asked for an 
article which may bo eventually obtain 
eil for five. Tiino seems to be of no im 
portanca to the trader, but the hurrie'l 
traveler finds ita snro trial to his tempo..' 
to bargiiu for several hours, even with 
tlie assi-.itanco of a dozen othor Arab;-, 
who drop in to advise and a-si-t. In the 
c.:i:i 's of the mosque of Mtirhtau Kalauu 
once a spacious hospital erected by a sul­
tan of that name, the coppersmiths have 
established their forges, and tlie sound 
of many hammers and tbe voice of many 
tinkers now break in upon the devotion < 
of the faithful.

Among tbo noisy mass that throngs 
the streets Ihe only ertaluresthataccept, 
Kismet in its absolute entirely are tbe* 
dogs. Generally of the color of tlie sad 
do-:ert itself, they aro tbe most forlorn, 
miserable, mangy mongrels accident 
ever produced. With foxy head and 
half-opened eyes, they lie" in twos and 
threes in the sunniest and most incon­
venient places, and when kicked ont ol 
ihe way or trodden under foot they 
make no remonstrance, but trail oil'to 
some other spot equally pleasant ami in­
convenient for tno pe lestriaii.

X<ost United States Bonds and 
Notes. 

From the New York Commercial Adver­
tiser. 

Of the $10,575,000 past-due debt of tho 
United States upon which interest has 
long ceased, and which has been pre­
sented for payment down to April 
schedule, less than one-half the amount, 
or §4,879,81)0, consists of tho 3 1-2 pe* 
cent, bonds called in by .Secretary Fol-
ger since last September. The further 
sum of 111,843,500 in bonds, of vurious is­
sues, have been outstanding from one 
to five years, and the remainder $1,751, 
000 (part old interest-bearing treasury 
notes, war issues), from fivB to ten 
years and over. The loss of the trcasur 
notes during and soon after the war i 
not surprising, but tliat such large SUIDE 
of overdue called bonds should have 
been privately hoarded so many years af­
ter the interest bad ceased is not a little 
remarkable. It is possible tlmt many ol 
these bonds have been lost or misplaced, 
or accidentally destroyed, unci 
may never be presented. It isnow well 
ascertained that of the fractional curren­
cy used during the war and until subsi­
diary silver was substituted in 1870, 
nearly $1,000,000 a year, or 15,000,000 
out of 49,000,000 printed and circulated 
has been lost or destroyed. Over 
000,500 lias been marked of! tlie treas­
ury books by authority of congress, and 
$7,000,000 more had as well follow, since 
ihe notes have ceased to he presented 
it is estimated that about $2,000,0(. 
greenback notes liavj been lost or do­
st royed in tbe twenty-one years since 
tliev were first issued; but the truth 
about all such estimates will never be 
known in our day, as greenback legal 
tender has become part and parcel of 
our financial system. In like doubt is 
tlie loss of notes of the national banks in 
the twenty yiars of their existence. 
AVhatcver it- is, the profit inures under 
the Ian* to lo the treasury, and not to 
the bank of circulation. 

lVArcy Ai'Gee's Assassinntion. 
At last, according to advices from Can­

ada, the mystery surrounding the mur­
der of Hon. Thomas D'Arcy McGee, in 
Ottawa, is about to bo dispelled. Mc­
Gee, lormerly a prominent Irish patriot 
and a man of brilliant genius, had been 
elected speaker of tho Canadian Pailia-
inent and was holding that- high office 
when he was shot down in one of tbe 
streets of the Canadian capital. The 
tual assassin was captured at the time 
tried and executed. It now seems thai; 
propositions have been mdde to the 
minister of justice by several persons 
that they would come forward and re­
veal the names of the men who planned 
the murder if they were guaranteed im­
munity themselves. No action has yet 
been taken by the government, and tbe 
Ottawa News vigorously calls for an in­
quiry to be made at the next session of 
the Canadian parliament. This seems to 
show that McGce's murder waa planned 
by Canadian political enemies and not 
hy Irish antagonists whose hate he had 
engendered einceJfM8.
