Secular
echools are a danger to the state itself,
The encyclical precedes demands by the
papal nuncio for the extension ofth> rights
of priests to regulate schools.

Ottawa Special: Thoe recent decision of
the iutornal revenue commission nt Wash-
ington that every bank in the United
States, whether state or national, is lialle
to a tax of 10 per cent on the amount of
Canadian bank notes it uses lor circula-
tion, or is paid out by it, has attracted
some attention here. Americau silver
brought into Canada, under the Canadian
law as it stands, is liable to a duty of 20

r cent, and this provikion may possibly
r): more rigidly enforced in the future than
it has been in the past.

The pope on the 3d granted un interview
to Engenie Veuillot, the distinguished
French writer, and his son. After speak-
ing in high praise of their efiorts in the
Catholic cause, his holiness expressed re-
gret at the preaent sad position of France,
but said he was confident that slie would
rise again to her old place in Christendom
and exercise unbounded influence in the
world. Tho pope then referred to the
state of Europe. He lamented the revo-

lutionary spirit fermenting in many
wtates, and sail he was prepar-
ing  two cnoyclicals  dealing with

socinlism, the license of the press and the
great power of universal suffrage, which he
coneiders terribly menacing. He also in-
tended, he eaid, to define certain points
upon which good Catholice have confused
and dangerous ideas. The land and Irish
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questions are believed to be the subjects to
which he alluded. The pope gives the jubi.
lee gilt money to 8t. Peter's treasury to be
expended in propagandism. Thoartisticar
ticles will be placed in the museum of the
vatican and tho objects o worship in tho
vestry of St. Peters. All the rest will be
given to the hospitals.

A fatal collision occurred on the Cana-
dian Pacific at Stewart Station between
two freight traine. It is reported that the
engineers and firemen of both trains have
been killed and others injured. Railroad
oflicials are very reticent, and it is impos.
sible to get Jdetails.

At Barnesville, an explosion of a kero-
sene lamp in the store of George Weaver,
on Broadway, resulted n the totnl de-
struction of the store and contents;
d:}mnge about $1,000, The Times otlice,
with preases and nearly everything of the
household furniture, were nlso destroyed;
loss nbout $1,500. Imsurance in hoth
cases unknown.

Iinmanuel Preaby terian church, one of the
fineat sacred edifices in Milwaukee, was to-
telly destroyed by fire. Nothinz but the
bare stone walls aro left. Loss $100,000;
insurance $85,000. The building was
erected in 1873 at a cost of $200,000,
Tho organ was valued at $13,000. The
loss, is case the walls are found to bein
good condition, will not exceed $75,000,
but if the walls have to come down the
loss will amount to from $75,000 to $80,-
000 more than the inside. The risk waw
held by eighteen companies.

At a meeting of the business men of Lake
City an associatinn  was formed to be
known as the Lake City Improvement and
Realty company. Articles of incorpora-
tion have been drawn. The capital stock
is $10,000. The sole object is to promnote
the material prosperity of Lake City.

At Newark, N. J., theshoemukers' trades
union, numbering several hundred nem-
bers, decided to withdraw from the
Knights of Labor. The renson assigned is
the bad manugement on the part of the
national and local leaders.

In compliance with the luw passed at the
last legislature the Bank of Spring Valley
has changed its name to “Strong,
Farmer & Edwards, Bankers,” with \W.
H. Strong, B, F. Farmer and F. V. kd-
wards as partners.

City Collector Onahan of Chicago, in n
letter to the mayor and city council re-
garding the operatior. in Chieago of the
high license system, says that while it has
not grently reduced the number ofsaloons,
it certainly prevented an overwhelming in-
crease.

The American Aesociation for the Ad-
vancement of Science ut its last mecting
adopted unanimously a resolution recom.
mending to congress that steps be tuken
for the preservation of some ol the re-
markable archaological curiositios of the
West, and it is probable that the subject
will be laid before the proper committces
of congress during the present session.

The principal glass factories throughout
the country ure practically closed, and
the 15,000 persons employed in them are
idle.

Death of Gen. E. B. Alexander.

Gen. E. B. Alexander of St. Paul, died at
the residence of his son‘in-law, Col. G. [,
Lieber, Washiogton, D. C., nged cighty-six.
Gen. Edmund B. Alexander was horn in
Virginia in 1820. He entered Vest Point
military academy Oct 6, 1818, Leing ap-
pointed from Kentucky.

He went to Mexico and served with dis-
tinction throughout the entire Mexican
war. April 18, 1847, he was breveted
major for gallant and meritorious con-
duct at the battle of Cerro Gordu, Mexico,
and azain Aug. 20, 1547, he was breveted
licutenant colonel at the battles of Con.
treras and Cluerubusco, Mexico. le was
present at nearly all the important bat.-
tles during the war, including the assault
and capture of the City of Mexico.

