No Meddling With Stato Officlals.

Following the late Virginia case whero
the supremo court of the United Statessat
down very heavily on Judge Bond, of the
United States district court, who attempt-
ed to imprison State oflicers ol Virginia—
comes another important decision ren-
dered by the supreme court of the United
States recontly in the hebeas corpis case
of the mayor and city council of the city
of Lincoln, Neb., who are now in the cus-
tody of the United States marshal there
for contempt o! an order of the United
States circuit court. This court, in an
opinion by Justice Gray, holds: A United
Btates circuit court mitting as a court of
equity has no jurisdiction whatever over
criminal cases or cases involving the ap-

ointment or removal of state and muric-
pal ofticers. The proceedings of the fed-
ernl court in Nebraskn, therciore, were in
the nature of a usurpation of the functions
ol a court of lnw, wers beyond ita juria-
diction, and were null and void. Tho de-
tention of the mayor and city council of
Lincoln in custody is illegal, and they are
entitled to a discharge.

A Weaknesc of the Civil Service
Systom.

The attention of Mr. ILidgerton, of the
civil sorvice commission, was ealled to tie
statement that only 1,259 appointments
have been made from its certifications
since the civil wervice commission wns or-
ganized, and of this number about one in
eight have been women, and that the nim-
ber of applicants who have had their
names put on the eligible registerisat least
fifty for every appointment made. To
this Mr. Edzerton suid:

The statement is practically correct.
There were no more appointments made
for the simple reason that thero were no
more vacancice. This fnct ealls attention
to what appears Lo me the greatest weak-
ness of the civil service syntem. The eligi-
ble registers are filled ont of all propor-
tion to posaible nppointinents. Tho effect
upon the young men and young women of
thia country is bad. The competitive cx-
aminations hold out hopes to hundreds of
worthy young people of both sexes which
can never be realized. Fifty to oncisa
very small eatimate of the ratio of nuccess-
ful applicants upon the eligible register of
appointees, and the forty-nine persons who
are not appointed are grievourly disup-
pointed.

The Hal Reid Casa at 8t. Paul.

Hal Reid of Minneapolis, convicted at
St. Paul of assaulting Maud Campton, was
brought before Judge Kelley on Monduy,
Jan. 8th.

Only this; that eo helpmo God, I am
innocent.

Judge Kelly then pussed sentence upon
him, ordering him to be confined with
hard lobor for a term of filteen years in
the state prison at Stillwater. The pris.
oner was struck dumb by the sentence,
and as a full realization of its meaning
dawned upon him he turned fairly livid,
and slightly trembled.

The sentence was a surprise to moro
people than the prisoner himscll, as very
few supposed it would be so heavy.

Attorney O'Brien has declared his in-
tention of carrying the case to thesupreme
court, but it cannot be argued until May.
Reid will be taken over to Stillwater.

At the jail he again nsserted h's inno-
cence to the reporters. He had the kind-

4he ¥enato Commiitee Agrees Upon o i1

Muking a State of fouth Dakota and Or-

ganizing North Dakota Iuto a Territory,

WasHINGTON, Special Telegram, Jan. ). —
The senute committce on torritories to-day
finished the consideration of the Dakota ad-
mission bill, which wiil Le reported to the
senate probably to-morrow. The hill is based
upon the Harrison bill which Mr. Manderson
introduced at the beginning of the seszion,
The title of the bill reads: “To provide for
the admission of the State of Dakota into the
Union and for the orzanization of the Terri-
tory of Lincoln.” The title of the new bill
will read: *“To provide for the admission of
sSouth Dakota fato the Union and the organi-
zation of the Territory of Lincoln.” The pre-
amble of the Harrison bill regarding the for-
mation and adoption of the constitution i3
1etained. The first section of the Har:ison
bill goes in without change except the sub-
stitution of the words “South Dakota” for
“Dakota,” which is pursued throughout the
bill.

Incredible Story of Lincoln.
From the P’ itteburg Dispatch.
“In 1861,"” relates Colonel D. B.

