1 believe the
czar's word absolutely, The situation on
the whote is not differént from that of 1879,
Igrino that the concentration of Russian
LGups on the frontier may appear serious,
but I perccive no cause or pretext ror a Rus-
slun or i European war. Russin has no {n-
terest to conquer Prussian nor Austrian
provinees. Indeed, 1 vo so0 farin my confi-
dence as to say thul even a war with France
would not necessitate n war with Russia, al-
thourh the latter eventually would involve
the former. It is true that I cannot demand
un explunation from the Russian foreign of-
fice regarding the concentration of tIoops on
the troantier, but having been weil ne-
quamted with Russin's foreign policy for a
generation 1 may have my own opinion on
the matter. 1 believe the Russian cubinet in-
tends to muke Russin’s voice heard at the
next European crisis, and therefore wishes to
push her military forces us tar westward as
possible. Perbaps Russia speeniates upon a
turn taking place eoon in the Eastern ques-
tion, and desires then o act promutly and
with greater weight, Perbaps Russin intends
to render her diplomatic demands more of-
fectual from the tact of having an army
ready for war behina them.  We, however,
are only concerned in the Eastern question
in a secondary manner.

The
masters of French cookery, however,
aflirm that it is easy to dress them in
more than 500 different ways, each
method not only economical, but sal-
utary in the highest degree. No hon-
est appetite ever yet rejected an egg in
some guise. It is nutriment in the
most portable form and in the most
concentrated shape. \Whole nations
of mankind rarely touch any other
animal food. Kings eat them plain
as readily as do the humble trades-
men. After the victory of Muhldorf,
when the Kaiser Ludwig sat at ameal
he determined on a piece of luxury—
“two egas to every man, and two to
the excellently valiant Schwepper-
man.” Far more than fish—for it is
watery diet—egzs' are the scholar's
fare.  They contain phosphorus,
which performs a variety of func-

tions in the economy. _And they
are the best of nutriment for
children, for, in a compact

form, they contain everything that is
necessary for the growth of theyvouth-
ful frame. Kgas are, however, not on-
ly food—they are medicine, also. The
white is the most efficacious of reme-
dies for burns, and the oil extractable
from the yolk is regarded by the Rus-
sians as an almost miraculous salve
for cuts, bruises and scratches. A
raw egg, if swullowed in time, will ef-
fectually detach a fish bone fastened
in the throat, and the white of two
eees will render the deadly corrosive
sublimate as harmless as a dose calo-
mel. They strengthen the consump-
tive, invigorate the feeble, and render
the most susceptible all but proof
against jaundice inits more malignant
phase. They can also be drunk
in the shape of that “egg-tlip”
which sustains the oratorical ef-
forts of modern statesmen. The
merits of egzs do not even end here.
In France alone the wine clarifiers
use more than 80,000,000 a year,
and the Alsatians consume fully 38,-
000,000 i calico printing, and tor
dressing the lenther used in making
the finest of I'rench kid gloves. Final-
ly, not to mention various other em-
ployments for eggs in the arts, they
may, of course, almost without
trouble on the farmer's part, be con-
verted into towls, which, in any shape,
are prolitable to the seller, and wel-
come to the buyer. Even egg-shells
are valuable, for allopath and homa-
path aiike azree in regarding them as
the purest of carbonate of lime—Lon
don Standard.

Oyster Culture in Europe.

Oyster lovers in Europe have had
many consolations of late years, the
consolation of low prices always ex-
cepted. Ten or a dozen yearsago oys-
ters weregrowingscarce; but thanks to
timely legislation in England and to
the efforts which have been made by
other countries, they are now more
plentiful than they have ever been in
modern times. In France oyster-cul-
ture has enormously increased. Some
statistics which have just been pub-
lished show that, whereas the French
beds in 1876 produced only about
(0,000,000 of oysters, during the last
twelve months they have produced
600,000,000. The exports oi oysters
from France have increased propor-
tionately. In 1883 she sent abroad
31,000,000 but this year the expor-
tations are expected to reach 50,000,.
000. Itis reassuring to learn that
the quality of the French bivalve has
not been deteriorated by this areat
increase in production, but that it
has noticeably improved. Ten yenrs
azo only well-to-do Frenchmen could
ufford to eat oysters, now they have
become the almost daily fare of the
working classes. In England prices

do not come down so rapidly.
