The Monticello. 1., Ladies’ seminary
eallght fire Sunday morning Nov. 4th, and
by duylight was destroyed.

Fauster
fell dead with three bullets in hishody. Haw-
kins is in custody. He claims to have ncted
in relf-defense.

Detective Jake Loewenstein, a well known
ofticer, was fatally ghot at Chicago by his
wite. The deed was the result of quarrels
which the couple have been having for some
time. When the quarrel was resumed the
woman pulled a revolver and fired five shots
at her husband. One passed throngh the left
side of the head, just above the temple. nnd
came out of the right side. This will in all
probability, prove fatal. Another bullet
grazed his breast, and another struck the
thumb on his right hand.

Robert D. Fowler, the well known board of
trade member and millionaire of Chicago,
was held to the eriminal court on the charge
of perjury. The case arises out of a judg-
ment for 87,500 rendered agoinst Fowler
Bros. in 1886 in favor of John Boier, an em-
rloye at their packing house, who lost his
hand while working n sausnge making ma-
chine, Mr. Fowler denying aut thuat time that
his firm owned the property; but in another
suit last spring testiiying ti;m. Fowler Bros.

Stanley Heard From,

Couriers who have arrived at Zanzibar
from Tuborn bring direct news from the
Btanley expedition, a portion of which, ae-
cording to the conriers, wns met nt the end
of November, 1887, hy Arab traders at o
point west of the Albert Nyanzn und xouth-
eust of the Sanga. The detnchment of the
expedition seen  consisted of thirty men,
whose leader stuted that Stanley was two
days ahend.

Wadelni.

1t will be remembered that on Ang. 1in-
formation was received from Zanzibar that
two messengers had arrived there, who had
Jeft the interior nbhout the heginning of April
who had reported that Stanley had not ur-
rived at Wadelai up to that time. The mes-
sengers stated that in March Emin Pasha did
receive some vague and indecisive news
of the explorer. which had filtered through
Wom tribe to tribe, but that the reporta were
very conflicting, Some declured that Stan.
Jey, afterlosing n number of men and a lnrge
l:orﬁlm of hix supplies, wus hemmed in by

ostile tribes between the Maboda conntry
and the Albert Nyanza, while other rumors
were to the efiect that he had heen attucked
by the tribes in the Matongora-Mino distriet
and, after several conflicts, had diverted his
course in an unknown direction.
