PESCRIPTION OF THE PALACE,

The loention of the St. Panl fee  Paluee,
on the smds  of the west bank of
the Missiskippi nbove Wabasha street hridge
will bring it to a popularity greater than
the preceding palnces have hiul, for it will e
ensier of approach  than if in Central Park,
will not be Li-hlun by buildings, and ecan  be
ween for milex from the banks and biufts of
the valley and the terrnced hills behind them.

This level strefehes along the river rome
1,200 feet nud ix 450 feet in width at the
site of the palaee, which is some 300 fect
above Wabasha bridge and 50 feet from
the bank of the first plteau.

The inclosing walls of the palace unre 18
feet high, inclnding the battered foundation
wall 18 feet high, and the machicolutions on
the knmmit.  Over the portals and elsewhers
parts of the wall are carried hizl Turrets
or towers strengthen pearly every angle of
the structure.  The main front is toward the
structure. The main front is toward the
southwest, and the portal thercof is ap-
proached by o bridge 30 foet broad earvied
14 feet above the kands on three arches of 21
feet kpan, under which storming  purties or
processions may pass. The bridge is guarded
with o gateway with flanking towers 34 feet
high and aeurtain wall 310 feet high from the
bridge floor. which is level with the tirst
plntean and 11 feet. above the floors of the
pilace.

At one side of this hall is an
octagonal tower 28 feet in diameter and G4
feet. higgh, the lower portion being are
and fitted as a band stand, the upper part as
a baleony from which a full view of the room
and contents muy be enjoyed,

Passing neross the vista o smaller hall is
found H0x88 fet with o western portal,

Returning to the reception hall the muze
may be entered.  Thik ix octagonal, 100 foet
in dinmeter and oceupied by walls and devi-
ous punssages hetween them. To him who
tinds the kecret of the maze n broad stair np-
pears leading up to a balecony 10 feet  wide
and 90 feet long and affording open proveed-
ings in the three halls,

The palice ix 75,000 square feel in aren,
348 feet long, 216 feet  wide, exclusive ol
bridge and gate towers, which ave 90 feet, or
8 totul of 306 feet from the gute towers
on the platean to the portal on the yiver
tront.

The const ruction will require 11,000 tons
of ice, & bulk equal to that of o wall 1 foot
thick, 8 feet high und 4 miles long.

A notable resnlt of the Panama canal eol-
Inpse ir that hoth in Paris and in the provin-
cesall the nnger and disuppointment of the in-
vestors is directed against parlinment, while
exmpathy is extended to]M. de Lesseps. Both
M. de Lexseps and M. de Normandie duily re-
ceive numerous letters from holders of -
ma shares and honds encouraging them with
assuranees and promises that every possible
sncrifice will be made to save the enterprise,
Nowbere ix there heard a word of complaint
against M. de Lesseps, who s ranther regzord-
ed as n martyr. On the other hand, there is
every indieation that when the deputies who
voted ngninat the bill come forward for re-
clection they will find a very intense feeling
agninst them, The feeling on the hourse is
lesn gioomy. There was a general rise in
prices, Panamn canal shares advancing 12
france, Rio Tintos 11 franes and  Snez canal
6 franes. The eabinet has decided that when
the committee’s report on the bankruptey
hill is presented to the senate, the president
of that body shall usk leave to interrupt the
budget debute in order to detach from the
bankruptey bill an article applicable to the
position of the Panama (‘uun‘ company, the
object being to save it from bunkruptey.

Britixh War in Africa.

The combined force of Egyptinum have
mivde an attack upon the rebel position nt
Suakim in Afrien.  The British lost four men
Killed and two wounded during a gallant
cavalry charge. The Egyption and black
regiment. charged the trenches and earried
them brillinntly, loking two men  killed and
thirty wounded, The only offficers wounded
in the attacking foree were two  Egyvptiane.
The rebel loss is now stated to have been
400, An official dispateh from Gen.,  Gren-
foll says: “The hussars who followed the flee-
ing Arabs have returned. They chaxed the
enemy 1o a point within four miles of Han-
doub. The enemy  were still fiying. Before
diown next. morning the Dritish man-of-war
Starling and-an Egyptinn stenmer moved up
the coast with orders to cover the rebels ut
Hanboub. At daybrenk the forts opened
fire upon  the rebiel trenches and  the troops

advanced  to the  attack, the black
brigndde on  the  right  flank  and  the
cavalry and mounted  infantry covering

The Seottish Borderers, the V
and the Egyptian Iy ocenpied an em-
bankment between the forts, the British in-
fantey being held in reserve.  The forts shell-
ed the trenches, keeping up o territic tire. The
cnemy held their ground with intense cour-
age, until the black brigade eharged the
trenches, which fell after halt an hour's hard

fighting, The rebels fought with fanatieal
bravery. Two of the enemy’s guns were cap-
tured.

Osmun Digna'snephew and t welve dervishes
were made prisoners in the fight. They are
wounded. Complaints are being made re-
garding the quality of the sabres furnished
the cavalry, three of which  were broken in
tihe nttack. The men alko complain thas
their movements are hindered by their heavy
revolvers,

that xection ofthe country. The disease at-
tacks the glunds of the thront, and in the
mujority of cases cnuses n swelling which ex.
tends from the point of the juw to the breast,
making malters of respiration and eating of
great difliculty. In from eight to ten duys
thix gathering, which containg alarge amount
of matter, breaks, und not until then is prop
or surgical assistunce possible.  Thus far the
fuvoruble open weather has saved them, but
should a cold snap set in a great ortality
will be the result.
