SENATE. 
The senate bill constituting Gladstone, 

Mich., a port of deliverer in the customs dis­
trict of Superior was reported and passed. 

The senate resumed consideration of the 
railroad land forfeiture bill. 

Pending the discussion, the senate, on no-
tiou of Mr. Gibton. look up nnd passed the 
house joint resolution appropriating 
000 to ho used by the secretary of war tor 
the relief of destitnto persons in the district 
overflowed by tlio Mississippi river and its 
tributnrie*. 

The senate committee on education and 
labor received a delegation of presidents of 
state agricultural colleges, who presented the 
needs of their institutions to the committee 
in connection with the consideration of the 
Morrill educational aid bill. 

HOUHB. 
Mr. Cannon, of Illinois, from the commit* 

tee on appropriations, reported a joint reso­
lution appropriating; $150,000 to enulde 
tho secretary of war to distribute rations 
for the relief of destitnto people in the dis­
trict overflowed by tho Mississippi audits 
tributaries. Mr. Bland,of Missouri, inquired 
where congress found authority to appro­
priate money for tho reliof of the peoplo of 
tlx* various states. 

Mr. Cannon replied that he found it in pre­
cedents and in tho starving demands of SI5t-
000 persons. The joint resolution was pass­
ed. ltili to 24. 

On motion of Mr. Butterworth, of Ohio, 
yeas iL'o, nays, 100,—the House went into 
committee of the whole in tho legislative ap­
propriation bill. 

SENATE. 
Senator Moody called up the hill to vali­

date pre-emption filings to North nnd South 
Dakota, Montana and Washington made 
siinv the passage of the enabling act, nnd it 
was passed by the senate. The object ot the 
measure is to clear nil pre-emption titles from 
any shadow of cloud due to the wording of 
the enabling act which some attorneys hold 
repealed the pre-emption law. 

Senator Pettigrew reported favorably the 
bill makiug appropriations aggregating 
nearly $2,000 to enable the government to 
carry out the agreements made by the act ol 
last year and the commission with the Sioux 
Indians in South Dakota. The South Dako­
ta senator had secured the passage of a reso­
lution by the eointnittoo on Indimi uflairs 
instructing him to nsk immediate action, 

liOUSK. 
During the consideration of the Jrgislativs 

appropriation bill by Carterof Montana pre* 
seated an amendment calling for an increase 
of twenty-seven clerks in the general laud 
office. The debate that followed showed up 
the fact that the business of this department 
is from eighteen months to three years INJ-
hind, undthat therenre nlmostSOO,000cases 
there awaiting adjustment. 

SKNATK. 
Mr. Blackburn introduced a bill for the ad­

mission of Arizona to the Pnion, which has 
t>een pending for sotno time in the house 
commit tee on territories. 

Mr. Ingalls introduced a bill grantiugn pen­
sion of $0 a month to all person who served 
in the late war not less than three months 
nor more than one year; to those serving 
more than a year aad not exceeding 800 
days, $8 a month, aud to those who served 
over 800 days, one cent pur diem for each 
day's service. No person who is worth ff>.-
000 at. the time of filing his application shall 
bo entitled to this service pension. 

HOIT-H. 
Mr. Funston, from the committee on agri­

culture reported to the house the senate bill 
providing for the inspection of meats for ex-
portatioii and prohibiting the importation 
of adulterated articles uf food and drink, etc. 
An nincudiucut to the bill makes it include 
drug*. 

Mr. Hal) of Minnesotaintroducedabill pro-
vidingfor.-iuim ouic tax. Therutesfixed and 
the principal provisions are as follows; Upon 
an income o! over $2,000 and not exceeding 
ftt,000,!4 of 1 per cent: over $3,000 nnd not 
exceeding So.000,lsof 1 perccnt;ovcr$5,000, 
and not exceeding $10,000,% of 1 percent, 
aud upon the income of any individual inex* 
cess of $10,000 there should be paid on such 
excess 1 per cent. 

SKNATK. 

The senate passed the land forfeiture bill. 
Mr. Dumb, who had ehurgo of the bill, dis­
cussed Mr. Call's amendment us to lands in 
Fioriiiti. Mr. Call's amendment was laid on 
the table—U0 to 18—a party vote. 

A Southern senator wanted the land of tho 
Northern Pacific forfeited back to Bismarck. 
Senators Mitchell and Dolph had tilts with 
opponents of bill. Several amendments were 
offered and rejected. An amendment of Mr. 
Moody was agreed to declaring that the art 
shall not be construed to confer any right on 
any state, corporation or person to lands 
that were expected in the grants. The bill 
wus then passed without division. 

uorsK 
Ttie president sent to the house a message 

vetoing the bill for the erection of a public 
building at Dallas, Texas. The bill made an 
Appropriation of $200,000 for the construe* 
jbion of an addition to the building lomidetcd 
in 1X80. 

The senate resolution wns concurred In 
concerning the irrigation of the arid lands in 
the valley of tho itio Grande und the con­
struction of a dam across that river at or 
near K1 Paso for tho storage of its warfe 
waters. The president is requested to enter 
into negotiations with the government of 
Mexico with a view to the irrigation of the 
valley. 

