TKo Native* UH a Sort of Pepper 
Box to Oat ic Into Tholr Noses. 

Tho Icelandic luxury thnt swims 
most-popular among the men is snuff, 
and thejr have the most astonishing 
method ot taking,it yet discovered by 
man, with all the ingenuity that has 
been exercised in titillatingthe nerves 
of the nose with tobacco powder. The 
Icelander takes hia snuS from s horn 
—a small horn and crooked, not too 
erooksd, but with one positive curve, 
aa in the horn ot a bull. The end o! 
this horn is prepared after the man-
ner of the apex of a pepper box, the 
object being to provide a means of 
sifting (aa one siits pepper) the snuff 
from the horn. 

Now the Icelander clasps the horn 
firmly In his right hand, the large end 
next his little finger, and, in case of an 
sxtra large horn, extending beyond 
the hand. This brings the Tittle end 
of the horn between the thumb and 
fore-finger, the nosxie pointing up­
ward. The little end of the horn is in­
serted in the nose and shaken, while 
the nose performs its own office in 
snuffing with a vigor corresponding to 
the anxiety of the proprietor.
