Minneapolis, June 20.—1'lie’ most dis-
astrous .ire which has ever visited
Minneapolis accomplished its work of
destruction' and death last night, and
within an hour after the fire' biroke out
six brave fircnien paid the penalty of
thelr lives for thelr faithfulness in
striving to save the property of otlers.

The fire, which resulted in the great-
est fatality to firemen ever known to
have oecurrcd at any one time in the
history of “the* Northwest, broke out
at 10:40 o'clock in the rear of the four
story brick structure at 240 and 242
First avenue south, which was occu-
pled by the firm of McDonald Bros.,
and. heavily stocked with crockery,
glassware, chinaware, and silverware.
The fire is supposed to have origina-
ted among the packing and boxes kept
in the rear portion of the bullding, and
had made great headway before the
firemen were on the ground, although
they appearced In an incredibly short
time after the alarm was turned in,
several of the engine houses being
within a few blocks of the scene of
the fire. The McDonald Brothers
block was a five story brick. There
was no hope at any thue after the fire
was discovered to save it from com-
plete destruction. All the firemen
seemed to have In mind wss to pre-
vent the Ere from spreading to the ad-
Jolning buildings. The greanter part of
the apparatus turned out to the
alarm. The extension hook and Iad-
der was holsted promptly and a num-
ber of the firemen were on the top of
the bullding before the flames burst
through.

Washington avenue, after the flames
had burned briskly for a quarter of
an hour, was the first Intimation of
Immiediate danger. The firat fall was
followed by another pile of tumbling
brick. Under this the. firrmen who
were kiled were caught. Beside the
six killed, thirteen people were In-
Jured, some badly. The loss is $100,-
000. Up to the moment the wall fell
the thought of the firemen had been
to save the valuable property from de-
struction.” From that moment on, al-
though they worked with the energy
of demons at war with demons, thelr
thoughts were with the brave fellows
whom they had seen dragged, limp,
lifeless and fearfully mangled, from
amid the heap of hot and smoking
rulus. The firemen were ordered Into
the alley between the crockery house
and a saloon. Soon three streams of
water were playing on the fire from
that position, when without a mo-
wents warning the entire wall on that
slde collapsed with a great crash,
burylug a number of firemen in the
.ruins. On Watchington avenue all was
confusion, and a great many  people
were moving their poesessions Into
the street ns rapidly as they could
haul_thep down stairs. The entire

W littered with trunks,
bird cages and all other moveable ar-
ticles. The glass front of the North
Star Clothing company blew out with
a great crash, and clothing was scat-
tered In all directions. A woman who
had just passed the store before the
explosion occurred uttered a scream
and fell to the ground in a dead faint.
She was carrled Into Barge's restau-
rant, but no sooner had she been
placed In a chair than the cry was
raised that the bullding was about to
collapse. She was quickly placed ina
cab, hut the rumor proved to be un-
founded. All the stores in the hame-
diate vicluity closed their doors and
the street was given up to the fire-
men.

BIG FIRE IN FRISCO.

SEVERAL .BLOCKS OF BUILDINGS
ARE DESTROYED,

After Property Valued at Two Mill-
fen Dellars is Destroyed a Change
in the Wind Prevents the Destruc-
tion of a Large Portion of the City

8an Franelsco, June 20.—8hortly be-
fure ¢ o'clock lust-evening a fire broke
out In the rear of the San Francisco
box factory located on the corner of
Iifth and Bryant streets. The factory
was a two story frame bullding, filled
with inflammable material. The fire
spread rapidly. and it scon became ap-
parent that a serious conflagration
was threatened. The first nlarm was
turned in from Eox No. 53, and it was
immediately responded to by the de-

partinent. A sccond alarm was sent
in upon the fire spreading rapidly to
the Liberty SBofa works adjoining on
the other side of the lock. Within n
few minutes the entire east cnd of the
block bcunded by Bannon and Bryant
stree(s was u mass of flames., A very
kirong southerly wind was blowing,
tud it was deemed ost to turn in a.
second alarm. The flames soon ex-
tended all over the lock, destroying in
n few minutes the yards of the Spring
Valley Water works and the furniture
factory of H. Eueller. The box fac-
tory of Korbell Bros. at No. 723 Bry-
ant street, also the stable of H. Wash-
burn at No. 657 Bryant street, and the
carriage factory of G. W. Phelan and
the sodan factory of J. Horstmann
were all destroyed In short order.

I'he high wind which fanned the fire
and swept it on In a mad career drove
the fireman back by degrees, and the
situation ecnme critical.

Long Tongues of Flames

ghot out from the flaming mass clear
across the street, and from time to
time the hose had to e turned on the
buildings which threatened to Involve
n still Inrger territory In the conflagra-
tion. The firemen were reinforced hy
the full department by this time, and
fought manfully to confine the fire
within the block where it started.

By 6:45 the whole of the Dblock
bounded by Fourth, Fifth, Bannon,
and Dryant streets was destroyed,
with the exception of the machine
shops on the corner of lourth and
Bryant. At that hour the fire was
spreading rapidly toward Bluxom
sireet, sweeping on Its way the lum-
ber yard of Van Wart, on the corner
of Kourth and Baunon, the Mehan
Lumer company, on Brannon street,
and various small machine shops and
tenements.

The Intense heat made it difficult to
utilize to its full capacity the water
supply, which was anything but sufii-
clent, owing to the unusual numer of
hydrants called into play all over the
distriet. The water tower rendered
most efticient service, furnishing a jet
of water which could be rendered ser-
viceale where the other streams that
were thrown upon the flames were
turned into steam before they had
barely left the nozzles. The Wright,
Carrick & Willlams ox factory is en-
tirely destroyed. Main & Winches-
ter's harness factory on Fifth and
Bryant rtreets {8 n complete loss,

The Wind Changcs.

At 9:30 p. m. the tire department of-
ficiuls pronounced the five practically
under control. 'The wind shifted to
the southewest, driving the flames
back over the burned area. The lim-
its of the fire were contined o the
houger Immediately about the burned
district. The flames were within 100
yards of the rallroad yards and thelr
officcs. Over 100 fawilies have lost
their homes and all they possessed,
The burned district includes factories,
stores, wineries aud dwellings.

One death s reported. A Miss Gll-
roy, while attempting to save some of
her belongings, was covered with the
burpning oil and burned to death. A
number of people received Injuries
from falling walls and fiying thnbers.

The change In the wind and the big
brick wineries and the railroad offices
are what snved the day for the fire-
men. The flames were checked by
the structures, and the firemen had a
chance to do some work. ~Now that
the fire has gone ack over the burned
district, the tiremen gre paying no at-
tontion fo it, but are watching the big
bulldings that seem to be In danger.
The loss will probably be $2,000,000, A
hundred families are homeless.
