Constantinople, Oct 19.—An trade 
wa* promulgated to-day, announcing 
that the aulton haa Signed the Arme­
nian reform scheme demanded by the 
powers. 

Some of the Armenians who re­
opened their stores, thus disobeying 
the orden of the Armenian commit­
tee, have been-fined, and three mer­
chants, It I* asserted, have been com­
pelled by threats to pay thl* commit­
tee between 800 abd 400 Turkish 
pounds, each. The matter was brought 
to the attention of the Turkish au­
thorities, and aa a result several mem-
ben of the Armenian committee who 
took part In forcing the Armeniana to 
close their stores have been arrested. 

According to the latest Information 
received here from Treblsond, Arme­
nia, .*.480" persons wen killed during 
the recent rioting there. The gratis 
vtsier, Kiamil Pasha, haa iasued an 
order holding tile governor of Trebl­
sond responsible for all loss of life 
.hereafter, through political or relig­
ious disturbances. Reports received 
hen from various districts of Anatolia 
say that the Armenians have been de­
prived of their weapons, and that the 
latter have been given to Mussulmans. 
In addition, In the district of Kharput 
quantities of arms have been distrib­
uted to the Turks. When the Vail of 
Kharput wa* questioned on the sub­
ject he said that if the Armenians re­
mained quiet, no injury would come to 
them.

Constantinople, Oct 10.—The appeal 
of the sultan to the Russian ambassa­
dor, A. J. de Nelldoff, to cause tbe re­
call of tbe order for a Russian gun­
boat to go to Treblzone, has proved 
futile. French and Russian steamers 
are taking numbers of Armenians ref­
ugees from Treblzone. Tbe report of 
a riot at Akhlssar, in the vilayet cf 
Adln, on the Anatolian railway, dur­
ing which SO Armenian* were killed 
on Oct. », a market day, by a Moslem 
mob, Is confirmed. The Turks picked 
a quarrel with the unarmed Arme­
nians, and, being armed with rovolv-
en and knives, looted the market and 
massacred tbe helpless Christians, aft­
erward throwing their bodies into tbe 
well*. Twenty bodies bave already 
been recovered from the wells and 
have been Interred In tbe presence of 
the Armenian bishop of Ismld.

PROUD DAT FOR MILWAUKEE 

IkwHa* Stars aad Fire Spray—Bad 
of the Festivities. 

Milwaukee, Oct. 10.—When tbe part­
ing "good night" flame* of last night 
on the lake front died out In tbe midst' 
of shooting stara and sprays of fire 
and expired In a shower of rockets, 
Milwaukee'* semi-centennial wa* over. 
The second day of the celebration was 
ushered In like the first with the 
booming of cannon and the blowing of 
whistles. And when the day dawned 
It was found that the weather clerk, 
had granted another fine day, and tbe 
fun began afresh, and the city gave 
Itself up to a second long round of 
pleusure, business being abandoned 
with a recklessness strange, Indeed, 
for conservative Milwaukee.

Archbishop Talks Aboat 
Letter From Pope Leo. 

St. Paul, Oct. 10.—Archbishop In­
land In an Interview wltb tbe Asso* 
elated Press representative to-day, 
said: 

"The word* of Pope Leo are In no 
manner of means a condemnation of 
parliaments of religions. He merely 
prescribes the methods or oondltlon* 
nnder which Catholics may take part 
In them. He deems uuadvlsable tbe 
promiscuous, assembling of Catholics, 
with men of all foruiB of religion, 
Buddhists aud Mohammedans, as well 
as non-Catholic Christians, upon the 
same platform for the discussion of 
religious questions. The pope, no 
doubt, somewhat fears, as many oth­
ers did and do, that from such prv 
miscuouB gatherings the Impression* 
go out Into tbe public mind that all 
forms of religions are looked upon as 
of equal value and equal sufficiency. 
The Catholics who participated in the 
Chicago parliament of religions were 
not without their misgivings as to the 
peril of impressions of this kind. But 
circumstances did not suggest or al­
low other arrangements than promis­
cuous assemblages—and In view of 
tbe general good expected from their 
participation in the congress. Catho­
lics did not keep themselves aloof, sat­
isfying their consciences that all 
tbings would be made right by their 
emphatic and repented declarations 
that the principles of the Catholic 
fnlth remained intact and nothing 
done or said should be taken as plac­
ing other religions on the same foot­
ing as the Catholic. But now, when 
congresses or parliaments of religions 
are becoming frequent and seem des­
tined to be permanent institutions, It 
Is felt that such care ought to lie 
takeu by Catholics thnt not even the 
most delicate and scrupulously con­
scientious among the children of the 
church be alarmed or thnt the most 
unthinking non-Catliolic be led to mls-
appreheud the Catholic position. 
Ileuce the words of warning coming 
from the sovereign pontiff."

Peaeh Leather. 
This Is an old-fashioned Virginia 

sweet, and wben well made Is a nice 
addition to the little sweets "for sfter 
dinner." — 

To each pound of ripe peaches allow 
one-fourth pound of granulated sugar; 
wipe, but do not para tbe peacbes, 
remove the stones, add tbe sugar snd 
cook slowly, stirring snd mashing all 
the while until dry enough to spread 
In thin sheets on oiled paper on boards. 
Have the sheet not over one-sixteenth, 
of an inch thick. Stand In the suu to 
dry, and when dry lift like a sheet ot-
leather, put It on a baking board, and 
with a rolling pin roll lightly until It 
Is perfectly even. Now roll it np as 
you would a roll of noodles. Wrap it 
in wax paper, put away in a tin box, 
and when ready to use cut thin slices 
from the end. allowing It to remain In 
ths roll.—Mn.
