Mrs. Moran bad not for years lived In 
happy domestic relations with her 
husband, and according to common 
rumor bad consorted with Theophile 
Deloria for some time before Moran's 
death and the same thing, it is said, 
has been going on since Moran's 
death. Mrs. Moran had a year or so 
before Moran's death obtained a di­
vorce, but at the time of the 
death, had been keeping house with 
ber husband for some months. Mrs. 
Moran is rather a neat appearing 
woman of about thirty-eight years of 
age. Deloria is a widower with one 
child and has made bis home with 
his parents Mr. and Mrs. Joseph De­
loria in this city since the death of 
his wife. Ulrich Moran was a man 
universally liked, and was an indus-
trous man, apparently doing all he was 
able to make bis home cemfortable.

Delabay, 150 acres, 31 
bushels; John Walton, 110 acres, 32 
busbels; Ed, Purdy, 150 acres, 30 bush­
els. Near Crystal Dan Molver from 
155 acres, bad 5,000 busbels. Harry 
Carr, on 105 acres averaged 33 bushels. 
Harry deserves special mention as 
what one man and four horses can do 
on a Pembina county farm.
