How Ruccesful Farmers Operate Thls
Department of the Farm—A Few

Hints as to the Care of Live Stook
and Poultry,

Milk Fever.
From Farmers’ Roview: The un-
dersigned was glad that you made re-
ply to Mr. Hoard's request for informa-

cal}: to the next to prevent milk fever.
I like very much most of what you say.
I know that milking cows before they
calve to keep the udder reduced does
not alwass prevent milk fever; I don’t
believe it ever does. &

I assessed this town fourteen years
In successlon, and for ten years I think
I made it a point to ask every farmer
(we are all dairymen) in town if he
bad lost any cows with milk fever the
last year. The first year I found sev-
enty-five cows had dled thoe previous
year out of some ninety that had hal
the disease, or something like 1t. Six
®f those cows that died had not been
dried before they calved, and twenty-
six had been milked from - three to
seven days before tLey calved. 1
learned so much from my brother
dairymen of town in those ten years
about the bad elfects of milking from
calf to calf and 3 few days before par-
turition, all of which agreed with my
experience, that 1 have waged war
against the practice ever since—anil
expect to as long as I can write and
get my letters published.

The 1ast year I assessed the town I
found but nine cows had died with
milk fever the previous year, and six
of them had been milked to prevent it.

Of the between 400 and 500 dairymen
of this town, I don’t think there are
8ix who milk any of their cows from
calf to calf, or start the milk from the
<ow before she is a mother. They dry
their heifers the first year eight or ten
weeks before the second calf, and it’s
no trouble in after years to dry them
about that time. There never was and
not likely to be a heifer which could
not be safely dried eight weeks before
the secomnd calf, and the Jerseys are
not exceptions,

After it became fully impressed upon
the dairymen of this great cow county
that they had better give their cows
about the same rest in a year that
they took themselves, viz., one-seventh
of the year, and that they would not
be tepted to start the milk of one
until after there was a mother, and
that they would throw away the papers
of epsom salts, saltpetre, etc.,’and give
the bottles of aconite, nitre, etc., to
kill sheep, dogs, rats, etc., and see that
the cows had ample exercise all the
year around—it was not long before
the cow doctor at Sheboygan Falls
could put in most of bis time at home.

We have not had a cow doctor at
Sheboygan Falls in ten years, although
the fine farms all about are fully
stocked with milch cows. Our drug-
gist says he rarely ever sells epsom
salts or other drugs, except in small
quantities. If the dairymen of this
county should use epsom salts as is
recommended by some of our dairy
\papers, it would have to be shipped in
here by the carload. How our drug-
gist would open his eyes if one of our
large dairymen should step in with
three or four grain sacks and order
them filled with epsom salts! That
would be the way to buy them if we
used them as is s0 often recommended.

Glve me mashes, roots, gruels, etc.,
every time. Of course, men who do not
know how to feed and care for cows
to avold milk fever and other numer-
ous ills might as well milk from calf
to calf as not. D

Mr. Editor, the only fault I find with
your remarks as regards milk fever is,
*“We also know that it is practically
impossible to dry up many cows for
even a few days before calving time.”

The man that ralses poultry should
have some way of distinguishing the
products of the different years, Put-
ting on metallic rings is one of the
best methods, Thus, one year the rings
can be put on the right legs and the
next year on the left legs. This need
not be done till the fowls have just
about reached maturity. There will
be no danger of confounding the first
and third years, for the third year
birds will be disposed of generally by
the time the first year birds are grown.
But if it be desiréd to keep birds for
& number of years different colored
rings may be used. Thus for two years
use brass rings and for the next two
years use steel rings. They may also
differ in width. Again, one kind of
rings might be used on all ages, but
the year dates might be put on them.

Guardiog Against Anthrax

As a rule farmers and stock ralsers
are too careless in their handling of
animals affected by diseases that are
either unknown to the owners of the
animals or are known to be contagi-
ous or infectious. Both anthrax and
blackleg, when known or suspected to
exist, should be carefully handled, The
man that has charge of such animals
should be impressed with the fact that
those diseases are transmissible to
man and may prove quickly fatal.
There .are instances on record wheve
post-mortem investigationshave result-
ed fatally to the men that made them,
as the blood gives the disease by mere-
-1y coming in contact with the skin
of a human being. Not only the blood
but all parts of the carcasses may be
the means of conveying the disease.
This is especially true if the physieai
ccaditim of the person exposed is not
or the Jest.

When an animal is taken slightly
sick with a disease that is suspecterl
to be anthrax such an animal ghouid
in no wise be soid for meat, as it has
Leen found that even cooking will not
render harmless the germs of anthrax.
Aioreover in that case the butchers
are constantly expcsed. History tell3
us of great life losses from eating ani-
mals that had been slightly aftrected
by anthrax. For instance on the isl-
and of San Domingo an epidemic
broke out that carried away 15,000
reople. A medical examination showed
that the disease was due to the eating
of animals affected with anthrax. It
Is sald that epidemics of this kind fre-
quently breax out in Central Asia,
where horse flesh is quite a common
article of focd, the diseases being
started by the eating of horse flesh
that is tainted with anthrax.

The carcass of the arimal that has
died with anthrax is a hard thing to
get rid of. Burylng is not sufficient %o
kill the germs and they will get ‘o
the surface no matter how deeply the
carcass may be buried. Moreover the
carcass of the horse-is seldom buried
very deep. It is too much work to diz
a hole deep enough to thoroughly de-
stroy even an ordinary disease. But
years after the burying of a carcass
that was affected by anthrax cattls
have diled from eating the grass over
the grave. Investigations showed that
every blade of grass in that locality
contained anthrax germs. Burning is
the only method that can be depended
on, and this should be practiced wher-
ever possible, As a second best man-
ner of disposing of the carcass we
might suggest air-slacked lime, though
this is not sure of being effective due
to the fact that too little lime is gen-
erally used.

About Duecks.

Ducks should not be kept too warm;
they can stand a great deal of cold and
exposure, says Country Gentleman.
They will prefer to remain out in. al
the snow storms, and will seek the
house or shelter only at night. There
is one important point to be observed
in‘housing. Although th2y are natur-
ally water animals, they cannot stand
damp bedding. The litter must be
kept dry, otherwise they will be crip-
pled with rheumatism. .

Give them, at this time of year, as
well as in warm weather, all the exer-
cise possible. Yard them, if you will
but Jet the yards be of fair size.

A good ration for breeders is hall
cornmeal and half wheat bran, tc
which add a liberal Landful of coarse¢
or black builders’ sand; mix all thor-
oughly together wiih waler, and feed
i rather a moist or sloppy consistency
and never dry. Three times a week
add a small portion of soaked ground
beef scraps to this ration. Add alsc
boiled and finely chopped vegetables
and give whole cabbages every day.
Whole grain, like corn, i{s not a natura)
food for ducks, although they will eal
it. Soft and moist food {8 more to
their fancy. When they are fed, which
should‘ be only twice a day, fresh wate:
should be within easy reach, as they
will take a billful of feed and then
wash it down with water. If the watez
is omitted they sometimes choke.
Breeding ducks should not be allowed
to become over fat.

Combination of Feed for Swine.

‘combination of feeds is better than s
single feed, though the feeds be prae:
tically the same. Corn and Kafir fed
together, equal parts of each, gave
much better results than either alona
Soaking 'of corn is of doubtful ~ad.
