CALLS CREAM-RATE HEARING

Rallroad Commissioners Believe Local
Express Charges Are Too High—
May Change Inter-State Rates

Bismarck.—The Commissioners of
rallrodds have called an express cream-
rate hearing to he held in this city,
following the lignite coal rate hearing,
and every creamery in the state is in-
terested in this matter.

The commissioners believe the lo-
cal rates are extremely high and the
rates to the concentration plants out-
side the state so low i cogparison
that the local creameries are suffer-
ing and even the largest creameries
of the state are at a decided disad-
vantage. Practically all of North Dak-
-ota’s cream, it is said, is being ship-
ped out of the state and to the Twin
City creameries; the North Dakota
creameries receiving a very small pro-
portion of it

According to information received
here, the interestate rate has been
approved by the interstate Commerce
Commission and there is nao hope of
reducing that rate. The commission-
ers of railroads however, will prob-
ably change the interstate rates .so
as to give the local creameries a
chance tp compete with the larger
outside éoncern.

TAX METHOD I8 DETERMINED.

Supreme Court Declsion Holds Asssse-
ment Against Velva, N. D, In-
stitution as Owner Is Vold.

Bismarck.—On the appeal of the
Merchants State bank of Velva vs.
McHenry county amd its taxing offi-
cers to the supreme court, the method
is determined of taxing state and na-
tional banks stock under our atate
laws,

It 1s held that the capital stock, sur-
plus, reserve funds,. undivided prof-
its, loans and discounts, banking furni-
ture and’ fixtures not real estate, cam
not be taxed to'the bank as owner and
that a tax on them levied against the
bank is void.

Nor can these items be.taxed except
as they are included in and make up
the value of shares. The bank i8 not
taxed, but the shares are taxed in the
name of the shareholders as owners.
Instead of the Merchants State bank
being the person taxed, the court
holds the taxito be legal must be as-
sessed and levied against the owners
of shares of that bank.

The county undertook to enforce this
tax levied against the bank instead of
against the ghareholders. The bank
brought action in equity to restrain
collection and, to cancel the void tax.
The action is dismissed, the holding
being that the county cannot resort
to equity because it has full reflef in
law action.

Its duty is to pay tbe tax and then
sue the county and recover it back, If
a void tax could be cancelled by action
the courts would be kept busy passing
upon the validity of alleged void taxes
while the income“of counties might
be seriously impaired by the simple
means of litigation. The county is re-
sponsible for any money illegally col-
lected. Payment must be first made
and the illegality be determined after-
wards in a suit against the county.

The state tax commission appeared
by George E. Wallace with the state’s
attorney of McHenry in resisting can-
cellation of the tax.

This decisior will go far towards
bringing about uniformity in bank tax-
ation in the 800 banks in the state, ef-
fecting probably 05,000 stockholders.
The shareholders are assessed in the
county wherein the bank is situated
whether they realde there or not. Of
course, real estate owned by a bank is
assessable to it as owner.

The holding has referemce only to
the ordinary banking asset. The
state tax commission will doubtless
take steps to have assessments made
in conformity with the opinion of the
court which is by Goss, justice.
