Anlmals Need Juley Feed,

The digestive organs of anlmals that
¢hew thelr cud are so lormed as to
refuire comparatively fuley and bulky
food. The cow ean not thrive on dry
food as wall as the horse, The ldedl
food for the dalry cow Is good pas-
ture, but for n large part of the year
green pasture s not asvallable. The
best substitutes fo furnish thls succu-
lent feed during this period are root
crops and corn silage. Corn yields
about twice as much dry matter per
nore s do root cropa.  As root orops
require much more labor, silage s by
far the moat economical for those
where eorn can not be grown.

Corrcceting Aclidity in Soils

Acldity in solls, while not directly
Injurious Itgelf to most crops. Is not &
conditlon of fertility and nsually In-
dirates a nead of phosphates

Especially is it detrimental to the
growth of clovers, in that It doés not
favor the development of Dbacteria-
forming nodules on their roots, which
fix the ailrogen from the alr. Clay
ionm soils, the organic matter of which
hag been to o considerable extent ex-
hausted, should be kept in as favorable
u condition for the growth of olover
as possible, and the neutralizing of any
acldity 1s ome of the most Important
factors.
