Tho delivery of mall from moving
trains Is still more primitive, consist- -

ing morely of having the clerk hurl or
push the sacks out of the car as the
train rushes past the platform. Great
numbers of persons have been Injured
and some killed by being struck by
the whirling and rebounding sacks,
thrown with the force of a catapult,

In a number of Instances the bags
of mail have rolled under the wheels
of the train and have caused wrecks
or have been ground to pieces and the
mall destroyed. And these defects do
not take Into consideration the tremen
dour wear and tear on the mall bags
and pouches, one of tho largest items
of expense to the railway mail service.
