The stalks
and leaves and flower petals make
excellent fodder for cattle. As a fuel,

That was the opinion given by a

well-know- London doctor.
"Carrots differ from other vege-

tables In that they contain a large
amount of various sugars," he said.
"Properly cooked, they are sweet and
pleasant to the taste; they are also
carminative that Is, they promote di-

gestion.
"In its sleep-producin- g qualities the

carrot is closely allied to the onion,

and as a supper dish for insomnia pa-

tients It is to be strongly recom-

mended.
"It has also been averred that the

carrot Is excellent as a nerve tonic
and a mental stimulant. There can
be no doubt as to Its peculiar proper-

ties for Inducing sleep, but they should
not be eaten raw. They are very Indi-

gestible uncooked."
A lady who is an enthusiastic vege-

tarian gave one of the best recipes

for cooking this vegetable.
"Carrots are best cooked 'conserva-

tively,' " she said. "By this I mean
they should be cut in strips and al-

lowed to simmer, with butter, In a

double cooker. No water should be
added.

away with the hot water, as la done
when they are boiled.

We
hear tho qusetlnn asked, "How Is the
house heated?" or, more often, "Is
this a warm house?" These are Im-

portant questions; not more Impor-

tant now. It Is true, than in the, hot
summer weather, for even then the
wise home builder looks forward to
tho wintry days and provides against
tlvni by proper construction; but now
that, cold weather Is upon us tho ques-

tion of adequate heating seems to be
more present and absorbing.

With modern heating equipment
there Is probably no form of dwelling
that cannot be adequately heated.
Some, however, are very difficult to
heat nnd require a much larger heat-
ing plant and much more coal than
they should. This Is duo sometimes

times careless in this regard and it is

floors. This serves a double purpose,
as it not only makes the house warm-

er, but shuts out all furnace dust from
the cellar, or dampness H there should
he any.

Also great care should be taken that
what are called the rough sheathing
boards for the exterior --walls should
be good matched lumber.

;rave mistake. Much cold can find its
way in through even one large knot-
hole.

Restoring Garden of Eden.
Though theologians and geologists

An Englishman Is now engaged In

Sir
William Wlllcocks is the man. In
1908 he waa asked by the Turkish gov-

ernment to make a report on the sub-

ject of irrigating Mesopotamia, and
then engaged for Ave years as adviser
and instructor to carry out the neces-

sary surveys, etc. Sir William report-

ed that 8,200,000 acres of desert land
could be turned into garden by the
expenditure of $37,500,000 on twelve
projects. In his investigations Sir
William has discovered certain depres-

sions In the country which he believes
to be the site of ancient Irrigation
tsystem8 and that can be utilized to the
modern work. He expects to be able
to complete the work to Irrigate more
than 3,000,000 acres In three years.

"In tropical America tho plant at
tains a height of 20 feet and has a

flower over a foot ir diameter. In

Missouri it grows sometimes to ten
feet, with flowers in proportion. The
futu'r!' will develop other uses for the
sunflower."

HOTEL FOR THE NEWLYWEDS

OWNERSHIP OF A LETTER

Missive Does Not Belong to Person to
Whom It Is Sent Until

Delivered.

Under the postal regulations and
the rulings of tho highest courts of
the United States a letter docs not

to tho person to whom It la sent
until It la delivered to him. Tho writ-
er has a right to reclaim and regain
possession of- it, provided he can
prove to the satisfaction of the post-

master at the otlice from which it was
sent that he was the writer of It.
Even after the letter has arrived at
the office which Is Its destination, and
before it has been delivered to the
person to whom it is addressed, it
may be recalled by the writer by tele-
graph through the mailing ofllce.

. The regulations of the postofflce de-

partment of course require that the
utmost care shall be taken by the
postmaster at the ofllce of mailing to
ascertain that the person who desires
to withdraw the letter is really the
one who is entitled to do so, and the
postmaster is responsible for his er-

ror If he delivers the letter to the im-

postor or an unauthorized person.
The vital principle in our political

system lies at the bottom of this mat-
ter. In this country the state is the
servant or agent of the citizen not
his master. It remains merely his
agent throughout the transmission of
a letter. The state may prescribe reg-
ulations under which its own ser-
vants may carry a messago for the
citizen, but it cannot shirk Its respon-
sibility to him.

A Chinese Hero.

In full dress of a mandarin (the Pu
ting or police master named Chin,
who gave bis life for the peole. An
exile who was in the camp at Jaochow
and who owed the Hsien (District
Magistrate) a grudge, rode a Ijlack
horse to Lo-pin- and having killed the
Hsien got back for the Jaochow roll
call next morning.

As the murderer could not be found,
orders came from the capital that a
large number of people should be
killed. To prevent this slaughter ot
innocent folk the Pu ting, a good old
man, said he stabbed the Hsien after
a few words over the wine cups, and
he was consequently beheaded.
