At that time the
lobsters are in deep waters, some-
times as deep as 10 fathoms or over.
Loston is a lari;o lobster market and
so is New York. Singularly in the for-
mer city the male lobster is preferred,
while in the metropolis the female is
the favorite.

In Europe the wa'ers off the coasts
o Norway supply immense quantities
tit the popular crustacean. A species
of lobster is alio found off the Cape
of Good Hope, Africa.
