The first application of the name
Amoriea o the new world was maede
in & book entitled “Introducto Cos-
mographlios,” by Matthias Ringe-
mann, & German poet, whieh was
published at St Die, Lorralne, 417
YORrs wgo On the same day the
houds of the Vostiun oollege of St
Die met and disoussed the book, and
all the savants ngreed that Ameriea
would ba the most approprinte name
for the newly discovered oountry
across the oeenn,

It was pointed out thai Amerige
Vespueel was the first to set foot on
the mainland, while Columbus on s
firsat voyage had visited only some
unimporiant islands, Amerigo's ac-
vount of his vovage was slso the Nrst
to be published, wo that he galned a
temporary pre-cminence over Colum-
bus In the minds of his contempor-

nries.
As a renult of Ringemann's sug-
gedtion the name of America was

gonerully ndopted by the geographars
and sivants.  Within a few months
Martin Waldsemueller designed the
firat map on which the name “Ameri-
kan' appeared, This map, still In
existence, I8 four by elght feet in
stee, and wos also published at St
Die. The houge whare the savants
assombled and christened Amorice
#1111 stands and I8 an object of Inter-
exl 1o tourists who viglt the qualnt
old town in Lordlne,
