This
tobacco business Is only a "drop in the
bucket" compared with the stupendous
system of Infamous class leglslatlou for the
sole and exclusive benefit of New Kiiftland
manufacturers. But the day Is dawning
when this wicked and corrupt system of
making the whole country pay tribute to a
particular section and a very small sec-

tion at that will be fully understood and
appreciated ; and a Representative from
the West who will not speak, and vote, and
act for the good of his Immediate consti-
tuents, will be Indignantly cast aside as un-

worthy of his trust.
There was one feature in the proceedings

of the convention that we did not like the
evident timidity with which gentlemen ap-

proached the subject of their grievances.
We like bold, words such as
men speak who know their rights and are
determined to maintain thein. Rut when
such papers as the layton Jnwnwl glory In
the ascendency of New England measures
and principles, It was not, perhaps, to be

' wondered at that such members of thu con-

vention an pin their faith to the tall of the
Yankee kite ami endorse the heresy advo-

cated by the Journal, should draw it mildly.
No later thau last Saturday the very day

on which tho convention met the Jnurnnl
gave utterance to the sentiments contained
in the following paragraph, thus virtually
admitting tiff whole question, and tacitly
sanctioning the degradation and ruin to
which the whole west is subjected by rea-

son of the ascendency of the partial ami
unjust policy to which we have alluded.
Hear what the Animal says :

"The Nashville Jjttuatrlt indulged a
leader the other day, assuming to show
tiiat 'Turitanscau't govern." The assum--
tlon Is controverted by tho important tact
that they do govern wnerever tney settle.
Given a population of which one third are
New Englanders, anywhere in tills natiou.
and the predominating IntlucnccH of their
principles will soon exhibit itself whether
in trade, politics or religion."

Jnst so long as papers advocating the
taxation and subjugation of the Western
people, for the exclusive benellt of a few
hundred thousand of New Kugland manu-
factures are sustained, so long will these
odious and oppressive inequalities iu Con-

gressional legislation prevail. Jleretotorc
they have been able to cover up, to some
extent, this iniquitous system of class
legislation ; but in the matter of tobacco. It
could uot be done. The meal in the tub
was not sufllclent to hide the cat.

The people of the West may reasonably
expect more of this same class of legislation
during the present eehion of Congress, for

it is a significant fart that the chairman of
every Important committee Is from the
New England Mates.

Our people should be prepared for it.
What we of the West most need is a gene
ral convention, not only of the tobacco
growers, but of the farmers, mechanics,
manufacturers, laborers aud consumers of
all classes. Let us come together iu the
right spirit feeling that we have a com
mun interest to sustaiu resolved to assert
our manhood, and no longer submit to the
oppression and degradation of New Eng
land Interest, either politically, religiously
or pecuniarily.
