TERRIBLE FIGHT YESTERDAY

Two Men
MANY BADLY

We havo just learned from an
tome of the details of a tetrlble and

liloody light vlih'ii ooetirp'il yesterday
about two miles and o hall' thin side. of
Klelniioiid, on the Dayton and Western
Builroud. -

It appears that a freight train, with a

jjosscnger and baggage car attached,
Ing east. sto)rped atitlehmond. A party of

' Mune twenty-liv- e Irishmen, most of them
; ,1Bn(J(l whc ,H(1 w elllli0yed on the road,

amJ w,lo h(, Wu Bt.w.11(HK tt gHtherlng of
some sort III Itlehniond. got on board the
train, In the pasengr oar. They were nil,

l or nearly so, under the Influence Of whisky.
Soon after the train started they became
noisy and disorderly, using profane and
obscene language, to the great annoyance
of the passengers. Ou the conductor go-

ing to remonstrate with them, ho was
attacked by one of the men with a knife
nimu which he caught up a shovel and
knocked the man down. (l

Then tho light commenced. The train,
which had now procewled about tbcdlstanei
above staled, was slopped, and a general
tight ensued, lasting, as our Informant
states, fully half an hour, Those engaged
In it were the party named, ou one side,

and the engineer and firemen, the hands
working on the the train, and some of the
passengers ou the other. The weapons
used were knives, shovels, stone? and the
bolts used In coupling the cars.

One man the one who first uttucked the
conductor had both eyes entirely knocked
out; others were terribly cut about the
head and face, and bruised and maimed in
various ways, and whiui the train started
two men were left lying along side the track
supposed to be dead.

Our informant describes the scene as
bloody and revolting in the extreme, nnd
as he was present and taw all that trans-
pired, we have reason to believe that his
statements are not overdrawn or exagger-
ated. '

to mar the pleasure of those who hailed li
advent as a time of rational, peaceful enjoy-
ment. Let us hope for better things
should the Giver of all Qood permit us to
greet the return of another Christmas Day.

But while we thus hope, we confess that
we have but slight anticipation of a better
state of thhigs. The churches which here-
tofore exerted a salutary Influence over the
masses of the people are now powerless for
good. Political preaching has bo demoral-
ized the community, thai we fear almost
for tho foundations of Christianity ; and
certainly the Bacchauallau scenes of yes
terday have at least a tendency to dampen
the most sanguine hopes of the christian
patriot. While we would In no wise wish
to see the anniversary of tho day that
brought so much joy to the world observed
in a morose and Pharisaical spirit, yet the
lawlessness and intemperance which char-
acterized Its late return, we trust may never
be witnessed, again in our midst.
