AN EXTRAORDINARY TRAGEDY.

The Killing; of Senator Toons, or (irant
County, Wis., by his Son, and Subsequent
Suicide of the Parricide Particular ot
the Strange and Unnatural Deed.
One of the most shocking and singu

lar tragedies enacted in the West for
many a day was that of the killing of
.Hon. Milas xoung, oi urant county.
Wis., by his son, and the subsequent
suicide of the murderer. The following
details of the terrible affair are given by
a correspondent of the tjhicago Journal.

Your columns have already noted the
most horrible tragedy of the Northwest

the murder of Milas K. Young by his
son Albert, and the murderer s suicide.
I have just returned from the funeral of
the butchered victim.

On the map of Wisconsin, forty miles
above its south line and on the aiiasismp:
river, nearly opposite Guttenberg, it
marked the little village of Glen Haven.
It lies at the mouth of a ravino leading
down from Blake's Prairie as beautiful
and good a farming district as there is in
the btnte. In the edge of this prairie,
two miles east tho Glen Haven village,
was the scene of this double tragedy.
The farm is a parallelogram, three-fourt-

of a mile long, east and west, and half
mile wide. Near its center is the resi
dence, a large square stone building in
an enclosure: of half an acre. The
sides of the house face cardinal points
of the compass. The road to Glen
Haven passes along the south side of the
farm, its northwest lorty acres are
wooded, the remaining two hundred are
under the plow. Its surface is nearly
level,' but it has geological peculiarities
which attracted the attention of Wis
consin's lamented geologist and poet,
and detained him a week. Nearly thirty
years ago M. K. Young came from
Indiana, and settled upon this form. It
had previously been entered by Joeiah
F. Perrin, of Indiana. Young's wife
and Perrin'8 wife were sisters. The title
to tho property was left to Perrin, be-
cause Mr. Young was involved by
rity debts in Indiana. The trouble may
be said to have begun with this irregu
larity. Mr. Young worked very hard,
and improved the place as if unfettered.
Albert was his oldest child. A daugh-
ter, the wife of Charles D. Shader, of
Lancaster, and three sons are living.
Albert was about au years old. Mr,
Young always felt a deep interest in the
education of his children. The educa
tion of all people was a matter always
near his heart. Through his instrumen-
tality one of the first school houses on
"the prairie" was built, and called
" Young's School House. " His children
received all the schooling they could
there, and all of them were sent away
to higher schools as they grew old
enough. Albert's education was' better
than that of the others. When through
with schools he selected the "news-
paper" profession. Preparatory to
this he spent two years among the
types in the Lancaster Herald office.
Then, about six years ago, he went
home.- - Up to that time the Young
family is supposed to have been a
model one. Vfis daughter, who was
married shortly before that, says
there never was a more peaceful honse

' hold. It has developed, however, that
for many years there was wont of har-
mony in the secret lives of the father
and mother of the family. It grew' out
of her inattention to tho duties of her
sharo in the matrimonial partnership.
She was not a help-me- was rather
an additional load to the pilgrim.
From early morning he has toiled until
bedtime, and, coming home, would find
himself compelled to make the kiUihen
Jire and cook his own supper, or go to
bed hungry. This sort of treatment he
bore so patiently and with so little
murmuring that the children never
discovered that there was a wrong in
it Though Mr. Young toiled in this
way, he was the most prominent, charac-
ter of a population of 15,000, embracing
the wester half of Grant county.
Some fifteen or twenty years ago he was
a member of the Legislature. In 1862,
63, '64, and '65 he was in .the State Sen-
ate. Yo jr files of 1864, in your Madi-
son correspondence, will Bhow him to
have been the leading worker of the
Senate, in the Fox and Wisconsin im-
provement matter, and in all agricultural
interests. The Senate management of

. the large government grant for the en-
dowment of an agricultural college was
left mainly to him. In the estimation
of acquaintances everywhere, a man of
greater integrity than he did not live.
His ability was such also that he was
sometimes spoken of for Congress.
Doubtless that and higher positions
wouia nave been reached 11 Ins should-
ers had not been borne down by tho bur-
den of his home life.

The beginning of the difficulties above
alluded to arose out of attempted inter-
ference by tho now very wise son, with
improvements the house was then under
going.

