forth jets of water opened in the streots.
In the same year, the Hawaiian volea-
noes hnd violent eraptions, and the sub-
jects of Kamehameha were mude soa-
sick by the contimued swaying of their
jslande, Tn the same ycar Vesuvios
opened ont with a fresh eruption. The
great emiliquakes of Carncas, in Veno-
zuela, and New Madrid, * the United
States, occurrod just six months spart.
If we are to regurd these precedents, an-
other great upheaval may be expected
somowhere on the continent between
this time and the 1st of Janunary.
