ums, together with a sample of gram
or vegetables raised.

The main object of the Society be-

ing to promote profitable cultivation,
it does not propose to offer premiums
for crops produced by extravagant
expenditure; therefore, a detailed,
certified account of the expense must
be made. The expense of labor and
manure should be particularly stated,
and the kind of manure U3ed. The
statement must be in the following
form :

Thus each item of expense incurred
in the cultivation and marketing of
the various crops upon which Premi-
ums are applied for, must be fully

The kind aiid condition of the soil,
the quantity and kind of seed used,
the time and mode of putting it in
the ground, should be particularly
ststcd

Samples of grain or vegetables pro-

duced to bo exhibited at the County
Fair, where practicable, aud also to
be sent to the rooms of the Board at
the January meeting.

III. All the grain grown on the
entire peice of land measured must
be either all weighed or measured,
and not the product of a square rod or
two weighed aud the remainder guess-
ed at.

RULES AND REGULATIONS.

1. The payment of one dollar con-

stitutes a resident of the couuty a
member of the Society, with the priv-

ilege of entering any number of ani-

mals or articlcsfor exhibition as he or
she may own, in any of the depart-
ments except horseB ; in this there-wil- l

be an aditional fee of 50 cents af-

ter the first, and ten per cent, in class-

es where premiums of $10 and np-wa- rd

are offered.
A membership ticket offered by any

other than a member of the family
whose name is written upon i(s face,
will be taken up by the gate-keep- er

and forfeited.
. 2. All competitors must become

members before articles can bo en-

tered.
3. Every article or animal npon

the ground' slit.ll, during the Fair, be
nnder the control of the Board of Di-

rectors, and no article or animal will
be removed until the close of the
Fair, without permission from the
Directors.

4. The officers of the Fair will take
every precaution in their power for
the preservation of stock and articles
an exhibition, after their arrival and
ariangcmcnt on the grounds, but will
not be responsible for any Iokb or
damage that may ocenr. Exhibitors
are desired to give attention to their
propertv.

5. When the Society contracts to
give the exclusive priviledge to any
parly to sell any article or articles on
the grounds during the Fair, the So-

ciety only obligates itself to use due
diligence" to prevent any infringement
of said right, but will not bo held re-

sponsible for any violation of said
ight.

fi. All articles offered for Premi- -

nm must be owned by the pcreon of-

fering the same, or by some member
of the family, except Stallions kept
within the county may be in ..the
name of the kecpor. '

7. All articles must De property
entered with the becretary beiore
taken within the grounds.

8. Exibitors who cnier two ncaa
of horses, cattle, jacks or mule3, or
five hogs or sheep, win oo enuiieu ta
have one hand ' admitted to the
grounds free.

9. If anv person, by any act what
ever, willfulv mikes known to the
Judges his ownership ot stocK pr oili
er property on exhibition, ue snaii
not be entitled to a premium ou uie
same. '

10. The Jnd!TC3 will not award any
animal or article a premium unless in
their opinion it is decidedly merito-
rious.

11. The Jud-'es- , (especially those
on animals,) will bo expected, as far
as practicable to give the reason for
the award - they make, and write out
in full their reports.

12. vhe;e there is but one cxiudi- -

tor in a class, only one premium will
be awarded : it lo be the lirst or sec
ond, as the case may warrant.

13. Entries can bo made at any
timo preceding the Fair after the 12th
of September.

14. All eutrics of stock, including
sweepstakes, must be entered by Wed
nesday, 10 o clock", A. ai., aim every
cxibitor should have his articles ou
the ground and arranged in their place
by 9 o'clock on Wednesday morning.
If delayed Deyona mat, unio iney can-

not come in competition for a premi-

um, execptin (he departments ofharas,
bread, nutter and enccse.

15. Members will be furnished a
ticket which will admit them, the fe-

males of the family, and all persons
under 17 years of age residing in the
family ; or a gontleman ana one may
to the Fair Grounds during the Fair.

16. No cow, bull, jack, jennet,
brood mare ar stallion, 4 years old
aud upwards, shall compete for a pre-
mium, unless it shall have proven it-

self a breeder.
17. In the event that Providential

circumstances should cut down the
the receipts, the Society will pay
per ccntago on each premium award-
ed, in proportion to the amount.

18. It being almost impossible for
a Premium List to contain every ar
ticle which it wonld bo desirable to
have on exhibition at the Fair, the
Board of Directors will allow discre
tionary premiums. But such articles
must be regularly entered with the
Secretary.

19. All premiums awarded must
be drawn from the Treasurer's hands
nrior to the annual settlement, Janu
ary 1st, after which timo the Society
will not bo held responsible lor pay
ment of same.

law. Parties violating this rule for-
feit all right to the Grounds, and may
be rejected at the pleasure of the
Board.
