UTAH DIVORCES,

It will be recollected that, not long
ago, in the case of Hood ve. the State of
Indiana, Judge Roberts, of Dearborn
County, decided that:Heod, who had ob-
tained a dfvoree from his first wife in
Utah and. married agairmy #ng up his
residence in Dearborn Cowdty, was guilty
Hood appealed to" the
Supgeme On _the trial it was
' -thatthe divoree was obtained by
a Chicago lawyer, oneof thedisreputable
class who obtain divorces without pub-
licity, ete., and that Hood was nevera
resident of Utah. The question for the
Indiana Supreme Court to decide was
the validity of a divorce granted under
such circumstances. The Supreme Court
has decided that the Utah court had no
jurisdiction. Astatute of that Territory
provides that where a person applies for
a divorce, if the court is satisfied that
the applicant is a resident of the Terri-
tory or “wishes to become one,” the
court may grant a divorce. The Su-
preme t(,‘_murt hold that ithis statiite is
altra vires und vold, and that a cofirt in
Utah canngt thus obtain jurisdiction of
non-resitlents.” The decfee of divorce is
therefore void. It is believed that this
degisibn"will have the et of breaking
up the businesa of obtaining such di-
vorces. Otherftates will doubtless fol-
low the example of Indiana in their de-
cisions on this important question.

C. BrapLavaH and Miss Annie Besant,
arrested and tried for publishing a pamphlet
alleged to be immoral, have been condemned
to six monthy' imprisonment, to pay a fine
of £200 each, and to enler iuto an cpgage-
ment to behave well for two vears. Pending
the argument of a technieal point as to the
indictnent, before the Court of Error, they
were released on their own recognizance, on
the promise of the defendants that they
would not continne to publish the work.

Joux GEARTSER who murdered his wife
at Cincinnati on June 25 in a fit of jealousy,
strangled himself next day in his cell in the
jail. It sppears he had torn some shreds
from the ticking of his cot, tied them
tightly around his neck, and made fnst the
ends to the grating of his window, the hot-
tom of which is about two feet above the
bunk. He then lsy down on his face, and
the banging apparatus was drawn so tight as
to strangle him in a few minutes. When
he was discovered his heart had censed to
beat.

A Mr. VERNON, Kentucky, special to the
Loulsville Courier~fowrnal says: On mid-
night Saturday, June 30, nearly one huy-
dred men attacked the house of Jumes
Bethurman, a noted desperado. Bethurman
would not surrender, and firing upon the
attacking party with his shotgun  killed
Charles Burton. Thongh some ﬁfl“.\huh
were fired at him, Bethurman escaped. The
same party entered Mi Vernon, and visiting
the jail took therefrom James Smith, An-
drew Cummings, Kirk King, and J. O,
Gibhs, all charged with robbery. Removing
these four a mile from town they hung all

GENERAL HOWARD AT THE FROXNT.

Bax Fraxcisco, June 20.—A Portland

received the following dispateh from Gend
ernl Howard, dated * At the Front, Junc
27, 8458 m.: We have overtakidn  Joseph,
who is well posted at the mouth of White
Bud Creek., Chief White is in charge of
the entire united bands, . Joseph is fizhting
Chief. The Indians are bold, und wditing
for us to enguge them. Lieutennot Trum-
bull and the volunteers are ot Slate Creek.
Our headquarters to-night will be at the
mouth of \White Bud CUreek. Most of anr
dead have been found. Seventeen have
been buried. We rescued a citizen named
Manuel, who was wounded and starving.
The mins are_very troublesome, and the
ronds snd teails are bad. The troops sre in
the best of spirits and ready for decisive
work."

A special eorresgondent of the California
Associated Press sends the following dis-
;;r_u.:.v:h, duted Camp at.Camas ¢ Praicie, June
37, 6:30 a. m.: We marched from Moomt
Iduho to this place Monday afternoon, n dis-
tanee of ten miles.  Yesterday - Gengral
Howard muade n reconnoissance in foree,
leaving n strong guard in_ camp. We pro-
ceeded to the seene of Colonel Perry's late
battle with' the Indians, and found and
buried twenty-seven of the dead soldiers,
which leaves six bodies vet to be found,
Lieuwtenant Theller's body wios not vet found.
Those buried were in soeh an  advaneed
stage of decomposition as to he unrecogniz-
able. All the urms and cquipmenis  were
taken by the Indians, and most of the hodies
senlped, '

We found, and bronght into Camp, Man-
uel, one of the settlors reported dead after
the massacre on Salmon River. He is
wounded in two places, and was almost
starved.

