It has always been understood amone
the Soman Catholic clergy conversant
witn tne ubject that the body of rope
Pius IX, after remaining in the Sar-
cophagus at St. Peter's until the death
of his successor, would be removed to the
Basilica of the St. Maria Maggiore, one
of the four patriarchal churches of Rome.
Instead of this, however, it appears by a
dispatch to the Freeman's Journal, dated
at Borne, February 18, the sepulture was
to take place at the Church of-S-t. Law-
rence extra murot, in the Campo Verano.
This Church is situated in the common
burying-groun- d of Borne, about one
mile from the Gate Tiburtina.

The dispatch to the Freeman' Jour-
nal is as follows: " This evening sixty
Cardinals entered the Conclave. There
is perfect harmony in the Sacred Col-
lege. The will of Pone Pius IX has
been opened. He desires to be buried at
San Lorenzo- - di Cappercini, without the
walls of Borne. His tomb, nrovided hv
himself , is exceedingly modest a mar-
ble slab, sculptured with tiara, skull and
cross-bone- s. The entire cost wax about
four hundred dollars.

Tidal Wave at Callao.
Accounts from Callao of a tidal wave

say the alarm is indescribable and the dam-
age incalculable.

The oldest inhabitants state they have
never seen anything compared with the
scenes of Sunday and Monday, January 27th
and 28th.

The sea was covered with floating debris,
and the immense waves, thirty and forty
feet high, broke over the mole and along
the whole coast line, spreading havoo and
destruction around them. Most of the
woodenstructures built for the Pacific Steam
Navigation Company, and for other pur-
poses, have been swept away. Coal for the
English Company, two thousand tons, has
disappeared, andmerchandise on the docks
has been completely ruined. The wheat
mole, the Chucinto mole, and the Meiggs
mole are destroyed. Various timber yards,
coal deposits and bathing establishments
are greatly damaged.

The railroad running from the dock to
Chucinto has been completely undermined.

Eight persons were drowned. At Pisagua
the condenser was broken to pieces, and a
considerable quantity of coal and saltpeter
lost.

In Iquique the earthquake shock was
terrifio, and threw the whole town into a
state of consternation and alarm. It lasted
one minute and thirty seconds. This main
shock was followed during the night by
forty minor shocks.

Landslides are reported along the rail-
road. In La Noria several honses fell, and
the steamer Karnak is reported lost.
