A Wonderful Candle.

Did Von ever wonder who first in
vented or used artificial light, and what
kind of light it was? To tell you the
truth, 1 never thought about it at all;
but it happened that one evening not
long ago 1 was made very much ashamed
ol mv stupidity.

I received an invitation to spend the
evening with a learned professor and
his beautiful wife, who live in a large
house on Madison avenue, in New York,
and to witness some electrical expert
menU.

After the company had assembled
they were invited to go to the top of
the house. We marched up the stairs
in procession, the ladies having taken
the arms of the learned men. We were
ushered into a large room, from which
all the furniture had been, removed.
Camp-chair- s were arranged in rows, and
were quickly filled. This room opened

. into another, which also was filled with
oamp-chair-s. Between the rooms was a

, high table, on which were mysterious-lookin- g

jars, out of which came small
copper wires in fine coils. The tops of
these seemed to be connected together
by finer wires.. On the table, besides
these, were a gas drop-ligh- t, a common
tallow candle, a little bronze boat con-

taining oil, with a wick at one end, a
rather shabby-lookin- g dark candlestick,
or what looked like one, and some other
things, the uses of which I did not
know.

Fastened against the wall was a large
square, made of three colors of silk,
broad stripes of blue, red and green,
surrounded by a wide yellow border,
and I wondered to myself if it were a

- banner, and to what nation it belonged.
: After we were seated there was a mo-

mentary silence of expectation, and I
faintly heard something that sounded
like the muffled beating of a steam-engin- e.

1 saw it afterward in the back
v room, a pretty little engine, hard at

work, not boiling water to generate or
make steam, but a petroleum engine,
burning petroleum oil, to generate ot

' make an electric current which was car-
ried through a pipe to the table between
the rooms. The Professor said that this
cunning little engine consumed only
one drop of oil a minute, and vet it was
" a horse and a half power'." I called it
a horse and a cjH power. . You all know
that the power of all Bteam engines is
thus gauged or measured ; that .is, each
one has the strength and can do the
work of so many horses. The engine of
an ocean steamer is of many hundred
horse-pow- a giant in strength and
resistance against the mighty winds and

, waves enabling the vessel, with almost
resistless power, to .

And now that I have quoted this ele-

gant compliment to the steam-engin- e, I
will tell yon what the Professor said
about light.

' In old he "very times," began, people
went to bed with the chickens when the
sun bad set When they wanted to sit
up a little later, all the light they knew
how to make was . from the blaze of
burning wood. After a while, some ob-

serving old fellow noticed that when
grease fell into the - fire the blaze be-

came much brighter: so he dipped a
reed or rush into oil and set one end on
fire, and thus rush-light- s 'came into
fashion. Old books and songs tell about
the farthing rush-light- s. They were

" sold four for a penny, and a very dismal
illumination they must have made.
Then people began to put oil in cups,
preparing a rind of pork to set in the
oil for a wick, and burned that. The
great feasts of the Romans, in the old
classical heathen times, before the birth
of our Savior, must have been most
dingy affairs, for all they had for light-
ing up their tables were these lamps."
And here the Professor put out all the
gas-ligh- ts and applied a match to the
wick at one end of the little bronze
Soman boat

It was highly classical anel very ele-

gant in shape, but the light it gave was
to utterly dismal that all the company
nttered a funny little groan, and a hand-
some old gentleman, who sat nextto me,
aid:
" Well, after that specimen of old

Roman brilliancy, I am quite reconciled
to paying my big gas bills."

" After this," continued the Professor,
"candles were invented. To show you
what the first ones were like, I tried to
get as bad a one as possible. It should
evolve or unfurl the traditional 'shroud '
in the light, and be otherwise disagree-
able; but this one, I am afraid, will be
far more respectable and d

than the tallow candles of our an-

cestors."
Here he lit the candle, and another

dismal groan saluted the forlorn yellow
light It looked as if it had lost all its
friends. It sputtered and guttered
tallow tears ran down its greasy sides,
and very soon it became, if not a broken-
hearted, certainly a ' broken-backe-

tallow candle.
"It was not so many years ago," said

the Professor, "that candles were in
general use, though greatly improved
in quality; for the next invention the
argand burner, or astral lamp could
only be afforded by well-to-d- o people.
The flame Was fed by the oil made from
the blubber ol the sperm whale, which
was rather expensive: but the lamp
made a great improvement in artificial
light Many of us can remember tha
astral lamp, which gave a soft, pleasant,
steady light under its class shade, quite
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sufficient to render a room Of ordinary
size cheerful and cozy. Gas had been
discovered, and utilized in places of
business a long time before it was intro-
duced into our better houses ; and then
it was that petroleum or kerosene took
the place of candles in poorer localities,
and it is still in universal use.

