Wreck of a Spanish Brig.
A dispatch 'from Mobile says the

Spanish brig Diligente was wrecked
while coming over the lower bar in the
charge of a pilot. The disaster seems
to have beon the result of an attempt to
" go about" with a strong head wind.
The pilot, Ned Dorgan, asked the Cap- -
uuji it ma snip worxea easy, ana re--
ceiving an affirmative answer, the
necessary maneuvers were made, but
she missed the stays and went ashore
stern foremost. When the Captain saw
the loss of the vessel was inevitable, he
drew a revolver and fired three shots at
Dorgan, who immediately jumped over-
board, followed by the irate Captain. A
sailor also threw himself into the bav
to assist his "superior officer, but both
were drowned. Dorgan and nine sail-
ors swam ashore safely.

Unprofitable Contracts.
Complaints from contractors on gov-

ernment work ate continually received
at Washington. It is alleged that ow-

ing to the advance in the price oi labor
and material they are making no money.
Many contracts have been abandoned,
but the Government loses nothing by
such abandonment. The contractors
entered on obligations when labor and
material were at a low figure and made
their calculations accordingly. Now
that the price of both labor and mater-
ial have advanced they say they can
not execute their contracts without
material loss to themselves. This is
particularly the rase with the men who
undertook werk under the Kiver and
Harbor Appropriation Bill. All this
work, amounting to about nine million
dollars, was let before the business
boom began.

A Call From Gov. Pitkin.

A speoial from Denver says: It is
curious facu that though the Indian
scare prevails throughout the state, no

casualties are reported since the Thorn-burg- h

fight. Governor Pitkin, appeal-
ing to" General Pope for aid, says he
needs nity thousand rounds oi ammu-
nition, and that dispatches from Lead-vill- e

say the Indians are driving miners
from camp within thirty mUes from
there. He had ordered picked riflemen
out to defend settlers, and holds the
militia at Leadville until it is apparent
what the Indians intend to do. The
Governor says there are no Government
troops at Denver, and he receives ap-

peals for arms and troops which he can
not supply.

General Pope telegraphs that he Will
cover the country with troops in twenty-fou- r

hours. Nobody knows at present
what the Indians are doing. It is be-

lieved, however, the worst is over.

A Remarkable Crime—Its Penalty.

Upon being informed of this
Btate of things, Lydia became terribly
enraged. A few weeks later,; it is
alleged, he met Morris in the woods,
and, with the assistance of a companion,
threw him down by a tree to the trunk of
which they bound him. Lidia took his
koife and I coolly proceeded to unsex
him, Which, --it is charged, he did.
Whether.- this was done to- prevent
Morris' marriage with the young lady,
of their joint affections, is not, of course,
know d. Lydia was convicted and sen
tenced to sixty years in . the State
Prison.

Murder, Arson and Suicide.
During (.benight, a few days ago, the

residence of Frank Dupleinj a French-
man living eight miles north of Ft.
Wayne, Indiana, was discovered in
flames. The neighbors assembled to ex-

tinguish the fire, and upon investigation
found Mrs. f'rancisDuplein, wife of the
owner, lying dead in the barn with her
throat cut from ear . to ear.. Duplein
was hanging from a rafter in the barn,
also dead. He had doubtless murdered
his wife, then set fire to his house, and
tonally committed suicide, tie was
forty-fiv- e years old, and his wife five
years younger, r Both were French.
They had one child, aged twenty, who
was not at home when the tragedy oc
curred. Duplein ' and his wife had
lived on bad terms for some time, ' but
nothing is known as to what transpired
between them prior to the tragedy.
Duplein has a brother serving a two
years' term in the peniteDtiary for at
tempted murder of his wife last April.

The Confession of a Crime.
correspondent at Logansport, Ind.,

says that the chain of evidence Against
Jack MeMillen and Andy Monyihan,
charged with the murder of John Ray-
mond, has been clinched by their own
statement. MeMillen expressing a de-
sire to make a statement; he was per-
mitted to do so, and this statement, re-
duced to writing in the presence of the
sheriff and two deputies, is to the effect
that MeMillen and Monyihan committed
the assault on Baymond on the even-
ing of September 24. The plot was con-
cocted ou the afternoon of that day by
the two. They k new that Raymond had
money. They ascertained, that he was
at Patty's house in the evening and laid
in wait for him close by. As Raymond
came out he was soon met by the two
and Andy asked to be directed to the
Patty ranch. As Raymond was about
to direct them Aody struck him with
stone in the forehead, felling him to the
ground. The blow was quickly followed
by others, which reduced Raymond to
Btate of utter helplessness. He could
only beg for his life. The man was then
rifled of his valuables, and left lyiog
where he fell, whence he soon after
dragged himself until he found assist-
ance.

