Dead Leaves and Their Uses,

their nseful life is but be-
ginning, 'Youplnae perhaps, and for a
moment wonder how d leaves are
utilized ; but so many varities are unsed
that it would be impossibleto name them
all, so we will only refer to the most
common. Of these it is ounly fair to
state that many of them are not allowed
to wither on the tree, the reason being
to preserve a larger amount of the es-
sence of the leaf. For example, the
leaves of the tea plant are allowed to
grow to acertain stage, and are then
gthered and dried quiekly in the sun.

fcourse, every one knows that the death
of a leaf is usually caused by the drying
up of the sap, on which it Jdepends for
nourishment; so that by forcing the
leaves to die more quickly than -they
naturally would, more of the fasta or es-
sence of the leaf is retained. And so
dead tea leaves are of uze to provide Dr.
Johnson's favante bev s “Chen™ OF
course, there are many different kinds of
tea, but they are not under our consid-
eration ; sufficient is it if you consider
that that most common of all commodi-
ties is simply dead leaves,

Next, let us take tobacco, ss being ap
article in common use. This plant isa
native of America, and is supposed to
have been first brought to England by
8ir Walter Raleigh, who tanght his conn-
trymen to smoke it. The leaves only
are nsed, and great care is taken in its
cultivation to bring these to perfection,
and the ing and preparing for nse is a
long and difficult process; but no one
looking at a cigar or the usual
can for & moment doubt its being any-
thing but dead leaves,

1t would be a long and diffioult task o
name all the dead leaves which are used
by herbalists and doctors ; bat many of
the more simple kinds of the class of
leaves known as herbs are of great use in
ootzkery, such as thyme, mint, sage,

Having mentioned these individual
leaves, you will irobnblv say these are
very few ; not a hundredth part of the
leaves there are, and granting them to
be a hundredth part, what becomes of
the ninety-nine kinds left? Many leaves
are allowed to drop off the trees and
decay to s certain extent, and are then
used for maoure to enrich the ground,
that it may bring forth more leaves,
which all in their turn will also deecay.
Then, sgain, it is an acknowledged fact

—in fact, whole forests which have

Death of the Presidents.

George Washington, the first Presi-
dent of the Unitel States, died ath's
home, Mount Vernon, on the 13th of
December, 1799, and was there buried
John Adams, the second, and Thomas
Jefferson, the third President, both died
on the Foarth of July, 1826, Adams was
buried beneath the Unitarian Chureh
at Quinoy and Jefferson was buried at
Monticello, his Virginia home. Madi-
son died June 28, 1836, and was buried
at Montpalier, his home on the Virginia
mountains, Monroe died on the Fourth
of July, 1831, af the residence of his
son-in-law in New York, and he was first
baried in the Marble Cemetery of that
city, but was finally buried in Holly-
wood Cemetery, Richmond, Va. John
Quincy Adams died in the Capital, Feb-
ruary 21, 1848, and was buried by the
side of his father at Quincy. Jackson
died June 8, 1845, and was buried at the
Hermitage, which had long been his
home. an Buren died July 24, 1862,
and was buried at Kinderhook, his home,
Harrison died il 41841 and was
buried at North Bend. Tyler died Jan-
nary 17, 1862, and was buried in Holly-
wood Cemstery, Richmond. Polk died
June 15, 1849, and was buried in the
lawn of his own home in Nashville,
Taylor died July 9, 1850, and was buried
in Cave Hill Ceme , Lionisville. Fill-
more died March 8, 1874, and was buried
in Forest Lawn Cemetery, near Buffalo,
Pierce died October 8, 1869, and was
buried in Minot Cemetery, Concord.
Buchanan died June 1, 1868, and was
buried in Woodland Hill Cemetery, Lan-
castar. Lincoln died April 15, 1885, and
was buried in Oskridge Cemetery,
Boringfield. Jobnson died July 31,
1875, and was buried at Greenville,
Gurfield died September 19, 1881, and
was buried in Lakeview Cemetery, Cleve-
land: Fonr Presdents died in office—
Harrison and Taylor by iliness and Lin-
coln and Garfield by assassination. Only
two ex-Presidents are now living—Grant
snd Hayes, and three Vice Presidents
are yeot living— Hamlin, Colfax and

Put the Wires Under Ground.

The practicability of putting the tele-
graph wires under ground is being
amply demonstrated by the German Gov-
ernment, More than two hundred cities
asnd towns of the Empire are now con-
nected in this way, and the operation of
the wires is, we are told, a complete suc-
cesa.