At the breaking out of the civil war he
was appointed provost martial general,
superintendent of the volunteer recruiting
service,and chiel mustering and recruiting
ofticer for the state of Missouri, with head.
quarters at St. Louia. October 18, 1845,
he was brevetted brigadier-general for his
excellent work in recruiting the armies of
the United States, and was assigned to the
Tenth infantry at Fort Snelling as com-
mander of the regiment, a position he held
until February, 1869, when he was placed
on the retired list, after over 45 years of
active servico.

all outside moneys were collected, would
reach $130,000, It is earning interest at
the rate of §3,000 per year, and the total
expenses ol the committee are not over
$500 a year.

THE SACREDOTAL JUBILEE.
The Church of Rome Celebrated
the Fiftieth Anniversary of the Or-
dination of Leo XIil.

)

Rome, Jan. 1.—The pontifical mass to-
day wus ugreat success. Thousands of peo-
ple thronged St. Peter's square early in the
morning awaiting the opening of the cathe-
dral. Sixty thousand ndmission tickets had
been igsued, and the eathedral was packed.
The pope entered at 3:30, followed by the
curdinals in procession.  His holiness was

received with  loud and long continued
shouts of “Long live the pope!” The
music of tho mass was deeply impressive
and  many persons  in the aundience
were affected. The pope bLlessed all present
and left the cathedral at 11 n.m., the
whole audicnce expressing its joy by elape
ping hands, wavinz hats and  hand-
erchiefs, and enthusiastic acclamations.
Later in the day King Humbert
expressed himsell to a deputation from
pariinment as being highly satisfied with
the smoothness of the ceremony, which, he
said, was the best proof of the people’s
liberty at Rome.

Forty-eight cardinals and twenty-three
archbishops and hishopswere presentat tho
mass, il ivis eatimated that there were
40,000 persons in the audience. The pope
prayed Tor along timein his private chap-
el, and then received the homnage of the
court cardinals in the Sala  Ducale.
While assuming tie sucredotal vestinents
the pope was overcome with emotion and
fuinted. Strong salts were administered
and he goon returned to consciousncss,
He then ascended the gestatorial chair, and
was borne on the shoulders of the
sediari, attended by the cardinals,
into St. Peter's  cathedral.  Just be-
fore he was fully vested for the altar he
again fainted, remaining unconscious n
few minutes. Tlie mass occupied twenty-
eizht minutes. After pronouncing the ben-
cdiction, the pope again scated himself
in the gestasorial chair, and was borno
completely around the altar to the capelln
sacraments, where he ofiered o prayer of
thanksgiving. During the ceremony the
pope wore the triple crown  prescated to
lxim by the Emperor Willinm.

Two battalions of the line and a large
number of carbinieri regulated the move:
ments of the crowd at the cathedral, und
a thousand policemen in plain clothes
were stationed inside the edifice. A few
ladies fainted in the crush, but noaccident
occurred. In the chapel the columns and
pilasters were hung with red damask. The
statue of St, Peter was clothed in pontfi-
cal garments with o tinra on the head.
The orchestra included the famous ancient
gilver trumpets. Many members of the
nobility wero present. The pope woro a
pastorial ring, presented by the Austrian
archdukes. Ilis tinra was covered with a
thousand pearls, The chalico used by hia
holiness was the gift of the king of ortu-
gal, and the golden plate used in the ser-
vice was n_present from Queen Victoria.

Bishop Ireland, who recently returned
from Rome, thus describes the pope in a
circular which he has issued to his flock in
connection with the present jubileo:

The church neoded in these difficult
times n great pontiff und Providence has
given her one such in the person of lLeo
XIII. We will thunk heaven for the bless-
ing. This is an extraordinary age—an nge
of revolution in the world of thought and
ol investization, n well as in the social and
political world. It secins as if all things
save God's eternal and abidinrg truth
were to be made new, And the ageis not
disposed to friendliness towards God's
church. In its cagerness to change, it
chafes before the unchanging church, for-
getting that the church is the only pivotal
power around which transitory forins may
change 1n safety. Leo XIIL knows and
underatands his age. Learncd, lnrge-mind-
ed, quick to see and quick t9 act, he is the
ideal watchman vpon the tower of Israel
of Lhe intercsts of religion and ol socicty.
Nothing escapes his cagle glance, and in
every splicre his hand reveals tie master

genius before  whom  friends and  foes
alike  stand amazed and courteous
listeners. Durinz his pontificate, cover-

ing but fcw vears, the church has gainod
wondrous vistories and girded hersell in
confidence for most widerpread conquests.
His own intelligenee of the work of the
church and his own energy of nction are
permeating the entire body of the hier-
archy and the faithful. A new era dawned
for religion when he beeame pope. The
powerful empires of Europe were warring
with the church; he has made peace with
them. He has entered into relations with
the rulers of Persin, China and Japan in
the interest of the Christiuns of their do-
mains.