Parker, prominent in Eastern tele.
phone interests, and for many years
connected with the Post Oflice Depart-
ment at Washington, “Brougham’s
burlesque opera, ‘Pocahontas,” was
being given at the old National The-
atre. At the time a wave of indigna-
tion was sweeping over the North at
the rapacity of the averagereziinental
sutler; newspapers teemed with whole-
some abuge of the ‘rapacious blood-
sucker,” as the sutler was called; and
even Congress had been called upon
to remedy the evil. One evening dur-
inz the run of ‘Pocahontas’ at tho
National, President Lincoln occupied
his usual box, sitting well forward in
full view of the audicice. At the point
where Pocahontas and captain John
Smith have their lively family quar-
rel, Mrs. wohn Wood—now manaver
of n London theatre—as Pacahontas
was,in herlines, tervifically denouncing
the Captain as ingrate, brure, liar, vil-
lain, thief, ete. Suddenly rousing toa
supreme cfiort of annilnlatory scorn,
she pounced upon the terrified Cap-
tain and hissed: ‘You—you sut-ler-r!’
The great audience was convulsed by
the pat invective and Mr. Lincoln
langhed 8o immoderatecly that a ca-
tastrophe followed. He went over
backward bodily in his chair, his ex-
ceedingly large boots coming up over
and somehow catching upon the box
rail in full view of the assemblage,from
which position he was only extricated
by the aid of his friends, amidst the
wildest shouts of the audience.”

The supreme court of the
territory is to hold two termsa year—one at
Bismarck and the other at Yankton. It ix to he
he duty of tho chief justice to deslgnate a term,
pot less than four justices to proside with him,
and in no caso shall leas than five justices ho
present and preside at a term, provided that in
case more than five justices are present tho
justice before whom the cause to bo heard was
rled in the district court ehall be disqualificd
from sitting.

Mr. Gifford also introduced n bill providing
for an apnropriation of #100,000 for the
purchase of a suitable site and erection of a
building at Sioux Falls, with fire-proof vaults
for the accommodation of the postoftice and
internal revenue ofticers; and a bill pro-
viding:

Cities in territories which own in their cor-
porate capacity suvstantial fmprovements and
real estate equal to or in excess of their Lond
debt aud all other liabilities, are authorized auil
empowered to bond in due form for unecessury
fmprovements such ax public buildings, water
works, sewers, street lizhting, vrading and pav-
ing to an ameunt not to exceed 4 per eent of
the assessed valuation of =aid eitivs in addition
to thelr present bonded debt: when by their
charter such cities ure authorized to make local
improvewents chargeable to ilie property bhene=
fited therehy and to Issue bonds theretor, sich

Mr. Gitford also introduced a bill provid-
ing that whenever in any territory, the legis-
lature not being in session, any unorganized
county not attached for judicial purposes
shall petition by fifty or moro legul voters
the governor of such territory that they be
attached to some organized county and
jadicial district for legal and judicial pur-
poscs, then the governor shall have the
power and shall within thirty days after thy
receipt of the petition by proclamation
attach the county to some organized county,
and {v shall be a part of the smme judicial
district. Hoalso introduced a il to allow
the city of Grand Forks to construct and
maintain the bridges across the Red River at
the most aceessible point on the river, sub-
fect to tho usual regulations governing
bridges over the navigable waters of tie
United States,

Senator Stanford’s Trouble.

Scnator Stanford is confronted with
anovel opposition to his plans for
establishing a groat umversity in Cal-
fornia. A large portion of thelands
which the Senator hus included in his
endorsement of the institution are at
present devoted to vineyards from
which vast quantities of wineare pro-
duced annually, and the ides of an
educational establishment derivingits
origin or support from such sources is
so distasteful to certainintereststhat
they are mnaking a vizorous objection
to the enterprise. The Rev. L. I
Jewell, a Methodist clergyman of San
Jose, is at the head ol the opposition,
and under his direction all relizgious
and temperance organizations are
urged to petition Senator Stanford,
asking him not to endow the new uni-
versity with any funds or property
accumulated by the sale of wine.
This opposition may not be prudish,
narrow-minded and unreasonable,
but it is impossible to beleivethat the
Senator will be converted to that way
of thinking.

He
was overtaken about three miles out
and said he was after jack rabbits,
He does not seem to realize what the
penitentiary is for and likes theliving,
hut objects to close confinement.