SENATE. 

Mr. Dolph, from the committee on foreign 
relations, reported a concurrent resolution 
requesting the president to negotiate with 
the governments of Great Britian and Mex­
ico with a view of souring treaty stipulation 
for the prevention oftheentrj' into the United 
Stutes of Chinese from Canada and Mexico, 
and he nsked forits immediate consideration. 
Mr. lngails objected, however, und the reso­
lution went over till to-morrow. 
4 The senate resumed consideration of the 
customs administration bill. 

HOUSE. 

Mr. McKinley (Ohio), from the committee 
on rules, reported a resolution providing for 
theimmedinto consideration of the senate 
service pension bill, to which the Morrill ser­
vice pension bill may bo ordered as a substi­
tute, After some opposition and debate, the 
resolution w/ut adopted and Mr. Morrill 
(Kansas) took toe t'por for the explanation• 
of and in support of his tylj. He "aid that 
this act of justice had been too long post* 
poned. Jf the government were to grant a 
service pension it should do it without delay. 

Mr. Yoder, of Ohio, spoke in favor of the 
service pension bill whicli had been endorsed 
by the (i. A. It. and other veteran organiza­
tions. The minority opposed tlie Morrill 
bill not because it paid pensions, but be­
cause it did not grant liberal pensions, lie 
charged the I rpu'dicans with being untrue 
to their protni es to the soldier. 

The senate bin as amended by the substl* 
tute then wus passed—-yeus 179, nays 70. 
CT-oud applause.] 

The bill authorizes the secretary of the in­
terior to place on the pension roll the name 
of any officer o> enlisted man of GO years of 
age or over, or who shall hereafter reach 
that ugf*. wlio served 90 days or more in the 
army, navy or marine corps'(>f tba United.

•aid a young player the other day. 
"1 don't known how it comes about, 
but managers seem to have no consid­
eration for the climate in their ar­
rangement ol "pieces. When 1 was 
traveling with the company we 
always used to do tilings like 'Siberia,' 
that required us to dress in furs in 
summer time, and we sweat under 
them well, I can tell you. Theu we 
invariably did 'Julius Ciesar' in the 
west in the dead o! win ter. Good heav­
ens! it gives me a chill now when I 
think ol the niehts I have lain on the 
lloor of Nebraska barns as the* mur-
deied Cmsar, with my breast and one 
arm bare and zero breezes creepinc up 
through cracks in the floor and steal­
ing in through doors and windows at 
the wings. I had to lie there for ten 
solid minutes after 1 fell and didn't 
even have the liberty of shivering. 

"After awhile they gave me Mark 
Antony to play, and I don't know 
but I suffered worse in that, for after 
the address to the populace I left the 
stage in a cast iron perspiration and 
dived into a dressing room full of 
draughts and a temperature below 
freezing to make my change. I have 
caught malaria in damp dressing 
rooms under the ground. I have 
Bhaken iny internal appliances out ol 
place by doing a twenty-foot fall eight 
times a week for a season. I have 
been on deck for nearly twenty-four 
hours at a stretch, what with re­
hearsals, matinees and evening per­
formances. I hiivu gone to bed at 1 
a. m. and got up at 4 to catch trains. 
I have played hard parts when I was 
sick enough to be in bed. I have 
traveled all night and all day, unable 
to get a sleeper, and struck a town 
too late for supper, and have gone di­
rectly to the theater and howled and 
luughed on an empty stomach. 

"I can't abide pork, yet I've been 
compelled to live on nothing else while 
playing the southern circuit. I've 
done museum work where I've had to 
study six, eight and ten parts in a 
week, comedy one day, tragedy that 
night, comic opera, pantomime, bur­
lesque, spectacle, melodrama, farce, 
sensation and society pieces all in a 
bunch. I've 'carried the banner' 
through the streets a'.l night when I 
hadn't' money enough to pay for a 
lodging, and when the ghost has failed 
to walk I've had to call 'on my uncle' 
with my clothe^ and books and 
'piops' to adjust matters amicably 
with my landlord. People who have 
ah idea that an actor's trade is all 
roses and sunshine and genteel leisure 
and wealth haven't got tl)e correct 
idea, that's all."—Brooklyn Eaele.

L.ong before hour glasses, or sand 
glasses, were used in churches to indi­
cate the time occupied in the de­
livery of sermons, they were used in 
tournaments to limit the duration of 
combats and prevent them Irom be­
ing really sanguine encounters.

And they were, eventually, 
so identified with scholarship, as well 
as preaching, that artists frequently 
placed an hourglass as well as a book 
in the back-ground oi their portraits 
of eminent scholars. Thay were also 
made use of at' sales. But though 
thus used in the fifteenth and six­
teenth centuries, it was in the pulpit 
of the seventeenth century that they 
obtained their wider popularity, and 
on tombstones of the same period 
that they were most frequently delin­
eated. The high pew,' or "pue," as it 
jised to be written, the long sermon 
and the hour glass by tlie pulpit, are 
as vivid a presentment pt Queen 
Anne's time, too, as W011I4 lie the 
snuff-box, the clouded cane, or the 
fan i and brocades of the fashionable 
folks who took the air in the Mali.