He went
down and spent some time with rela-
tives in Washington county, Ind., and
was liked there. Next he was over in
Louisville, became an editor, and was
highly spoken of there. There he also
became connected with a real estate
agency, lived high, and it is supposed
complications of some sort sent him away.

Soon after this there was correspondence

Idle was advancing,
and Perrin wanted the settlement.

Albert now regarded him-
self as master of the situation. There
was a concerted attempt so it is said
to drive the old man- - away. Five
week aco tho father undertook
to put a stop to their acts of
usurpation. Ho took an ax from Albert
and another of the boys, but in the strug
gle was tnrown and severely cut on the
neck and bruised on the back of the
head. The matter nearly cot into the
courts then, but tho tender-hearte- d mail
relented. "The boys" kept a store in
Uion ilavon; debts were crowding them.
Time and time again the father indorsed
for them and thus relieved them. The
father's name would get credit for any
thing, although it was well understood
he had title to nothing. " The boys
now tried to borrow a large sum by mort-
gaging the farm. They failed to find
capital that would risk the complication.
An amount was obtained by fraudulent
paper. Early last week the fraud was
scented. " The boys " supposed Albert
was about to be arrested. On Friday,
the 14th inst., two of them went out in
search for settlement of the fraudulent
paper. Albert remained at the store,
At about 9 o'clock in the forenoon he
left it with a substitute and walked out
to his father's, approaching the house
tbrouKh the woods. In the kitchen he
learned from the servant girl that his
lather was in his room and his mother
in hers. He tried his father's door
and found it locked. His mother
was sleeping. Ho went out and sat
for nearly an hour on a hand-car- t,

ten paces southwest of the house. He
then went to the south door and
again tried his father's door. Finding
it still locked, he kicked it several times
with all his force, and succeded
breaking in. The lock pressed off the
door-chec- k held by seven nails. The
father retreated through the east door,
and turned as if to escape at the south
gate. Albert saw him through the east
window, turned, and, covaa out at the
south door, headed his father southeast
of the corner of the house about five
paces. He threw up his hands and cried,

Oh, Albert, done, don t Albert
fired at him with his " as
fast as he could empty its contents. The
father screamed: Murder, murder:
help, help 1 Oh, Albert, Albert," with
a painfully agonizing voice. He also
had a revolver and fired one shot, which
ran under the skin around Albert s ab
domen. The father fell, and was pros-
trated full length on his back. The son
put the muzzle of the pistol to his fath-
er's head and discharged its fifth cartridge
into it the father still crying agonizing-
ly. He then picked up a hatchet and
pounded the head with it, breaking the
skull at every stroke, until the poor
man Blast "Oh I oh I ceased. Neigh
bors, at work in the fields, were ap
proaching, some having heard the cries
a mile distant. Albert ran and climbed
over the west fence, and ran about thirty
paces into the woods. He stopped.
opened his vest and looked at his own
wound. Seeing he could not possibly
make his escape, he put another cartridge
into his own pistol, pnt the muzzle
the side of his head and shot himself
through the brain. He died instantly,
without a struggle.

Tho father had an old dog, always with
him, always faithful. He had been heard
to say that the only friend he had at his
house was his dog. When neighbors
arrived at the scene, this dog was licking
his wounds. His hand was reaching
and stroking the dog's bock. In about
fifteen minutes he became conscious and
talked a little for half an hour. The last
thing he remembered was that Albert
put the pistol to his head and snapped
but didn't know whether he shot him
not. He said that Albert had "tried
kill him and ought to be hanged." Ex-
cept two short speeches, these were
last words. They are a strango com-
mentary on the life of this good and

man. His pubho career was
begun by neighborhood debates on the
capital punishment question. Reason,
moral suasion, kind treatment were
his hobbies, and he thought to educate
the people in the belief that capital
punishment was barbarous. There
was no malice in his nature, and
was not able to realize that thore was
malice in others to be subdued. He was
then told that Albert was dead. He re-
sponded that " it is a blessing to
community." Ho was then asked if
could swallow some medicine, and an-
swered as his last words, "I will try."
His consciousness was gone, but life lin-
gered until Sunday afternoon. Mrs.
Young remained in her room and did
not go near him. One of the boys was
away in Iowa, and it is not known wheth
er he is yet informed of the tragedy.

His
daughter, sick and broken-hearte-

Lancaster, could not leave her room.