The unmber of murders thus far ascer-
tnined ure: One woman, two children and
fifteen men, in addition to  thirty.three
anldiers of Colonel Perry’s command killed
and missing in the Inte dght,  The details of
the murders are horrible in the extreme.

There are severnt women at Mount Idaho,
wives of settlers, who narrowly eseaped, or
were resened after suffering most terrible
outruges,

Undecided Young Men.

A world of trouble is occasioned to
young girls by the indecision of charac-
ter of young men. A pretty girl is living
in the neighborhood of half a dozen

oung men. She is not only beautiful,
put she is good, well edueated, and ac-
complished. Perhaps there is not one of
these young men who would not take a
peculiar interest in her, for she is a gen-
eral favorite, but they observe that one
of their number seems to gave got the
start of them; he is a regular and fre-
quent visitor, and his attentions do not
appenr to be at all displeasing in the
quarter where they are bestowed ; so the
others fall back, or turn their eyes else-
where.

The young man who has hrought all
this about goes on from week to week;
from month to month; it may even be
from year to year, without uny definite
plan of the future, or =0 much s any
clear decision in his own mind of what
he wishes to do. He likes the young
lady; he knows that his visits are pleas-
ant to himself and acceptable to her; he
would not like her to reeeive particular
attention from another; yet he says nota
word about engagement and marriage, the
end and aim of 2 woman's life.

He has gradually won her affections,
until he has become “ the ocean to the
river of her thought"” 8he could not
befir to break off with him, to be sepa-
rated from him; for she loves him asshe
fondly believes, and perhups truly, as she
can never love another! But how har-
rowing is the state of doubt and uncer-
tainty in which she driftson?

Reflection should muke young men
carcful how they win the hearts they do
not wish to wear, They have no right to
monopolize a girl's socicty = long as
they are in a state of entire indecision as
to their own wishes and purposes.

But while the fault may lie with the
young men, the folly rests as much with
the young women. They should be early
wise ; all"f guard their affections from be-
coming fastened upon & young man from
whom they have no assurance and of
whom they know nothing more than that
he is an agreeable companion. They
should beware of young men of indecis-
ion of character, who having once in-

ratinted themselves into favor, will
awdle along, as if it were no part of
their duty to give to the future, and
to "the happiness of others, a single
thought.

It 18 rarely undecided associations are
productive of permanent good. There
are many circamstances which intervene
in the progress of time, and render them
highly injurious to both parties. Asin
the one ease the eligible young men keep
their distance for fear of intruding, so in
the other the undecided young mun is
lovked upon by younggirls in the neigh-
borhood as partly, if not whaolly, en-
gaged ; and it is only in the' caso of s
flirt any attempt is made to draw him
away; but, should his attentions cease
for any cause, he finds it a difficult mat-
ter, indeed, to reinstate himself else-
where.

Tae Grand Duke Nicholas telegraphs as
follown: The diffienlt’'and complieated tnsk
of erossing the Danube is achieved. Sistova
and the surrounding heights are in our
hands. General Dragomiroffs division, with
mountain_ artillery, wax the first to cross
There are now (the evening of 27th) on the
other side the eighth army corps and the
fourth rifle brigade. The thirty-fifth divis-
fon is now crossing.

A srEciALcable dispatch of June 28 states
that blovdy fighting was then going on at
Pyrgos, on the Danube. The Russian troops
were crossing the river en mnsse and en-
gaging the Turks, who made a despernte re-
sistanee, The slanghter on both sides was
terrible. The Turkish gunboats were also
engaged in battle. Late advices from Turk.
ish sources state that the Turkish forces
claim & vietory in the battle near Guevin,
on the 26th of June and that the Russians
lost three thousand men.