" You may think that there is nothing
better to be desired than gas; but it
the ladies present would consider how
this light changes and injures many
delicate colors, and how unbecoming it
is, they would rejoice in that restless
spirit of invention that is ever crying
' Excelsior I' and is now using all its re-

sources to bring the exanisitely beauti-
ful pure white electric light into com-
mon use. Let me show you the effect of
light still more yellow than gaslight on
those colors hanging up. It is a sodium
light, and sodium is only common salt
prepared for burning."

Here the Professor applied a match
to one of the things on the table of
which I told you I did not know the
uses. A dull deep yellow flame sprang
up. All the blue) red and green in
what we will call the banner vanished
utterly, nobody knows where, leaving
three ugly gray and leaden-colore-d

stripes, while the pale yellow border had
an attack of yellow jaundice imme-
diately, and became orange-coie- r. The
Professor held his hand against the
flame, and it changed to a ghastly gray
hand, and as to us, we looked like
dressed-u- p ghosts.

" You see now," said the Professor,
"how great an improvement a white
light ought to be. 1 am told that when
ladies purchase silk for an evening dress
they request to have it shown by gas-

light- Some of the larger Btores' have
a little room lighted only by gas for
this purpose ; and it is surprising to no-

tice now a silk, beautiful in daylight,
will alter and become dingy in color the
moment the gaslight flashes upon It."

And now the Professor, putting out
the hateful sodium light, touched a
hidden spring. In an instant like the
winking of an eye a tiny but most

f;lorious star, or, what it was Btili more
was really, a bit of imprisoned

lightning, flashed out of the end of a
coiled copper wire, with thousands ef
luminous silver rays emanating from it.

" A h, how beautiful I how superb I"
exclaimed everybody.

Instantly, all the colors in the banner
on the wall became perfect and true;
blue was blue, and green, green, and
you know how these colors are often
mistaken one for the other at night
The colors, of the ladies' dresses, soft
lavender, blue, pink, and gray, were in
lovely and harmonious contrast, and
diamonds flashed like little electric
points. Why, everybody looked hand
somer than ever they had before. The
hne dark eyes of the rrofessor were
sparkling, and his face beaming with
pleasure, because he saw that he had
given pleasure to others, which after all
is the best, the purest happiness. Then
he put a white porcelain shade over the
electric light, and with the softened
brightness another delighted exclama
tion passed like a wave over the crowd ;

for you know that light, like sound,
travels in waves, though light beats
sound by an infinite number of times
in speed. I might as well tell you here
that while a sound would be traveling
leisurely about thirteen mileB in a
minute, a flash of light can go the dis-
tance of four hundred and eighty times
round the whole earth!

The porcelain shade over the electric
light made it seem as if a moon, brighter
than a hundred moons, had floated down
upon us; and yet it was all1 the time
that rmere speck of lightning chained
up, bound down hand and loot by the
Professor.

Soon, by a mysterious turn of his
hand, the light darted to another
copper wire.- Ihis other was an English
application of electricity, and has been
nsed a good deal in England in dock-
yards, iron-work- s, railway stations and
manufactories. It was very br ght, but
it flickered a little. Then be made the
light dart to thecandlestick I mentioned,
which was invented in Paris by a man
whose funny name is Jablochkofl. I had
to go to the Professor's the next morn-
ing to get this name, for I wrote it first
" Bobbleyjock," then "Bumpterhau-sen,- "

and then'Butthurpurttlea," and
none of them seemed right This can-
dlestick made a lovely liht A large
number of them were used at the Paris
Bx position, which muet have been mag-
nificent at night illuminated by this im-

prisoned lightning.
The Professor said that he had tried

to have Mr. Edison present and tell us
of his amazing inventions ; but he was
so overwhelmed with business connected
with electric light that he could not
oome. Let us all hope that Mr. Edison
will succeed in making electricity the
light that will, like the Bun, " shine for
all ;" for, besides its being so beautiful,
and so true, it will be far cheaper than
any light we now nave.