Two Trains Wrecked.
A Wheeling dispatch says:

trains No 1, going east, which left
this city at 6:80 o'clock last evening,
and the Baltimore express, No. 10, com-
ing west last night, on the Baltimore
Ohio railroad, collided near Bellton,
about half past 10 o'clock. Both trains
were running at a rate of forty miles an
honr, and were well filled with passen-
gers, who miraculously escaped injury,
with the exception of a girl, who was
slightly, hurt about the face. James
Askew, engineer and John Smith, fire-

man, of train No. 1, were instantly
killed, while fireman Jasper, of train
No. 10, was seriously injured. Engineer
Boy Ian, of train No. 10, escaped injury
by jumping from his engine before the
trains came together. A boy named
Flanagan, aged fifteen years,' who was
stealing a ride, was instantly killed. His
parents live at (JJarxsDurg, w. Va.
negro boy, who was stealing his way
Clarksburg between the tender and
postal car, was seriously injured. Geo.
Shinn, postal clerk on train No. 10, was
seriously injured, and was taken to his
home at Fairmount, W. Va., where
now lies in a critical condition. Both
engines were totJ wrecks, and a refrig-
erator car, containing butter, was
crushed to pieces. The postal car and
baggage cars of both trains are also
total wrecks."

A Powder Mill Blown to Atoms.
News from Loveland, Ohio, states

The theory has been advanced that it
was caused by friction of the machinery
in the grinding department, which was
likely the case. The mills turned out
about 225 kegs of powder daily, and it
is more than probable that there were
close to 200 kegs on hand at the time
of the explosion.

Conquering the Afghans.
A cablegram from London says that

Gen. Roberts, in his dispatch dated
Charasiab, says : " Beconnoitering par
ties sent out on all the roads leading to
Cabul, at daybreak this morning, report
the enemy advancing in great force from
the direction of the city. These parties
had to retire soon afterwards. The
high range of hills Intervening between
Charasiab and Cabul was crowded with
troops. and people from the city, while
parties ot Ghilzais appeared on the hills
running along both flanks of the camps,
and reports were received that the roads
toZahidabad was threatened. Along this
road Gen. McPherson was advancing
with a targe convoy of stores rand am-

munition. Warning was 'sent to Mc-

Pherson, and some assistance in cavalry.
It was absolutely jeces8ary to carry
the heights in front before evening.
Baker,. with ' the 72d Highlanders, a
wing of ihe 5th Ghoorkas, 100 of the
5th Punjaub Infantry, the remainder
of the 23d Pioneers, four guns of No.
2 Mountain Battery, and eight Gatling
guns, made a turning movement to the
left, and was soon hotly engaged. He
reports that the advance of troops was
made to his entire satisfaction, height
after height ' being carried in gallant
style.

'Young, of the Punjaub Infantry ; Lieut

Horrible Death From Arsenic.
-- Mr. George Arthur Gardiner, nephew

by marriage, of Prescott, the historian,
died in Brooklyn, on the 27th ult., in
great agony, after two weeks of inde-
scribable suffering. It is said by his at-

tending physician that his death was
caused by aruenical poison placed by a
dentist in one of his teeth for the pur-
pose of killing an aching nerve. In an
interview upon the ' remarkable and
horrible death of this man, Mr. A. C.
Lewis, who was his bosom friend, makes
the following statement: "No man
ever died such a horrible death as
Gardiner died. When he was dead
every connection between his head and
body except the spine, had been eaten
through- - and completely severed by the
action oi the poison. Every time a
blood vessel was thus severed there
would be a new hemorrhage. A few
days before he died one of these hem
orrhages occurred, and the blood
spouted up into the attendant's face.
The sloughiog of the decayed part was
so. great, that four incisions had to be
made, into his neck to keep his throat
clear.' Through these incisions we had
continually to draw out the slouched
parts, and they came in long strips like
son gum, and had to De nroken off. J
suppose if he could have done so he
would have killed himself rather than
remain so offensive. He was dvine
while alive all the time. - And think ef
that man being conscious all that
time. c We called in two con
suiting physicians, Dr. Richardson, cf
Henry street, Brooklyn, on the 25th
ult, and Dr. Helmuth,"of New York, on
the 26th. Both agreed with Dr. Guy
as to the cause of the diseas. Dr. Hel- -
muth said the case was absolutely hope
less, and had been lrom the start. He
pronounced it the most marked case of
arsenical poisoning of he kind that had
ever come under his notice, and said
that there could not be anv doubt that
the poison had been placed in a tooth
to kill a nerve, and that medical liter-
ature did not contain another case of the
kind quite as clear in every lespect. In
treating such cases, one of the last re-
sorts of the physician is to attempt to
offset the arsenic by administering
lacnesis, the active poison of tne rattle-
snake. While that treatment was being
UBed on Gardiner, I took two different
pieces of the sloughed parts to chem
ists, ana nad them analyzed. - Uach
analysis showed that even then the ar--
Bemc was the predominating; poison.
mean to have Mr. Gardiner's, jawbone
exhumed, t.nd if Dr. Waters is Worth
suing I mean to make him pay for his
mistake. Just before Gardiner died he
signaled that he wished to write some
thing. I held a piece of paper stretched
across a beok cover before his face, and
he wrote, on it, ' I leave you Lewis, to
btand between my family and the
world. Soon afterward he expired.