The church in the United Stutes reccives
a large part in the cares of Leo. As he
knows the age, 80 does he know America,
which more thin uny other country is the
embodiment of the age; he knows the con-
dition, the possibilitics and the hopes of
our country; he speaks of it with delight,
and gives mont ready countenance to all
movements and projects tending to the
good of religion among us. The Catholic
University of America ho declares to be
one of the most cherished works of his
pontificate; the treasury of his favors is
ever unlocked for it benelit. I nced not
tell his warm interest in our American
total abstinece organizations. Our free
republican institutions Leo XIII. loves and
blesses.

Whether they go or
stay, I wish to remain friends with them
all. No man or woman cinn say that, by
word or deed, I have trivd to draw any-
body away from this chursh. Nordo I go
because of the M. E. church at large. I
am not, nor have 1 ever been, a candidate
for uny oflice, and am not a disappointed
minister. I have reccived more,honor and
more recognition from the M- E. church
since I took this step than I Lave de-
served.

Bob Ingersoll's Fine Rhetorlc.

Mrs. Ida Whiting Knowles, wile of the
Hon. Howard Knowles, late United States
collector at I'coria, Ill., died in New York
city on Ide, 15. Ehe was anestimablo
woman, anid lenves a wide circlo of friends
to mourn her early death. Before ler re-
mains were sent to the West Col, Robert
G. Ingersoll delivered the following tribute
to her memory.

My friends—Again we stand in the shad-
ow ol the great mystery; n shadow as deep
and dark ns when the tears of the firat
mother fell upon the pallid face ol her life-
less babe -4 mystery that has never yet
been solved.  We have met in the presenco
of the sacred dead tospeak n word of
praise, of hope, of consolation. Another
lifo of love is now a blessed memory-a
lingering strain of music. The loving
danghter, the pure and consecrated wife,
the sincero riend, who with tender faithful
resy discharged Lhe duties of life,has rench-
ed her journey'send. A braver,a morescrene,
a more chivalric spirit—clanping the loved
and by them clasped—never pawsed from
life to enrich the realin of death. No ficld
of war ever witnessed greater fortitude,
more perfect, smiling courage than this
poor, weak and helpless woman displayed
upon the bed of pnin and death. Her life
was gentie and her death sublime. B8ne
loved the good and all the good loved her.
But there is this consolation: she can
never suffer more; she can never feel again
the chill of death; never part agnio from
those she loves. Her heart can break no
more. Sho has shed her lust tear,
and upon her stainless brow has been
sct the wondrous seal of everlasting
peace. When the angel of death—the
masked wnd voiceless—enters the door of
home, there comes with hor all the daugh.

Billings Held for Killing Kingsley.

At Waverley, Towa, M. K. Billings wus
held for the murder of W. 8 Kingsley.
The verdict ol the coroner's jury wus as
follows: Thes jurors upon their onths do
say that on Dec. 21, 1887, W. &, Kingaley
came to his death by means of awound in-
flicted by a pistol ball shot and discharged
from a pistol in the hands of M, E, Bil-
lings, which inastantly killed Kingsley, and
that such killing was deliberately premedi-
tated and feloniously and of his malice
aforethought done by said Billings. From
the testimony itdeveloped that Billings
had forged his own wile's name to notes
directed to the lawyer, the contents of the
note being full of loving termns, nnd asking
Kingsley to meet her at her own houso
while Billings was away. Kingsley replied
in good faith,declining to make the assigna-
tion and warning the supposcd femalo
writer to desist Irom her course, Of course
the reply fell into the hands of Billings.
The latter even went so far as to prepare
notes of hand filed out, conveying all
Kingsley's property to himeell. It is be-
lieved that on the day of the shooting Bil-
lings went to Kingsley's office to try by
bluckmail to get him to put his signature
totho notes. The ovidence as to the black-
mail and forgeries was direct, but there
was no witness to the shooting, and that
part will have to be proven by circum-
stantial evidence.

lowa Registration Law Declared
Unconstitutional:

Judge Stoneman, of the superior court

at Cedar Rapids, lowa, declaredthe registry

law unconstitutional. The registry law was

passed by the last legislature and was
somewhat similar to the one governing the
registiation of voters in 1llinovia. The case
was one brought by Col. Clark vs. the clec-
tion judge of the Fifth ward of that city,
who was refused the privilege of voting on
clection day, he not haviug regirtered. The
complainant averred that during the time
when under the law he might otherwiso
have become registered he was necossarily
nbgent nt Dea Moines in attendance upon
the United States Cireuit Court in which he
was practicing attorney. The defendant
demurred to the plaintifi's petition. The
demurrer raised the queation of the consti-
tutionality of the registry act. The decis-
ion of unconstitutionality which was ren-
dered, was based upon a Massachusetts
case, Capen ve. Foster, 12 Pickering 485,
and similar cases in Pennsylvania, Ohio,
Michigan, Wisconsin, Nebraska and Ore-
gon aud the court holding that with theso
decisions the legislature could enact no
law which would deprive a voter ofhiscon-
stitutional right.