At Pierre, I'red Laplant, one of the
family accused of killing fourteen neo-
ple on the Sioux reservation, met W,
D. Percival, the Chicazo Herald cor-
respondent, who transplanted the
l\'vlh-?' human slaughter pen trom In-
dian Territory to Dakota, and gave
bim a severe chastisement. Percival
acknowledged that he had no founda-
tion for theoutrageous telegram, send-
e it for a joke. The arrival of
friends saved bioodshed.

A new paper will be started in Min-
ot by Marshall McClure, who sold the
Tribune to C. E. Gregory. The Minot
Rustler is the name ot the new jour-
nal.

Bismarck Special: Although the
thirty days have nearly eclapsed in
which the governor is to issue a prec-
lamation requived by law to make
the new compiled laws received as the
statutes of the territory in all courts,
it has not yet been issued. Gov.
Church says the law requirinz the
proclamation is simply directory and
1o will not issue one until the judges
nnd lawyers have had anopportunity
to cxamine the work carefnlly and re-
port to him any errors or improper
matters appearing therein, It is pos-
sible that the matter will be left un-
til the next legislature.

though but few housekeepers ever look
atit in that light. There should be a
place for everything, to begin with. A
great deal of vexation, of loss of time
and extra labor results from not having
things where thoy belong. If you are
in a burry to find anything, it general-
Iy happens that it can't be found; or, if
found, it has to be hunted for. This
cin all be avoided by forming the habit
of pulting each article in its proper
plice and keeping it there when not in
use. It is an ensy matter to do this
when once the habit is formed. Do not
allow yourself to “lu: anything down
wherever it becomes handy to do so.'”
If your kitchen has not conveniences
of the kind required, make them or get
them made.  Ins'st on having « set of
small drawers in which to keep spices,
ele., near your mixing table. Have
theso drawers labelled plainly. Have
a place by itself for such vessels as you
uso for baking and other cooking.
Never let these vessels get into any
other department. ‘This coneentrates
your labor; there will be no necessity
for running here and therefor what I8’
wanted.  When you want anything
You know where it is.

Letthe idea of a placo for everything
and everything in its place be carvied
out in all departments of the household.
To reduce housckeeping to a system,
you must arrange your work after a
plan and let that plan be adhered to.
Take it up in an orderly way—, not, as
50 many others do, in a jumble, doing
a littlo of this now, and then a little of
that, or trying to do halt a dozen
things at the same time. Get one
thing out of the way before you begin
another. Think your work over and
decide the order in which it can be
done to the best advantage, and, hav-
ing ascortained from experiment what
that order is, make it the daily pro-
gramme. In a short time you will see
houschold matters moving like clock-
work. There will bo no clash, no con-
fusion. In doing housework, It should
e the aim of the housekeeper to save
time and labor as far as possible. When
one step will answer never take two.
By having’things in their proper place,
and knowlng just what is to be donc at
A partienlar time, you ean economize
time und Iabor to a great extent. Soma
women make a half dozen trips to the
cellar where one would be suflicient if
they worked as well with theiv heads
us thev do with their hands. They do
not take the trouble to think, before
going to the cellar or storeroom for one
thing, that several other things will be
required from that place.  All might be
brought at the smme time, mur thus
much time saved and many steps. It
pays to think these things out.

Tho kitchen should be roomy. No
woman ean do honsework well in small,
cluttered-up rooms. Lot it be arranged
as conven ently as possible.  Have n
place for the necommoilation of dirty
clothes, and teach the children-t
all their soiled garments there when
they are exchanged for clean ones.
This will remove the necessity of mak-
ing a trip to every room on wash-day.
Insist on having the occupauts of each
room strip the clothes from the beds
and hang before the window to air, on
vising. 1 this be done, by the time the
morning work is out of the way in
Kitehen, the chamber work ean’ be
attended to. By making it the rule to
have cversthing in its proper place,
other members of the family than the
lonsekeeper can find needed articles
readily and withont throwing every-
thing into confusion. Let the bill of
fare be var‘ed from day to'day. When
you get hold of a good recipe put it in
1 ¢ n‘)-lmok. which should be kept in
every kitchen. In a short time you will
havo a large number of recipes which
you can rely on, and reference to this
will suggest variations in the duily
food.  Never admit anything bnt a
testd and  reliable  recipe.  Eveory
kitehen should have a set of measures
awd seales for use in making eakes and
other articles which must bo componnd-
ed earfully and acenrately as regards
vroportions.—Lractical Furzer,