SLEEP, AND HOW TO PROCURE IT.
We read of Bismarck, that " his old

foo insomnia still tenaciously clings to
him. lie passes whole nights waking.
At morning dawn, slumber, if not sleep,
comes at last, out the day finds him
weary and unfit for work, yet with moun-
tains of work to get through." Having
paid considerable attention to this im-
portant question of being able to procure
sleep, I venture to record what I know
about it.

The human frame cannot do without
sleep. I believe the reason is that the
mysterious property for want of a
better name we call it " vital energy"

gradually leaks out during tie day.
During sleep, the machinery of the body,
especially the brain, becomes recharged
with it. Tho cause of not being able to
sleep I write now of people in good
health and hard workers with their
brains is that tho brain cannot, so to
speak, " go down," but it continues to
act, more or less. My father, when writ-
ing the Bridgewater Treatise, had his
own way of working. He was an exces-
sively busy man during the day, and had
only the night hours in which he could
write. He generally dined at 7 o'clock,
and immediately after dinner went to
sleep for two or three hours. He then
got up, and worked on till two or three
in the morning. Just before retiring to
rest, he took some light pudding, or a
sandwich, with cocoa or milk. Thus he
always slept well, as the blood was di-
verted from the brain to the stomach.

I have no hesitation in saying that the
proper thing to do is to go to sleep im-
mediately (or at least very soon) after tho
meal of the day. All animals always go
to sleep, if they are not disturbed, after
eating. This is especially noticeable in
dogs ; and the great John Hunter showed
by an experiment that digestion went on
during sleep more than when the animal
was awake and going about. This is his
experiment : He took two dogs and gave
them both the same quantity of food.
One of them was then allowed to go to
sleep, the other was taken out hunting.
At the end of three or four hours he
killed both these dogs. The food in the
stomach of the dog which had been
asleep was quite digested ; in that of the
one which had been hunting the food
was not digested at all.

This fact. I think, shows the advisa
bility of going to sleep immediately after

eating. This ignored fact always occurs
to my memory when I see old gentlemen
nodding over their wine. Mature says
to them, "Go to bed." They will not
go to bed, but still Nature will not allow
her law to be broken, so she sends them
to sleep sitting in their chairs. People
therefore who foel sleepy after dinner
ought to dine late, and go straight to
bed when a sleepy feeling comes oyer
them.

Most good folks, however, do the
worst thing imaginable; they retire alto
gether into the drawing-room- , and then.
to make matters worse, they drink tea
and coltee. JNow 1 regard tea and cottee
when taken at night to be poison to cer
tain constitutions. It is very well in the
morning, but it is very bod at night.
The reason why tea and ooliee should
not be taken at night is that the one con
tains an alkaloid called theine, and the
other contains an alkaloid called caffeine.
These two alkaloids taken into the sys
tem stimulate the brain and do not allow
it to go to rest. I speak of this matter
from experience. If I take thought
lessly a cup of tea or coffee after 5 o'clock
in the evening, going to bed about 11,
I cannot go to sleep; and if the brain
does fall asleep, the alkaloid will wake
it up in about an hour or two. Bleep--
lcssness, therefore, is usually caused by
tea or coffee, though strange to say that
tea and coffee actually send some people
into sound slumber.

I well recollect the late Dr. Wilber- -

force, thon Bishop of Oxford, telling my
father, then most actively engaged as
Dean of Westminster, of his patent way
of going to sleep. It is better than the

prescription of watching
sheep jumping through ahedge one after
another, ships sailing out to sea, etc
The Bishop's prescription was to repeat
very slowly the vowels A E I O. In do
ing this, they were to be faintly pro-
nounced with each inspiration and expi
ration.. It will be found easy to do this
without moving tho lips, but the vowel
U must not be pronounced, for to do
this the muscular action of the lips nee
essafily takes place, and sleep comes not
I advise my readers to try this plan.

I once heard of a midshipman who
complained that he could not sleep at
night because there were no waves dash-in- c

against the sides of the ship.
To this noise he had so many months
been accustomed that he could
not sleep without tho familiar sound.
He asked his mother to dash pails of
water against his bedroom door till he
went to sleep. I was once told, when
on a salmon inspection, that a certain
miller could sleep so long as the con
tinued whirr of the mill wheel was going
on, but directly the noise stopped he
awoke,