AT Rustechuk the German Consulnte was
destroyed by twenty-four shells, the French
by three, and the Aunstrinn Consulate was
riddled. The military hospital in the Jews'
quarter received seventy-two shells. They
fell everywhere, and no shot was considered
safe. Up to Wednesday, June 27, the Turks
had thrown two or three thousand shells into
Glurgevo, However, thongh the streets here
and there are plowed up, and houses bored
through, not more than one house in twenty
or thirty is seriously injured.

Russias officials are as surprised as the
general public at the ease with which the
crossing of the Danube wus affected, and at
the slightness of the resistance. The Turks
scemingly mude up their minds that the
pussage wounld be attempted at Turnu
Maoguerili. The tremendous bombardment
of Nikopolis also served to divert their at-
tention and confirm them in this opinion,
The greater portion of the troops at Turnn
Magucrili received orders to march upon
Bimhitza and eross there. News from Sis
tova is that the Turks have completely
wasted the country around that place.

THE engagements which have taken place
ot and about Zewin, the headquarters ¢f the
Turkish eentér in Asia Minor, sinee the
20th ult., are evidently of great importance
—far greater than those at Delibaba and
Zeldiran, fought by the Turkish right. The
Turkish position there is one of great nai-
urnl strength ; it in situated on a plateau
west of Zewin, and about two thousand feet
above the Chansn, from which the ground
rises gradually for nhout a mile, after which
the ascent is more difficalt, and in many
paris almost searped. The platenu extends
about two miles, with a knoll some one
hundred and fifty feet high in the center.
The platean is st the junction of three
ronds from Kars, and is nbout equi-distant
from Delibaba on the right Turkish line of
defense, and Olti, on the left line.

A Florida Tornado.

Autumn is the dread season of hurri-
canes in Florida, and at its approach the
inhabitants quake with apprehension.
Tearing through the West Indies, they
often strike the coast with deadly effect.
With scarcely & note of warning, houses
are overthrown, sail-boats blown from
the water, and orange groves swept bare
of leaves and frmit. The day may be
hright and beautiful, and all nature re-
joice in the sunshine. Almost imper-
ceptibly the wind may die away, Cries
of terns and water birds fallupon the ear
with painful distinctness. The mud hens
of the marshes pipe an alarm, Nota
blade of salt grass moves. The blue ak?'
grows hazy, and the eustern horizon is
milky white. Fitful gusts begin to rip-

le the water and handle the green
ravea. A low moan comes from the
ocean. Bmoky clouds roll into the sky
from the southeast, and a strong wind
whitensthernfiled water. Every minute
it increases in fury. Anominous yellow
light tinges the atmosphere. The sun is
gone, unge;;reat drops of rain are hurled
to the ground. Within fifteen minutes
there is s gale, and soon the full foree of
the hurricane i#*felt. Birds, large and
small, are swept through the air, utterly
werless. All living things disappear.
ull pines are twisted asunder. The
lithe llimhu of willows and oleanders nuus
like cow-whips. Lofty palmettoes ben
their heads to the ground, their great
fans turned inside out like the ribs of an
umbrells. The force of the wind keeps
trees down until every green fun pops
like a pistol-shot. Orange groves are
ripped into shoe strings. The leaves of
the seraggy scrub on the beach arewiped
out, and their stems whipped into little
brushes. The tough saw-palmetto is
blown as flat as a northern wheatfield,
and the dead grass of the savannas
lashed intofine dust. Boards in the surf
are struck by the wind, and sent spin-
ning hundreds of feetinto the air. The
sand dunes are caught up bodily and
sifted through the tops of pine trees miles
away. The foam of the sea is blown be-
neath the houses on the main land, and
comes up between the cracks of the floor
like steam. Sail-boats are torn from
their moorings and destroyed or stranded.
These hurricanes last from seven to eight
hours, even longer. During the lulls
rain falls in torrents. The tide rises to
a great height, carrying away wharves
nnﬁ boat houses, and flooding the low
country for miles. Gardens are de-
stroyod, fences swept away, and the tor-
mented Floridian has three monthy’
work and no pay to repair damages,

The Great Wall of China.