An Honorable Spy.

of Government Director of the Union
Pacifio railroad, Mr. Charles Francis
Adams, Jr., states very clearly and
forcibly the difficulties which surround
that position'. It is impossible, he says.
for any one to discharge satisfactorily
the duties of a (Jovernment Uirector un
der the present laws. These duties in-

volve a thorough knowledge of the
whole subject of railroad construction
and management, the closest and most
painstaking attention to detail id the
annual inspections of the property in
which the Government is so largely in
terested, and a constant- - humiliation of
the official in the fact that he is at all
times the guest of the corporation he is
expected to supervise. Mr. Adams says
on this point:

"To a person in any way sensitive it
is far from pleasant to be the guest of a
corporation; to eat and sleep and live at
its expense ; to accept every possible at-

tention and hospitality from its officers,
and meanwhile to keep careful note of
every point open to criticism, and, when
the time comes, to speak openly and
truthfully, no matter how much what is
said may hurt Neither is it agreeable
to do a public duty faithfully and at
the same time to accept the money of
one who suffers from the performance
of the duty even though that one be a
corporation. Yet the Government Di-

rector who does his duty must, under
the law as it now stands, either do this
or go wholly unpaid. As long as this
system continues, it is practically in-

evitable that services of a purely formal
character can only be looked for. The
active Government Director is at best
but an honorable spy."

Mr. Fisher ottered
an amendment fixing the legal
ra'e of Interest at seven per cent. Adopted
by a vote of 15 yeas to 8 naya. The Com-
mittee on Judiciary reported back S. B. No.
196, relating to public executions, amended
ao aa to nrovide that no other nersoni mav
be present at an execntion than the peni-
tentiary officials and the officers of the
county where the crime was committed, the
attorneys conniotea wiu tne trial, not more
than two clergymen, two physicians, two
of the witnesses for the State, and two rela-
tives of the prisoner. The amendment
were agreed to, and the bill set for third
reading HouteXa the House
the nana) number of petitions for local tp-tio- n

were presented. The morning was
given to routine business.
' Mabch Senate --A communication was

presented from the Directors of Longview
Asylum, asking a lull investigation ot tne
charges against them. It was referred to
the Benevolent Committee. Mr. Forrest
presented a petition of two thousand five
hundred citizens for relief from the at
taenment law. Considerable time was
passed in the consideration of 11. B No.
715 of the codified report, relating to per
sons. The vote whereby seven per cent,
was inserted as the legal rate of interest
was reconsidered, and the old rate of eight
per cent reinserted. Mr. Seat moved to
reduce the rate from six to five per cent.
on the absence of a contract. Lost.
The ioint resolution offered on Saturday
was amended so as to instruct the Adjutant
Ueneral to appoint one guard at tne btate
Armory during the incendiary excitement,
at a salary of $50 per month ......... Houte
Petitions were presented for Quinby'a
.Local Option Bill. The Select Committee
appointed to inquire what legislation is
necessary for the suppression of
tramps, submitted a lengthy report declar-
ing tne present laws, if properly enforced,
were all that were needed at present, but
the time must soon come when a system of
District Work-house- s should be established
by the . State ' for the confinement,
and employment of vagrants.
The committee recommended that
the State Board of Charities recommend to
the next Legislature a plan for a State
Work-hous- e to contain room for four thou
sand persons. H. B. 619, by Mr. Quinby,
providing for local option, came up on its
third reading, air. Bohl ottered an amend
ment to make the bill annlvonlvto Clinton
County. The remainder of the session was
passed in the discussion of the proposed
amendment, when the House took a recess
until morning.

Effects of Railway Accidents.
Accounts of railroad accidents fre

quently state that although the engine
and cars were badly damaged, the pass
engers escaped without serious injury.
Yet many persons can recollect in
stances of men whose health st a lily
declined after they had passed appar
ently unharmed through some mishap
to a train, and whose sufferings were
terminated by death-- more or leas sud
den. Some light has been cast on cases
of this kind by a paper read last month,
before the Medical Society of the King
and Queen's College of Physicians,
Dublin, by Dr. McSwiney. In a rail
road collision there may result to
passenger (1) shock merely, or (2) con
cussion, or (3) contusion of the cerebro-
spinal system. In shock the functions
of the nerves are impaired, and the ac
tion of the nervous system is thus low
ered. It has been found that great con
fusion and injury, either temporary or
permanent to the nervous functions
sometimes follow from a shock to the

I cerebro-spin- al system, when the softr cerebral and spinal mass is struck vio-
lently against the bony case in which it
is inclosed. That slight blows often
cause serious results is now well estab-
lished. An apparently trifling injury
to the back or sacrum may give rise to
an inflammatory process, which may,
after the lapse of years even, end
fatally. And, often, a slowly creeping- -

on paralysis will ensue npon a shock to
the cerebro-spin-al center, when at nrst
no ill result was apparent In such
cases, the seeming contradiction may
sometimes be noticed that whereas the
more severe and dangerous phenomena
often result in the very cases in which
injury appears to be trifling, on the
other hand, it occasionally occurs thata the severest primary lesions present to
observation only slight and unimportant
symptoms.