A Cincinnati Tragedy.
a A terrible tragedy occurred at the

Burnet House, Cincinnati, a few days
ago. A Miss Florence McDonald, of
Syracuse. JN. Y., attempted to kill Svl
vesterM. flicker, and then shot herself.
Hickey is manager of the Mary Ander-
son Company, and Miss McDonald, it
appears, was a young lady whom he had
lormeriy psid much attention to, but
who he had recently been endeavoring
to ult. A diary, which she left,
contains memorandums of his (Hick-

& ey's) intense admiration for ' Miss
Anderson, the tragedienne, and her de
termination to kill him. The following
are extracts from her diary:

Oct 10th
I left Syracuse Wednesday afternoon and got

here last eve.
Went to see Miss Anderson play Juliet and

saw my darling there at the theater.
Oct 11th

1 went to the theater last eve and saw my
darling watch this actress with eyes that fairly
beamed with love. It was such a look as

committed is described as follows: The
A meet ine took place in the ladies' re
to ception parlor, a room about fifteen feet

- He took a seat by
her side. The interview, if all the truth
was divulged by the wounded man, was
short and" not embarrassed by explana
tions.

She arose with him and
stepped behind the end of the sofa ; this

on being a short one, she was back of but
very near her intendsd victim. While
in this attitude, and unnoticed by
Hickey, she drew a pistol from her
pocket, and pointing it with deadly aim
at Hickey's head, fired. It was only
Hickey s superior height and possibly
forward inclination of his head, that

of saved his life. The bullet sped true to
an aim that meant death, and entered
an inch behind and on the line of the
top of the ear. It penetrated the scalp
however, at such an angle that it
elanced off the skull and ranged up

the ward, leaving the wound after inflict-
ing no more than a short cut in the

at scalp.
The shock from the bullet threw him

forward upon his hands and knees, and
at with cries for help he scrambled cut of

the room in this position. Before his
cries were answered by the appearance
of Mf . Zimmerman, one of the proprie-
tors of the hotel, Dr. Brunning and the
potter, two Other shots Were heard.
When the friends arrived Hickey had
staggered to his feet in the corridor,
and he was at once helped to his room,
No. 105, up stairs. Mr. Zimmerman
was the first to enter the reception
room; as he stepped Within the doof he
saW the woman, pitching forward near
the mantel located diagonally opposite
the door in the middle of the east wall
between the windows. She fell upon
her face on the white marble hearth.
Mr. Zimmerman and the porter raised
her and found the blood gushing from a
sharply cut bullet hole in the side of her
head: one inch above and one inch for-
ward of the right ear, the junction of
the temporal and the parietal bones.
The men changed her position, placing
her leno-r-. Vivian with the mantelpiece.
rested her head Upon a pillow, and
applied damp towels. Such attentions
were not heeded lone, however; the
bullet had sped directly through the
brain, and death, came witnin twenty
minutes.

Terrible Railroad Disaster.
A painful railroad accident has just

occurred on the Miehigan Central rail-
road entailing a terrible loss of life and
the wounding seriously, many perhaps
fatally of about fifty -- persons. . The
number of the killed is triven at twenty-
five or thirty.. The Pacific express leav
ing Detroit bound west collided near
the junction at 1 o'clock at night with
the switch engine at the junction, which,
at . the time, was attached to seven
freight cars. The engineer of the switch
engine had succeeded, by reversing his
engmepin stopping it, ana tnen jumped
from it and escaped unnurt. - ine ex-

press was traveling at the rate of thirty
miles an hour when it collided, and was
made a complete .wreck. The fireman
and engineer- - were literally torn to
pieces.- - The express and baggage cars
telescoped, .the first passenger whirled to
one side and was comparatively unin-
jured, the second and third coaches were
smashed aimost to kindling wood and
their passengers mutilated in a horrible
manner. 'Those who witnessed the wreck
immediately after it occurred say that
It beggars description, lbe cries and
groans of the wounded and dying were
heartrending, .Physicians and surgeon
were at once on the rronnd, and with
the assistance of the railway employee t
and those of the passengers who were eo
fortunate as to escane inlurv. tVi work
of extricating she crushed and bleeding
from the horrible wreck, was vigorously
pushed forward.