Kalgan commands one of the passes
through the Great Wall of China. Tt is
there built of large stone, cemented to-
gether with mortar. It tapers toward
the top, being twenty-one feet high and
twenty-cight feet wide atthe foundation.
At the most important points, less than
a mile apart, square towers are erected,
built of bricks. It winds over the crest
of the mountains, crosing the valleys at
right angles, blocking them with fortifi-
cations. The Chineseestimate itslength
to be about three thousand three hun-
dred miles, but in parts more remote
from Pekin the wall is of inferior con-
struction. There is nothing but a dilap-
idated mud rampart, as Colonel Preje-
valsky saw it on the borders of Ala-shan
and Kansn. It is said to have been
built upward of two centuries before
Christ, to protect the empire against the
inronds of the neighboring nomads; but
the periodieal irruptions of the barba-
rinns were never checked by this arti-
ficinl barrier. -

Iron-Clads and Torpedoes.
[ Philadslphis Bulletin.]

Engineers who for the past few vears
| have paid particular attention to the
{ armor-plating of vessels, with & view to

making them impregnable to the enemy’s
shot nbove the water line and to their
| torpedoes below it, as well as those who
r have made these destructive implements
| of warfare their special study, have been

long and patiently wuitinﬁet;:nr just such
t.n conflict ns has recently been begun be-
| tween the Turk and the Russisn. Of
late years the invention of heavy guns
has been followed by the rolling of iron
orsteel plates which could with iiml:l'llt_"
be penetrated by this artillery, and that
again by the manufacture of still more
powerful guns, until a limit has been
reached ‘caused by the non-buoyancy of
the heavily-weighted floating batteries.
Naval authorities, since the sinking in
mid-ocean of the Captain, have been
rather chary about the weight of the
armor placed on & vessel, and it is likely
that the experience of the war just com-
menced will teach some of the stronger
naval powers the folly of spending mil-
lions of dollars on a single iron-clad,
which in a moment may be crippled by a
torpedo, or which may go down with all
on board in a heayy sea, simply from her
own unwicldiness,

The scienee of defending aharbor or of
rendering 8 river impassible by the
means of stationary torpedoes, and of
bringing destruction upon the iron-clad
fleet of an enemy by movable ones, has
made great advances with the last few
years. There are two classes of these
submarine ‘mines, respectively fixed and
movable, and the methods of discha
in the stationary ones, as well as t
modes of locomotion in the others, are
varied to suit the surrounding: circum-
stances. The primitive torpedoes were
moved on the seabottom, allowed to float
a few feet below the surface, and ex-
ploded by meansof percussion capswhich
were fixed on their upper ends and struck
when the vesselseraped over them. These
were fitted only for certain purposes, such
as blockading the entrance of a harbor
against the passage of the shipsof an
enemy, afitl they were objectionnble be-
cause while one of the combatants was
kept out of & harbor, the other wasabout
s effectually kept in, as the torpedoes
were generally laid in so great s hurry
that sufficient time was not allowed fora
complete chart, and, even with thismade,
the currents of a harbor might so shift
the moorings of a torpedothat a friendly
vessel would be sunk.

Later, torpedoes were fixed in their po-
sitions, but instead of being fired by per-
cussion were exploded by means of an
electro-magnetic battery on shore. In
the various details of connection with the
shore, internal mechanism and explo-
sions, there is a great difference in the
torpedoes of different governments and
manufacturers. In some gunpowder is
used, in others nitro-glycerine, dynamite
or gun-cotton. Sometimes each turgaulu
has a distinet connection with the shore,
while in others the wires meet at rpome
one point and all are conveyed to shore
within & single cable.

These electric stationary mines have
some decided disad vantages, among which
is the sibility of the cable or cables
connecting them with the shore being
grappled and cutby a boat party, thereby
rendering the tmTedm rfectly useless,
In this variety of torpedo it is necessary
to know the exaet moment at which the

Another advantage
of torpedoes of this kind is that after
hostilities have ceased, and, for the bene-
fit, or rather the protection of commerce,
the ohstructions are to be removed, there
is far less danger incurred by those who
raise them, thay there would ba were
the ordinary percussion torpedoes used.