ivander (Jolwell. the yardmaster at
the junction, makes the following state
ment as to how the accident occurred

I have been employed by the com
pany three years; for the lastsix months
as yardmaster at the junction: My bus
iness is to make nn trains. I ' wanted
some cars out frem the northr'tb the
south side. I went to ' the telegraph
office and inquired where the Pacific
express was. The operator, Henderson,
tapped the instrument as though re
ceiving a. message, and said: 'bhe is
forty-fiv- e minutes late now.' He gave
me no written mesrage. I then went
down ten or fifteen rods to where Jones's
engine was, and told him to take those
cars over to the south track as coon as
possible.; 'The Pacific is forty-fiv- e min-
utes late. Can' you go over before she
gets here ?'

. He says, 'I should think I
could. I have eighteen minutes to do
it.' I said, .'You have eight cars: don't
go if you have any fears whatever.' He
whistled for the switch, but it was not
set for him, and he whistled a second
time, being compelled to slack up be
cause the switchman was not there toset
it. He swore at the switchman. I said,
'Maybe it is all for the best. Don't
cross over to the main track now.'
then jumped off the engine (it was
standing still),' and walked back on. ibe
other side of the main track to give
some instructions to the switchmen.
saw a switchman down the track in
front of the yard engine Bignal it to go
ahead, and Jones moved down on the
main track. Whon I requested Jones
to go out he did not decline. He took
out his watch and said, 'Eighteen min-
utes; I think I can. make it.' - I looked
at my watch ; can't now say what time
it was. I heard the Pacific whistle
down brakes ; could see the exprt si when
it was about fprty yards or more away.
I always find out now much time I have
before' sending a yard, engine on to the
main track. I do not know of any
time when there has been any apparent
danger of a collision; have never had
trouble or controversy with Jones about
switching have beard him have words
With the switchmen. '.;He is very ob-

stinate and contrary, and in the habit
of disputing about time. He hae never
refused to obev me, but sometimes hes
itates, and likes to do things his own
way. 1 never saw Jones drink 1 occa-
sionally- take a glass of beer, and am
not a drinking man ; seldom take any
thing stronger; I had taken a drink or
two of whisky did not drink
drop yesterdav. I remained at the
wteck the whole night, helping to get
out the bodies, it was not eighteen
minutes from the time I left the office
till the collision. - '

How Bessemer Learned.

It will be of interest to the reader to
learn that, - according to Bessemer's
statement, his knowledge of iron metal
lurgy was at that time very limited, so
that he had to get up the whole of the
subject. He is now, however, of opin
ion that his ignorance proved of great
advantage to him, as he had very little
to unlearn, and could thus approach
the subject free from the bias insepa
rable from those who have followed
beaten track and vainly endeavor to get
out of the rut. These words of Besse
mer require, however, to be carefully
considered, lie does not imply that
state of ignorance would enable him
invent, as many schemers imagine, who
put forth crude ideas which are crushed
by practical men. He set to work
learn the whole business thoroughly,
first from books and then in the foun
dries. Still it will be seen that here
was a man well on in the world, who set
himself to hard learning, while many
us. think that we can do very well with-
out learning at all, or without learning
any more. To the public, who thus get
details at first hand, it is also of inter-
est to know that, having built a small
experimental iron works in St.

The Deep Sea.

At a recent meeting of the Christiana
Society ot Science, Robert Collett stated
that the deep-wat- er fishes collected dur-
ing the last Atlahtie expedition amount-
ed to thirty-thre- e species and proved to
be Of great interest to science, as the
flan bad, with a few exceptions, been
taken from depths" from which no
Arctio fishes had previously been ob-

tained. The. apparatus employed was
the trawl net, constructed Oh
the same principle as that employed by
the English fishermen on Doggersbank.
Fish were taken up with that apparatus
from depths of 1,400 and 1,500 fathoms.
Five species proved to be entirely new
to science, and it was necessary to
classify one of them under a new ge-

nus. This was caught at a depth of
1,200 fathoms, and was about one foot
long. While alive it was beautifully
rose colored all over, but of so soft and
gelatinous a substance that it was half
transparent, arid the heart could be seen
performing its functions j and large por
tions of the Wain, the entrails ana tne
whole backbone Were visible through
the skin.

A Cotton Gin.
